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To the CEDAW-Committee
[bookmark: _GoBack]In Dialogue Against Violence, we offer psychological treatment to perpetrators of domestic violence and their partner and children. Our mission is to stop and prevent domestic violence and reduce the number of victims of domestic violence in Denmark. 
The CEDAW report highlights prioritized policy areas since the eighth periodic report including prevention strategies on violence against women and girls. In the report it is highlighted that the Government’s fight against violence in intimate relations is ‘primarily structured to fit women victims of violence.’ (cf. p. 12). We have noticed that treatment for perpetrators is briefly mentioned as part of the initiative “Collective effort to end violence in intimate relations” but not further treated in the report on Denmark (cf. p. 12, 78). When it comes to perpetrators it seems, that the report focus more on the prosecution of perpetrators than on the importance of treatment programs (cf. p. 5, 28).
In 2017 GREVIO conducted a baseline evaluation on legislative and other measures of Preventing and Combating Violence against Women and Domestic Violence (Istanbul Convention) in Denmark. The committee encouraged the Danish authorities to expand the number of programs to ensure that all types of perpetrators receive appropriate treatment. It further highlighted that the importance of effective perpetrator programs in addition to any criminal sanction cannot be understated nor can their relevance for prevention (cf. p. 29, 93). In 2019 these perspectives were recognized in the danish national action plan on domestic violence providing 22,5 mil. DKK from 2020-2022 for initiatives (Dialogue Against Violence) strengthening the treatment for perpetrators and families living with violence (cf. p. 5). 
On this basis Dialogue Against Violence suggests a further focus on the prioritization of treatment programs for perpetrators in the CEDAW report. In the report on Greenland there is a separate chapter on treatment programs for perpetrators (cf. p. 32, 219). In Dialogue against Violence we suggest that treatment programs for perpetrators is similar highlighted in the section of ‘National policy plans’ in Denmark.
