The stages of the procedure for demarcation of traditionally occupied lands, described below, are defined by Decree of the Presidency of the Republic and currently comprise:
- “Under-Study” stage: Process of carrying out anthropological, historical, land, cartographic and environmental studies, providing grounds for the identification and delimitation of indigenous lands.
- Delimited land: Land in relation to which the Head Office of FUNAI has approved the aforementioned studies. The results of these studies are made public in the Federal and State Official Gazette. This land is also submitted to an adversarial administrative proceeding or to the analysis of the Ministry of Justice and Public Security, which may issue a Declaratory Ordinance for traditional indigenous land title in relation to that land. 
- Declared land: Land for which  the Ministry of Justice and Public Security has issued a Declaratory Ordinance . This land can therefore  undergo a process of physical demarcation, comprising the materialization of  milestones and georeferencing.
- Approved land: Land with materialized and georeferenced limits and whose administrative demarcation has been approved by a Presidential Decree.
- Regularized land: Land registered with a Registry Office on behalf of the Federal Government and with the Federal Properties Management Office, following the issuance of the aforementioned Presidential Decree.
- Interdicted areas: Areas for which there are restrictions on the use and entry of third parties, in order to protect isolated indigenous peoples.
