	Internet
	At present the internet connectivity in schools (977 schools in total) is:
396 schools (or school branches), internet speed >100Mbps
561 schools (or school branches), internet speed from 30Mbps to 100Mbps
99 schools (or school branches), internet speed < 30Mbps
To improve the internet connectivity there is an ongoing project 09.2.1-ESFA-V-726-05-0001 “Creating a safe electronic environment for children”. During the project, 2,000 wi-fi hotspots will be installed in Lithuanian schools. Budget – EUR 3.5 million, duration – by November 2022. More information: https://wifi.lm.lt/ 


	Financial support
	EUR 30 per student assigned for 2020/2021 school year to purchase digital educational materials / tools (each school can decide on demand).
The same financial support will be implemented in 2021/2022 school year (EUR 30 per student assigned for schools to purchase necessary digital educational material/tools).

	Equipment
	Primary and pre-primary education teachers (kindergartens and primary schools) were equipped with 1420 units of computer sets. Sets ware composed of a laptop and a laminator (EUR 0.9 million).
All general education schools equipped with hybrid equipment bought and delivered 1800 sets for EUR 1.95 million, ongoing procurement for EUR 0.982 million (about 900 sets).

	Digital content
	Ongoing ESF support project has dedicated EUR 4 million for didactical digital content (~ 3 million dedicated for development of new digital educational tools/materials, EUR 1 million – renewal of existing digital educational tools/materials). ESF project „Innovations in Kindergarten” had EUR 10 000 dedicated to digital didactical material.


	Digital Education Transformation
	(EdTech) project, which is one of the priorities of the Lithuanian Government to be launched in 2022 year. EUR 29.8 million budget will be used to promotion and implementation of the latest educational technologies in the education sector (50 start-up solutions tested), to increasing the digital competencies of teachers and lecturers (2700 educators) and to development of digital content and solutions for teaching (69 digital educational tools, 3 digital teaching prototypes, 1 platform).
