ANNEX V

Article 12

Laws, programmes and strategies relating to the health and development of children and minors

(1) The Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Medical Care and Services to Population” (1996) defines the right of a child to receive free medical care and service within the framework of state target programmes. According to this Law, juveniles shall be entitled to receive information on issues of preservation of his sexual health, sexually transmitted diseases, complications and consequences thereof. 

(2) The Law of the Republic of Armenia “On the Rights of the Child” (1996) defines the age of a child up to the age of 18. The Law prescribes the right of every child to health preservation, as well as promotion and ensuring by the relevant state authorities the opportunity for the child to have free access to health services. Free specialised medical, defectological and psychological care is ensured for children with disabilities, mental or physical defects. 

(3) The Law “On Reproductive Health and Reproductive Rights of Human Being” (2002) defines the concept “juvenile” as a medical and biological (physiological) concept which includes 10 to 18 age groups and characterises the transition period from childhood to full maturity. According to this Law, juveniles have the right to be informed on sexual and reproductive health issues, to receive accessible and full medical counselling and medical care in private and confidential conditions. A separate Article of the Law provides for certain definitions on artificial termination of a pregnancy (abortion). 

(4) The Law “On Prevention of the Disease Caused by Human Immunodeficiency Virus” (1997) regulates the provision of information to the population on preventive measures of AIDS, implementation of anonymous and voluntary laboratory tests for detection of HIV. 

(5) The Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Advertising” prohibits the advertising and free distribution of artificial milk powder. The objective of the Law “On Psychiatric Care” (2004) is the protection of the rights of persons with mental health problems, as well as the creation of favourable conditions for treatment of, and provision of medical, social and psychological assistance to persons suffering from mental diseases. 

(6) According to the Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Drugs and Psychotropic Substances” (2002), medical care is provided to minors under 14 upon the request by their legal representatives, whereas to minors of age from 14 to 18 years old – upon their consent, except for cases provided for by the law. 
(7) The Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Restrictions on Realisation, Consumption and Use of Tobacco” (2004) defines several provisions for protection of children under 18 from tobacco smoke; for instance, according to this Law, the sale of tobacco to children, as well as smoking in a number of educational, child care, and health care institutions, etc., is prohibited. 

Except for the mentioned laws the following laws also address health preservation issues of children and juveniles: Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Education”, Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Child and Youth Sport”, Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Social Protection of Children Left Without Parental Care”, Law of the Republic of Armenia “On State Allowances”, Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Social Assistance”, Law of the Republic of Armenia “On Civil Status Acts”, Labour Code of the Republic of Armenia, Criminal Code of the Republic of Armenia. 

A number of national strategies and programmes were also adopted on heath issues of children and juveniles. 

(1) Decision of the Government of the Republic of Armenia No. 1000-N of 8 August 2003 “On approving the 2003-2015 strategy for the preservation of the health of the mother and the child” defines the objectives targeted at the improvement of health conditions of women and children, reduction of infant and mother mortality rate, as well as the main strategic directions for the achievement thereof. 

(2) Decision of the Government of the Republic of Armenia No. 1745-N of 18 December 2003 “On approving the 2004-2015 national programme on the protection of the rights of the child in the Republic of Armenia” provides for the implementation of international commitments with regard to children. 

(3) Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper (2003) includes sectors relating to the protection of children's rights such as social protection (pension issues, employment, etc.), healthcare (reduction of infant and mother mortality rate, etc.), education (increase in the number of children enrolled in general education), as well as other sectors. Currently, PRSP-2 project is being updated.

(4) The National programme on HIV/AIDS control in the Republic of Armenia (2007) aims at effective control of HIV/AIDS epidemic, including prevention of HIV among the most vulnerable juveniles and young people of 10-19 age group. 

(5) The National programme on improvement of reproductive health (2007) has approved the development concept, strategies, schedule of actions and the time period for the implementation thereof in the field of reproductive health of population during 2007-2015. 

(6) In the Republic of Armenia, the National programme on immunological prevention (2005) aims at reduction of the rate of manageable contagious diseases through vaccination, prevention of death cases as a consequence thereof and ensuring the immunity of the population against contagious diseases. 

(7) The Concept Paper of Juvenile/Youth Friendly Health Services (2005) of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Armenia stipulated the priority of health, development and protection issues of the youth, and an objective was set to create juvenile/youth friendly health services.
