The following is a reasoned selection of a set of indicators common to several instruments deemed useful to represent gender differences with reference to the year 2020[footnoteRef:1]. [1:  The selected indicators can be traced back to the scheme presented for response 6 (see annex, table 6) and are produced in different
areas and for different purposes. (Sustainable Development Goals - SDGs, Report on Italian Welfare - BES, Gender Balance –
Appendix III, Recovery and Resilience Plan for Gender Equality, National Strategy for Gender Equality 2021_2026).  ] 


In 2020, the employment rate in the 20-64 age bracket penalized women more (from 53.8% in 2019 to 52.7% in 2020: -1.1 p.p.) than men (from 73.4% in 2019 to 72.6% in 2020: -0.8 p.p.) with a consequent increase in the gender gap (-19.9 p.p. for women). 

In 2020, the differential between men and women measured by the non-participation[footnoteRef:2]  rate in work shows values to the disadvantage of women (22.7% vs. 16% for men). There are 19.6% of women who have accepted a part-time job in 2020, compared with 6.4% of men. Women continue to be at a greater disadvantage among low-wage workers (12.1% vs. 8.5% for men in 2020). The closure of schools and services for children and the elderly due to the health emergency has made it increasingly difficult to reconcile work and life times.  [2:  The non-participation rate includes not only the unemployed but also the available inactive, i.e. those who, while not looking for 
work, would still be willing to work. ] 


In 2020, the ratio between the employment rate of women aged 25-49 with children of pre-school age and the employment rate of those without children marked a decrease (73.4%, -0.9 percentage points compared with the previous year), thus expressing a further distancing from the 100 value that would occur in the case of equality between the two ratios. 

Critical issues are found most for young mothers (25-34 years old) with young children, for whom the ratio is 57.5% (down 2.6 percentage points from 2019 and 3.7 points from 2010) and with a low level of education. The ratio falls below 50% of women with low educational attainment (middle school, elementary school, or no low educational attainment). If we look at the distribution of domestic care in the family between men and women, this continues to be unbalanced to the disadvantage of women. In 2020, the index of asymmetry in family work[footnoteRef:3] is equal to 62.8%, still very far from the 50% value that identifies a situation of perfect distribution of the workload between men and women in the family sphere.  [3:  The indicator measures the time spent on family work by the 25-44 year old woman out of the total time spent on family work by 
both partners who are both employed. The indicator is derived from the source Time use survey for the years 2008/09 and for 
2013/2014. The intermediate and subsequent years are estimates based on trends inferred from Survey on Aspects of daily life. The 
perfect distribution of the domestic workload between the two sexes in the household is recorded when the value of the indicator is 
50%. Values above 50% show a greater burden of domestic work and care for women, below the threshold the burden is greater for 
men.] 

At the end of 2020, the share of women in the boards of directors of Italian listed companies reaches 39% (+2.3 percentage points compared to 2019). 

In 2020, only 15% of listed companies (representing only 2% of the total market value of listed companies) have a female CEO while the share rises to 27% (about 18% of total capitalization) for the role of chairman or honorary chairman. The presence of women in decision-making bodies (Authorities and other important public bodies) is still contained although improving: in May 2021 it was 19.5%, registering an increase of +0.4 percentage points compared to the last survey (December 2020).

During the lockdown period, women found themselves at much greater risk for domestic violence. In 2020, there were 15,128 valid calls to the 1522 hotline[footnoteRef:4], which is active for women victims of violence or stalking to get support and information, (8,427 in 2019; up 79.5% via phone and up 71% via chat). Compared to the same periods in 2019, some peaks were observed in April (+176.9%) and May (+182.2%). Analyzing the phenomenon in relative terms and considering only the calls to the help line of women victims of violence[footnoteRef:5], in 2020, more than 49 women per 100,000 turned to the hotline because they were victims of violence; in 2019 there had been about 27.  [4:  The number "1522" is a free number set up in 2006 by the Department for Equal Opportunities of the Presidency of the Council of 
Ministers that operates throughout the country, from landline and mobile, active 24 hours a day. Initially activated as a network in
support of gender-based violence, in 2009, with the entry into force of law no. 38/2009 on persecutory acts, it also started a specific 
activity aimed at stalking victims. The help line provides first aid information in case of emergency or useful indications on services 
and anti-violence centers active at territorial level to which victims of violence, or other users, can turn. The information collected 
during the phone calls are recorded on a computerized platform. Within the valid calls the information can refer to simple "users",that 
is those who call for information or to "victims", that is those who have suffered some form of violence and/or stalking.]  [5:  The indicator measures the number of women victims of violence or stalking who contact 1522 by region of origin of the call
compared  to the average female population by region (per 100,000 women).] 


All types of violence[footnoteRef:6] showed a marked increase (+64% compared to 2019) but psychological violence is confirmed as the prevalent type (11,826 reports; +4,981 compared to 2019), followed by physical violence (8,997 reports; +3,746 compared to 2019) and threats (5,674 reports; +1,677 compared to 2019).  [6:  The indicator measures the type of violence suffered by women. For each call it is possible to indicate more than one type of 
violence.] 


A significant increase was seen in the last year for reports of sexual violence experienced (1,267 reports; +718 compared to 2019). Violence reported to 1522 is primarily the work of partners (57.1% in 2020) and ex-partners (15.3%); however, violence by other family members (parents, children, etc.) is also on the rise in 2020, reaching 18.5% (12.6% in 2019) while all other types of perpetrators decrease. In 2020, 1522 constituted a central node for the activation of services to support women: 76.5% of calls were in fact directed to other services. In 67.9% of cases (corresponding to 10,266 women) the indication was given to contact the nearest Anti-Violence Centers and Services. Among the women who turned to the Centers in the first 5 months of 2020, 8.6% did so because of circumstances triggered or induced by the emergency due to Covid-19, such as forced cohabitation, loss of work by the perpetrator of the violence or the woman. With regard to shelters, 649 women were housed in the first 5 months of 2020, 11.6% fewer than in the first 5 months of 2019. The shelters have, in fact, reported more difficulties than the anti-violence centres in organizing the hosting of women and finding new strategies (55.3% of cases). For 6% of women housed, caseworkers reported that it was the pandemic that was the critical issue from which the violence originated. As a result of the pandemic, the Ministry of the Interior, at the urging of the Department of Equal Opportunities, invited the Prefects to identify, where necessary, new housing solutions, including temporary ones, for women who lived with the violent person.

The assessment exercise of the results of the projects presented in the Annual Planning carried out by the Local Offices of External Criminal Enforcement (in Italian, UEPE) is currently on-going, with the aim of identifying effective intervention methodologies for the treatment of perpetrators of violence against women, besides disseminating them at the national level, to contribute to the prevention of recidivism. 
These are the projects presented in the 2020 Planning:
“Beware of the Wolf (Attenti al Lupo)” (UEPE Avellino)
Planned activities: program of cultural change for abusive men, in collaboration with the territorial network.
“Keep Calm and Make the bed (Keep Calm e Rifatti il letto)” (UEPE Caltanissetta)
Planned activities: empowering paths for the control of aggression on perpetrators of femicide, held in prison and subjected to the community-measures. Individual and group psycho-social support, establishment of the local network. 
“Male stereotyping and gender-based violence (Gli stereotipi maschili e la violenza di genere)” (UEPE Livorno) 
Group discussion activities on gender stereotypes and aggressive behaviour. 
“Rethinking relationships (Ripensare i legami)” (UEPE Venice)
Building mature emotional relationships free from GBV. Psycho-social support through individual and group meetings. 
“Stop the violence (Stop alla violenza)” (UEPE Venice)
Individual interviews with cognitive-behavioural orientation, path of awareness regarding violent behaviour.

Projects involving the criminal execution of juveniles 

Project at a national level
“Zero Violenze” Project (Progetto Violenza zero)”
This is a project financially supported by the Presidency of the Council of Ministers that represents, for the Juvenile Justice Sector, the first attempt at the national level to take stock of a complicated issue such as sex crimes committed in childhood/development age. The project, coordinated by the Psychoanalytic Institute for Social Research (acronymus in Italian: IPRS), has seen the DGMC as a partner. It is part of the promotion and support of a series of interventions, including innovative ones, aimed at carring on the national strategy of full and strict implementation of all the duties indicated by the Istanbul Convention through the strenghtening of the intervention abilities of general and specialized services and the widest involment of potential beneficiaries on the issues of gender-based violence. The aim was to examine in depth the phenomenon of young sex offenders, through a shared reflection on specific aspects such as the ways by which take charge and the criteria for specifying the educational/treatment plan for this type of user. 

At a territorial level, the Juvenile Justice Centres, together with the USSM, promote initiatives and agreements with other institutional and private social actors, to create synergies that allow the activation of all available resources, for the implementation of projects that can be a support for the individualized treatment programs. It is listed below the most important interventions:

CGM Cagliari – Listening Center for abusive men in the North Sardinia Region (CAM). It ensures pathways for developing awareness and taking responsibility for abusive behaviour/domestic violence.	
CGM Cagliari – Protocol “Integrated Operational Procedures in case of ill-treatment, sexual abuse and sexual exploitation of minors” Public Prosecutor’s Office at T.M. Cagliari, Juvenile Court of Cagliari, Ordinary Court of Cagliari, Public Prosecutor’s Office at Ordinary Court of Cagliari, ATS/ASSL Cagliari, Metropolitan City of Cagliari, PLUS West area, PLUS Sarcidano-Barbagia di Seulo, PLUS 21, PLUS Quartu S. Elena, PLUS Cagliari: to ensure, through the identification of shared and integrated procedures, the care of child victims of abuse and ill-treatment.
CGM Florence (USSM FI) – Collaboration with “Working Group on gender-based violence and abuse prevention”, Municipality of Florence, Trade Unions, Associations committed against gender-based violence. The activities concern individual and group psychological interventions and inclusion in sports activities.	
CGM Florence (USSM FI) – Listening Center for Abusive Men: experimentation of collaborative modalities both for the taking in charge of offenders and for victims. The collaboration concerns the launch of workshops on affectivity and gender-based violence, to be carried out in presence or remotely.	
CGM Rome (USSM CB) – Partnership project “Centro Be Future Molise”, USSM Campobasso /ATS Campobasso, Coop. Kairos, Coop. Be Free: support for victims and sex offenders, support for fragile families. 
CGM Rome - USSM Rome. “Educate to the difference”: project aimed at encouraging the recognition of one’s own violent behaviour and the achievement of awareness of the existence of gender models, by a series of meetings and innovative tools such as simulations, role-playing and theatre-related techniques / USSM Campobasso. Be Free, that has the aim to provide support to victims and sex offenders, as well as fragile families.
CGM Turin - Operating protocol between USSM Genoa and UDEPE Genoa with the White Dove Association. USSM Genoa - Udepe Genoa –White Dove Association: taking charge of minors who have committed violent crimes within the family and/or among reported peers by USSM to the Association that deals with the issues of fatherhood, masculinity and gender-based violence.  
CGM Turin – (USSM TO). The project “This is a man if” promotes the activation of a in depth thinking about gender-based violence through group or individual paths, with opportunities of places for discussion and re-elaboration for those young people who have committed violent crimes within important relationships with the other gender. 
CGM Venice (USSM VE) – Protocol of specialized teams, USSM Venice / AUSL of Veneto Region: reporting of investigated minors/defendants of crimes of sexual abuse and serious ill-treatment to the regional teams, in line with the current ongoing guidelines approved by the Veneto Region: promotion of initiatives in order to allow adult users to access specialized treatment.

Furthermore, in Andria a multidisciplinary specialist team has been working for some time to propose, for an integrated perspective, a method of intervention aimed at the analysis and treatment of the situations of ill-treatment and abuse.

Project “The good parent”, financed by the Department for Equal Opportunities (DEO) on domestic and gender-based violence, conducted by the cooperative Kyosei for multidimensional treatment for abusive fathers of mothers and children exposed to domestic violence, in partnership with the Municipalities of Catanzaro, Lamezia Terme, Soverato, Crotone, Vibo Valentia (as lead municipalities of their social territorial areas, ASP of Catanzaro, Court of Catanzaro, University La Sapienza of Rome.
CGM Catanzaro - Casa di Nilla. CGM/Specialized Regional Centre “Casa di Nilla”: collaboration in the free of charge taking in charge of minors and young sex offenders, as reported by the Juvenile Justice Services,  by the specialized team of the Centre at its headquarters. 
Juvenile Housing Services of Calabria. Project “NO VIOLENCE” provides actions of education and fight against violence, awareness-raising actions addressed to operators of specialized services of ASP and EE.LL. and operators of victims of violence’s associations. 
CGM Palermo (USSM Messina) –Inter-institutional MoU against gender-based violence USSM Messina, Prefecture of Messina, J.A.’s both Ordinary and Juvenile, CEDAV, Police force, Metropolitan City, ASP, University, Professional Bodies: Lawyers, Doctors, Pharmacists, Institutions and local NGOs. 
CGM Palermo – Protocol for the fight against VAW, Prefecture of Ragusa, Judicial Authorities, Police Force, Professionals Associations, Anti-Violence Centres, Local Health Authorities (ASL), Trade Unions, Municipalities, school and labour Offices, Justice Services: provision of strategies for the prevention and the fight against VAW and domestic violence.
USSM Palermo. The project “Things I’ve never told you” aims to developing the topic of violence against women through the activation of a workshop and using the tool of writing. The young men, accompanied and supported by relevant professionals will talk about themselves while reviewing the concept of feminine and all those stereotypes that lead gender-based violence.
USSM Palermo. Project of the EOS Group (Equipe Beyond the Silence intersects with various initiatives implemented and proposed in some schools, to raise awareness on legality, gender difference, violence, education to affectivity. It also foresees: the taking in charge of abusive minors; the dissemination of/exchanging information about methodology of taking in charge among the juvenile services falling within the CGM of Sicily; the implementation of “Groups of minors and families” involved in sexual abuse-related crimes; hearing minors victims upon judicial authorities’ request; awareness-raising activities on affectivity and prevention of gender-based violence in the training and socializing agencies present in the District of the Court of Appeal of Palermo; implementation of a network of territorial services for facing gender-based violence; self-training and integrated training with local social services.  
CDP Palermo - Project: “Red shoes? No, thank you!” Awareness-raising and information workshop against VAW. From the methodological perspective, it provides the approach of circle time, which allows to address the issue of different forms of violence by giving voice to the underlying dynamics, in order to understand and change them. The methodology uses both the frontal meeting and the vision of films, and brainstorming. It is addressed both to minors in the penal area and to minors who risks the deviant behaviour reported by the local services.
CDP Caltanissetta  – The project: “Educate  to affectivity, respect and to prevent violence against women”, aims to disseminating among young people cultural and relational models that respect gender differences in order to prevent violence against women. It is addressed to minors and young adults in the external criminal area reported by the USSM, children of UEPE users, young UEPE users, children and young people in situation of social-familial distress reported by the Social Service of the Municipalities of Caltanissetta and San Cataldo, respectively.

In the 2020 in Italy about 2.2 million women take care of children from 0 to 5 years. The presence of children, especially those in pre-school age, has a relevant impact on women’s participation in the labour market.

Asymmetry index
In the 2019-20 period, the percentage of family workload carried out by women aged 25-44 out of the total family work time carried out by couples in which both are employed (asymmetry index) still stands at 62,8%, although the index tends to decrease compared to the previous year. The percentage is higher in the South and Islands (69,5%) than in the North (60,5%) and the Centre (62,3%).

Sports and physical activity practice:
In Italy, in 2020, sports practice involved 36.6% of the population aged 3 years and older. Higher proportions of sports practicing are observed among men than among women (42.7% vs. 30.7%). Among women, on the other hand, higher proportions are observed of those who are used to doing some physical activity (29.7% vs. 26.4%) or those who do not do either sports or other physical activities (women=39.4%; men=30.8%). With the exception of the age group of 3-5 year olds, in which girls play more sports than their male peers, for all other age groups, the values of sports practice by males remain consistently higher than those of females. Over time, however, there have been improvements in the levels of sports practice that have also involved females and across all age groups. Of note is the strong increase in the practice of sports in the older ages that has affected women largely.

Cultural participation:
Reading books: In Italy, in 2020, the proportion of people aged 6 years and older who have a book reading habit in their free time is 41.4%, with 46.4% of women readers compared to 36.1% of men. While up until the mid-1970s, the share of men with a reading habit was higher than that of women, starting in the second half of the 1980s, there was a reversal of the trend and women were overtaken by women, who then remained at levels higher than those of men did. Over time, the difference between men and women in reading habits has increased: it was 5.6 percentage points in favor of women in 1998, reaching 9.3 percentage points in 2010 and 10.3 percentage points in 2020. 

Cultural participation activities outside the home: in 2020, the percentage of people aged 6 and older who engaged in at least 2 cultural participation activities outside the home[footnoteRef:7] is 29.6% (30.6% women vs. 29% men), a value that is decreasing compared to 35.1% in 2019[footnoteRef:8]. As with book reading, the gender ratio in terms of cultural participation outside the home has also changed in favor of women over time. At first, starting in the 2015-2016 period, women reached similar levels to men, while in the following period they were at higher levels. Contributing to the increase in participation in cultural activities outside the home among women over time were the increasing values of cultural participation recorded among young women aged 15-24 and among adults aged 55-74. 
 [7:  The analysis was carried out according to the overall indicator of cultural participation outside the home developed by the Istat Bes (equitable and sustainable well-being) and which considers the share of people aged 6 and older who engaged in at least two of the following cultural activities outside the home: going to the theater, concerts (classical music or other), museums or exhibitions at least once in a year, or going to the movies at least 4 times in a year.]  [8:  In 2020, due to the pandemic related to the spread of Covid-19 and the resulting restrictions on going to cultural venues, there was a large decrease in cultural participation outside the home (with a total decrease of 5.3 percentage points compared to 2019).]

Disadvantages and gender gaps with regard to people with disabilities in Italy

In Italy women with disabilities show evident disadvantages compared to the rest of the women, this condition can be found in educational level, employment and social participation. 
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ANNEX 7 - ISTAT – A relevant overview on VAW

The phenomenon: diffusion, characteristics and consequences
Violence against women is a widespread and pervasive phenomenon. ISTAT has long been involved in measuring the phenomenon of gender-based violence against women. The first survey entirely dedicated to violence against women - called the Survey on the safety of women - was conducted by Istat in 2006, the second in 2014 and the third edition is being planned for 2022.
In 2014, it was estimated that one third of women (31.5% of women aged 16-70, 6 million 788 thousand) had suffered some form of physical or sexual violence in their lifetime: 20.2% (4 million 353 thousand) physical violence, 21% (4 million 520 thousand) sexual violence, 5.4% (1 million 157 thousand) the most serious forms of sexual violence such as rape (652 thousand) and attempted rape (746 thousand).

On the other hand, considering only the violence from partners or ex partners, 13.6% of women had suffered physical and sexual violence (2 million 800 thousand), in particular 5.2% (855 thousand) from the current partner and 18.9% (2 million 44 thousand) from the former partner. Most of the women who had a violent partner in the past left him because of the violence they suffered (68.6%).
Women with health problems or disabilities suffered more physical or sexual violence: 36% of those in poor health and 36.6% of those with severe limitations. The risk of being raped or attempted rapes is double (10% against 4.7% of women without problems).

On the part of partners, psychological and economic violence is also widespread (26.4% of women in couples have suffered psychological or economic violence from their current partner and 46.1% from a former partner), as well as stalking (the 21.5% of women between 16 and 70 years old, 2 million 151 thousand women, have suffered persecutory behavior by a former partner during their lifetime; if we consider women who have suffered persecutory acts several times, these are 15.3%).

Certainly something is changing, there are essential elements for improvement, a probable manifestation of a cultural evolution, which, however, could not be measured except in its effects. Violence against women was, in fact, a still widespread, pervasive and silent phenomenon, but characterized by some signs of improvement: on the one hand, the decrease in psychological violence, less serious physical violence and sexual harassment, from other, the occurrence of greater awareness on the part of women.

The 1522 data
The greater awareness of women and workers with victims of violence is also visible in data from 1522, the toll free line against violence and stalking.
1522 represents the most immediate means of requesting help for the victims of violence. In 2020, victims' calls to 1522 increased by 81.8% compared to 2019 and in the case of chat contacts these more than doubled (+ 250%), also due to the pandemic.

The boom in victim calls began at the end of March 2020, with peaks in April (+ 181.8% compared to the same month in 2019) and in May (+182.5 compared to May 2019), but especially on the occasion November 25, the day in which violence against women is remembered, also as a result of the media campaign. In 2020, this peak, always present over the years, was decidedly more important given that, in the week between 23 and 29 November 2020, calls more than doubled (+ 117.8% compared to 2019).

Analyzing the quarterly data, also in the first quarter of 2021 the number of valid telephone and chat calls continued to increase, 7,974 valid calls and 4,310 victims, an increase compared to the first quarter of 2020 (+ 38.8% valid calls), but far from the peak of the second quarter of 2020 (12,942 valid calls). The share of requests for help via chat is still increasing, which represent 16.3% of the methods of contact (they were equal to 11.5% in the first quarter of 2020).

Among the reasons that lead to contacting the toll-free number, there was a sharp increase in calls for "requests for help from victims of violence" and "reports for cases of violence" which together account for 48.3% (3,854) of calls valid. In the period considered, compared to the same period of the previous year, they grew by 109%, while calls for information on the number 1522 decreased (-37.6%).

In the first quarter of 2021, a greater percentage of victims reported violence, 18.5%.

The 1522 service plays an important role as a hub at a territorial level between the services in support of those who turn to it: 66.5% of the victims in the first quarter of 2021 were directed to a territorial service (a decrease compared to the quarters of 2020) and of these 57.1% (equal to 2,462 victims) was sent to a refuge.

The judicial path for the perpetrators of violence
The number of suspects and defendants: Stalking, abuse in the family, sexual violence and homicides

Among the crimes committed there are some of strong social relevance linked to gender-based violence. 
Among these the voluntary homicide which has values ​​equal to 2.2 people for every hundred thousand inhabitants in Italy, sexual violence that reaches 4 per hundred thousand inhabitants, stalking (14.4), mistreatment in the family (12.8) and violence sexual group (0.3).

With regard to the crime of stalking, in 2018 there were 20,761 adults registered in the registers of prosecutors for at least one crime for which filing was then ordered or it was decided to take criminal action. The criminal action took place for less than half of the cases (9,470, equal to 45.6%).
The suspects for maltreatment in the family, again in 2018, were 28,466 and for just over 42% of them the criminal action was taken. As regards crimes of sexual violence and group sexual violence, the suspects in 2018 are 6,759.

Charges for stalking, mistreatment and sexual assault have been on the rise in recent years.
The perpetrators of the violence are mainly males. The rankings of the individual crimes defined by the Public Prosecutor's Office, classified by country of birth of the suspects, show a prevalence of perpetrators of Italian origin, in particular for stalking crimes (86% perpetrators who initiate criminal proceedings and 83.2% archived) and family maltreatment (74.2% commencement of the criminal action and 74.7% dismissed). 

Compared to the other crimes taken into consideration, in cases of sexual violence and group violence the percentage of Italians decreases: in particular, for sexual violence there are 60% of Italian perpetrators for whom criminal prosecution begins and 68, 4% for which archiving is prepared; for group violence, the values ​​are respectively 55.3% and 54.2%.

In 2018, the procedures defined in the General Register of Public Prosecutors in which there is at least one crime of voluntary homicide committed were 847 and in particular for 401 of them the filing was arranged while for the remaining 446 the criminal action was taken. In the last four years, the phenomenon has had a fairly regular trend with a slight increase in the proceedings for which filing is arranged.

Not all homicides are the same: those that take on a particular social relevance in "violent" contexts in the family concern 271 defendants, equal to 40.1% of those accused of voluntary homicide. These defendants are men in 93.4% of cases and females in 6.6%. The defendants of this type of homicide were born in Italy to a greater extent, 82.7%, compared to the total number of homicides (78.6%, in the case in which all the accused with at least one crime of homicide are considered).

The convictions
As part of the analysis of convictions for crimes related to gender and domestic violence, in 2018 there were 3462 sentences for family abuse, 1870 for sexual violence and 1982 for stalking. Considering the voluntary homicides committed, 671 people were convicted as part of the sentences registered in the Criminal Record in 2018. Considering the sex of the convicted, it emerges that the female component among those convicted of murder is 3.4% (equal to 23 women) while the male rate is 96.6% (equal to 648 men). 71.8% of male offenders had a criminal record, while among women the percentage is much lower, at 34.8%.

Focusing on murders in violent contexts in the relational context, there are 237 convictions for murders that can be described as related to violent contexts in the relational field. The greater weight of the male component emerges, which is almost equal to all the convicts (98.3%) against 1.7% of women, and of the Italian component (84.8% are of Italian origin while the 15.2% are foreigners).

Prisoners for gender crimes
In 2019, 3,589 male prisoners are in prison for having committed sexual violence, 3,438 for having committed abuse in the family or towards children, 1,329 for stalking, 248 for beatings and 217 for trafficking and enslavement.

  

















ANNEX 8 - ISTAT - Data on Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings

ISTAT is estimating the number of trafficked women on the basis of capture and recapture methods in use at the United Nations, which are based on the use of multiple sources, in order to estimate the corresponding SDG. Data will be available by 2022.

Data on perpetrator
The data presented are the result of the "Crimes reported for which the judicial authority has initiated criminal proceedings". The data examines the first stage of the legal process, that is the preliminary phase and represents the moment in which the Public Prosecutor pronounces for the first time deciding that the crime inscribed in the register of crimes has a criminal value. 

In 2018, for the crime of Reduction to slavery and maintenance in slavery, there were 110 proceedings and 273 adults registered in the registers of prosecutors for at least one crime of this type and for which the filing was then ordered or it was decided to take criminal action. For about half of the proceedings (49.9%) the criminal action was initiated. There are 104 adults for whom criminal proceedings have begun, of which 67 are males.

In 2018, with regard to the crime of THB, 288 adults were enrolled in the registers of prosecutors for at least one crime of this type and for which filing was then ordered or it was decided to take criminal action. 69.4% of them are male.

The number of authors for whom the Criminal Action has begun has been increasing in recent years and starting in 2016 it has gone from 51 authors to 127 in 2018. 




















ANNEX 9 – ISTAT - WOMEN, EDUCATION ATTAINMENT AND FIELD OF STUDY

The education attainment and the field of study affect the transition from the education and training system to the labour market. The employment rate among people aged 20-34 who have obtained at least upper secondary school degree (from 1-3 years) is estimated at 56.8%: 50.1% among upper secondary graduates and 64.1% among tertiary graduates.

Higher levels of education allow for better resilience to crises. The pandemic crisis of COVID-19 has in fact had a much stronger impact on the transition opportunities from school to work for upper secondary graduates than for tertiary graduates. The employment rate dropped 2.8 and 0.8 pp respectively. 

The field of study is also decisive in determining the employment condition. In fact, the employment rate is highest for those who obtain a degree in Computer science, engineering or architecture (80.8%), that are part of the STEM[footnoteRef:9] degrees, followed by graduates in the Health and welfare disciplines (75.9%) and in Business and administration (71.7%). The lowest levels of employment are observed for the Arts and humanities field (56.5%) and for the Social sciences, journalism and information one (52.7%), but also for the Natural sciences, mathematics and statistics field (61.4 %) that are likewise part of the STEM degrees.  [9:  The term STEM (science, technology, engineering and mathematics) refers to the aggregation of the broad fields of natural sciences; 
mathematics and statistics; information and communication technologies; and engineering, manufacturing and construction.] 


The impact of the COVID-19 pandemic crisis on school to work transition has been very strong in some disciplinary areas. Employment rates decrease 6.6 pp for the Social sciences, journalism and information field, 3.9 pp for Arts and humanities, 2.2 pp for the Business and administration. On the other hand, there was a sustained increase of employment rates for STEM degrees, in particular those in ICT, engineering manufacturing and construction (+4.1 pp) and for Health and welfare disciplines (+3.0 pp).

In 2019, on average in OECD countries, the enrollment rate in tertiary education at 20-24 years was 37.0% for women and 29.2% for men (Fig. 2). Italy, which for men exactly follows the OECD average, for women, exceeds it by almost 4 pp (40.9%).

Despite their strong participation in higher education women are less oriented than men to enter a STEM field of study.

In 2019 in Italy, the share of new entrants into STEM courses is approximately 30.9%, more than the OECD average that is approximately 27%. In particular, 16.9% focus on Engineering, manufacturing and construction courses, 11.8% on Natural science, mathematics and statistics courses and only 2.1% on ICT.  The overall value is the result of very different values between males and females: STEM fields are chosen by 41.9% of men and only by 21.6% of women.

As a result, only 38.2% of the new entrants in STEM courses are women, but if for the Natural sciences, mathematics and statistics courses - which however show the lowest employment rates in the STEM field - exceeding 58% for ICT does not reach 14% (Fig. 4). Natural sciences, mathematics and statistics are the only STEM fields that have achieved gender parity and in some countries, as Italy, there is a much stronger representation of women. The high participation of women in Natural science, mathematics and statistics courses make the gender gap in Italy less evident than in other countries. 

The entry gender gap is still far from being closed. In recent years in Italy no significant increases in the share of women in STEM fields are observed: it goes from 37.4% in 2016 to 38.2% in 2019 and the increase is mainly explained by the increase observed in the Natural sciences, mathematics and statistics field (from 57.1% to 58,1%) where women already prevailed. The share even decreased in the case of Engineering, manufacturing and construction that pass from 28.3% to 27.3%[footnoteRef:10]. [10:  Source: OECD. ] 


Likewise, the percentage of women who obtain a tertiary diploma in the STEM field is still 16.6% (they were 16.0% in 2015), while for males this ratio has increased from 33.9% in 2015 to 35.2% in 2019. Also in this case the gap appears even more evident if we focus on Information and Communication Technologies (where only 19% are female)[footnoteRef:11].  [11:  Source: OECD. ] 


In Italy, the share of STEM graduates is lower than the OECD and EU22 average for males while for females it is even higher. In 2019, despite the increase recorded in recent years, among people aged 20-29, only 16.4 per thousand obtained a tertiary degree in STEM disciplines (20.8 per thousand in EU27, 27.5 per thousand in France and even 36.9 in Ireland). The disadvantage, however, is mainly for male; for women in fact the gap with the EU27 average has decreased over time: in 2019 13.3 women out of a thousand are graduates in STEM disciplines against 13.7 per thousand of the EU27 average.

Finally, it should be noted that gender differences are already visible in upper secondary education. In the face of an almost identical total number of upper secondary graduates, the distribution according to the type of school varies considerably between males and females. A lower presence of females is observed in the scientific-technological sector: although more than 60% of females obtain a high school (Liceo) diploma (compared to 37.9% of males), only 18.7% come from a scientific high school (Liceo scientifico) (compared to 25.0% of males). The Technical institute’s diploma (especially in the technological field) are also less frequent between female: 42.4% of males and 21.6% of females (only 6.3% in the technological field) obtain it.


















ANNEX 10 - ISTAT – POVERTY AND RELATED ISSUES

The European indicator “at risk of poverty rate” (the threshold is the 60% of the median equivalised household income) defines the likelihood for the individuals to be poor on the basis of household income: all individuals belonging to the same household have the same risk of poverty, under the hypothesis of equal sharing of resources within the household. According to this indicator, 20.8% of females, compared with 19.3% of males, is at risk of poverty in 2018. The risk is particularly high for minors (up to 17 years) 27.3%, and the girls up to 6 years have a risk of 24% compared to 22.1% for boys. On the other hand, between the ages of 6 and 17, males have a higher risk of poverty than females of the same age. For almost all levels of education, the risk of poverty is higher for females than for males and in lower secondary education, it reaches 27.9% compared with 24.7% for males. The disadvantage of females is evident in all geographical areas and the risk of poverty of females in one-person households is 27.9%, compared to 20.6% of males, and reaches 27.7% in single-parent households, with over 13 points percentages higher than those of males (14.3%).

In Italy in 2019, 7.7% of female are in a condition of severe material deprivation[footnoteRef:12] as compared to 7% of male, and in particular girls up to 6 years of age (7.4% compared to 5.2% of boys) and adolescents aged 12 to 17 (5.8% compared to 4.8% of boys). Moreover, the condition of severe material deprivation is particularly accentuated for the female single-parents (12.9% compared to 9.4%). However, since 2016, in Italy the share of people in conditions of severe material deprivation shows a steady reduction (from 12.1% in 2016 to 7.4% in 2019).  [12:  Defined as the proportion of persons living in households confronted with at least four out of nine deprivation items: These deprivations are the inability for a household to 1.face unexpected expenses; 2. afford one week annual holiday away from home; 3. avoid arrears (in mortgage rent, utility bills and/or hire purchase instalments); 4. afford a meal with meat, chicken, fish or vegetarian equivalent every second day; 5.afford keeping their home adequately warm; 6.have access to a car/van for personal use; 7.afford a washing machine; 8.afford a colour TV; 9.afford a telephone.] 


More specifically, in 2019 the females who cannot afford to face an unexpected expense of a relatively modest amount such as 800 euros are 35.2% compared to 32.2% of males. Older females (65 years or over) are more often found in this condition (38.3% and 30.5% of males). Furthermore, 42.5% of females (compared to 38.7% of males) with a pre-primary and primary education cannot afford an unexpected expense. In the South and in the Islands this percentage reaches 49% compared to 46.4% of males. In 2019, 10.3% of females (and 9.4% of males) cannot afford to have an adequate meal with meat, chicken, fish (or vegetarian equivalent) every second day. This condition of greater deprivation of females is evident for all levels of education and for almost all age groups. In particular, 9.5% of girls up to 6 years old (compared to 7.4% of boys) and 8.6% of girls aged 12 to 17 (7.7% of boys) live in households that cannot afford an adequate meal. 

An important indicator of housing distress is not being able to afford to keep home adequately warm, and 11.6% of females compared to 10.7% of males are in this condition and in the South and the Islands, it reaches 20.7% of females (19.5% for males). Furthermore, this type of deprivation is higher for females in one-person households (14.7% compared to 12.3% of males) and for single-parent households (16.1% compared to 13% of males).

In 2019, 28.3% of people in Italy live in overcrowded households and this condition is more frequent for males than females (28.9% of males and 27.7% of females). However, the girls 6-11 year old living in overcrowded conditions are 40.4% compared to 39.7 of boys and in the case of girls aged 12 to 17 they reach 49.3% compared to 45.1% of boys. As expected, people in overcrowded conditions are more numerous when the home is rented (32.5% compared to 27.9% of the owners). 

Persons living in households with low work intensity, when there are adults who work less than they could do,[footnoteRef:13] present a condition of greater economic disadvantage than the rest of the population, given their lower chance of generating income. The female living in a low-work-intensity household in 2019 are 10.6% compared to 9.4% of males. This trend is evident in all geographical areas and for all levels of education.  [13:  Persons from 0-59 years living in households where the adults (those aged 18-59, but excluding students aged 18-24) worked a working time equal or less than 20 % of their total combined work-time potential during the previous year.] 


The conditions of economic disadvantage are determined by many factors and especially from the available sources of income of household members. In Italy in year 2018, only 44.1% of females are recipients[footnoteRef:14] of earned income[footnoteRef:15] (employee income or self-employment income) compared with 62.5% of males. In the South and Islands of Italy, the number of female recipients is lower: 35.1% in respect to 57.7% of male recipients. A high level of education (tertiary) significantly reduces the differences, although the gap in the earners remains evident: only 72.4% of female recipients and 79.4% of male recipients. Whatever the characteristics considered, the gap between men and women in the percentage of recipients of earned income has remained very stable since 2016. [14:  Incomes and recipients refer to the calendar year preceding the survey.]  [15:  The sum of e-learning recipients includes individuals who have both employee income and self-employment income.] 


In 2018, 43.8% of females are beneficiaries of social transfers (pensions, unemployment benefits, education related allowances, family/children allowances) compared to 52.6% of males. The gap in recipients between men and women is more pronounced in the case of social transfers other than pensions. In fact, only 16.3% of females are beneficiaries of other social transfers compared to 26.4% of males that more often than female receive unemployment benefits. In the South and the Islands, females getting other social transfers are just half of the males (15.1% compared to 31.4 for men). 

In 2018, the earned income of females is on average 24% lower than males (15,700 euros compared with 20,614 euros). This income gap between women and men has remained stable since 2016. The difference in income between females and males is almost the same whether it is dependent or self-employed and reaches the highest values in the case of lower secondary education. In fact, female employees earn 32% less than male colleagues (11,250 euros compared to 16,645 euros). Even in the case of tertiary education, the incomes of females, both from dependent and self-employed work, are 30% less than that of males (20,127 euros compared to 29,379 of males). 

Female income from social transfers is 16% lower than male income in 2018, but female pensions are 27% lower than male pensions (13,450 euros compared to 18,441 euros). In fact, women more often receive survivors' pensions, which have lower amounts than old-age pensions. Finally, the pension gap for female is evident across all age groups and at all levels of education. 











ANNEX 11 - MINISTRY OF HEALTH - RELEVANT HEALTH DATA 

Italy established the Observatory on Gender Medicine in 2018 with the aim of monitoring the promotion, application and support of a gender-oriented medicine. All these actions are part of the “Plan for the application and dissemination of Gender Medicine” prepared, jointly, by the Italian Ministry of Health (MoH)  and the Reference Center for Gender Medicine of the Italian National Institute of Health (ISS). The main objective of the Observatory is to ensure the launch, maintenance over time and monitoring of the actions envisaged by the Plan. 

Objectives are kept updated over time based on the results achieved, in order to provide the Minister of Health with the elements to report annually to the Parliament. The Observatory took office in 2021. 
In more details the Observatory:
· Ensure the full collaboration of central and regional institutions through Working Groups;
· Ensure monitoring and periodic updating of the Plan;
· Ensure the all the Italian regions have launched programs for the dissemination of Gender Medicine, according to Plan’s indications.
Nowadays there are 6 active Working Groups:
1. clinical pathways;
2. research and innovation;
3. university training and professional updating of health personnel;
4. communication and information;
5. gender pharmacology;
6. Gender-related health inequalities.

In addition, Italy has an information system that allows data to be analyzed by gender. Moreover, recently, a report has been prepared with a focus on female personnel of the National Health Service.
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National Health Service’s personnel (permanent positions) – Year: 2020 (31/12/2019)
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There are 428.506 women working with a permanent contract in the National Health Service, which altogether represent almost 68% of the staff of the National Health Service (data as of 31/12/2019, source IGOP Annual Account - State General Accounting Office. However, the presence of women is very variable between different professional categories. For example, only 48.1% of medical managers are women, while, , almost 78% of nurses are women.

With regard to the National Health Service, data from the Annual Account 2019 shows that only 9.1% of female medical executives hold the role of director of a structure (complex or simple) while  21.5% of male medical executives are in charge of a simple or complex structure. In particular, among the directors of a complex structure, only 17.2% are female, this percentage rises to 34.7% among doctors in charge of a simple structure, a figure which is in any case unbalanced with respect to the similar data reported for male.

ANNEX 12 - ISTAT – Legal abortion and post-abortion services for women and girls, especially in the context of COVID-19

73,207 terminations of pregnancies (TOPs) VTP were performed in 2019, a drop of 4,1% compared to 2018. The number of TOPs is thus less than a third compared to the record high of 234,801 cases in 1983.

The abortion rate (number of TOPs for 1,000 women between the ages of 15 and 49), the most reliable indicator for assessing trends regarding recourse to abortion, was 5.8 per 1,000 in 2019 (-2.7% compared to 2018 and -64.6% compared to 1983). This is one of the lowest values at the international level.

Foreign citizens have accounted for an increasing percentage of abortions over time, due both to their 
growing absolute numbers and to the fact that they resort to abortions more often that Italian women: 29.2% in 2019 (compared to 7% in 1995), with an abortion rate in 2018 (the last year for which an estimate of the foreign population is available) of 14.0 per 1,000, a drop from 19.0 in 2013. 

After increasing significantly, the share of abortions undergone by foreign women has stabilized in recent years and has begun to show a diminishing trend, both percentage-wise and in absolute terms.
In 2019, the abortion rate among minors was 2.3 per 1,000 (2.4 in 2018). The 1,936 interventions undergone by minors account for 2.6% of all TOPs. As in previous years, Italian minors resort to abortion less often than in other Western European countries.

Waiting times between the issuing of the certification and the TOP procedure are falling (a possible indicator of improved efficiency). The percentage of TOP performed within 14 days of the issuing of the certification has increased: 72.6% in 2019 versus 70.2% in 2018.

The percentage of TOPs performed after a wait of 3 weeks or more has dropped: 9.9% in 2019 versus 10.8 in 2018.

The relationship between non-objecting gynecologists and IVG performed, therefore, appears to be quite stable at the national level in recent years; any problems in accessing the IVG path could be attributable to an inadequate territorial organization.

The analysis of the weekly workload attributable to each non-objector gynecologist by individual hospitalization facility in 2019 highlights 4 Regions in which there are facilities with a workload greater than 9 IVG per week (11.9 in Abruzzo; 10.9 in Campania; 12.3 in Puglia and 17.7 in Sicily).

It is possible to implement both forms of staff mobility and forms of differentiated recruitment, within the regional health organization. Thanks to an intensive effort by regional administrations 69.2% of Consultori provided data on at least some TOP activities. The fact that the number of pre-TOP interviews (44,553) is higher than the number of certificates issued (31,505) might indicate the effectiveness of efforts to help women “remove the causes that would bring about the termination of pregnancy” (art. 5 Law 194/78).




 ANNEX 13 - ISTAT - Women and asylum 

In Italy women represent a minor component of the asylum seekers population, nevertheless between 2007 and 2020 almost 76,000 women arrived in Italy applying for asylum and for other forms of protection. Few of them have settled in Italy for a long period.

On the 1st January 2021 the women having a residence permit for asylum or other forms of protection in Italy are 33,000 and they represent the 20% of the total population (female + male) present in Italy for these reasons.
Considering the period between 2007 and 2019 the 5 main countries of origin of the inflows of female asylum seekers belong to three different countries. They are: Nigeria, Ukraine, Somalia, Eritrea and El Salvador. 

The women living in Italy for reasons connected to asylum are very young: the 69,3% are aged 34 years and under. The minors are the 11% of the total

ANNEX 15 - ISTAT - Separations and divorce in Italy: current trends and the impact of normative changes

The trend of divorces has been steadily increasing from 1970 (the year in which divorce was introduced into the Italian legal system) 
until the middle of the last decade. 

Since 2015, the number of divorces has undergone a sharp increase (+ 57.5% in just one year) following the entry into force of two laws that have 
made important changes to the rules governing the dissolution and termination of the civil effects of marriage. 
This is Law Decree 132/2014 introduced with the aim of simplifying and speeding up consensual procedures without going to the Courts 
and Law 55/2015 (so-called Fast-track Divorce) which greatly reduced the interval between separation and divorce (twelve months for judicial separations a
nd six months for consensual separations).

In 2019, there were 85,349 divorces, 3.5% less than in 2018 and 13.9% less than in 2016, the year of relative maximum (99,071 divorces). 
In 2019, there were 97,474 separations. After the increase that occurred between 2015 and 2016 (from 91,706 to 99,611, + 8.6%), 
the separations then remained at that same level, showing only small fluctuations. Compared to 2008, they grew by 15.8%. 
Legal separations still represent in Italy the most explanatory event of marital instability, considering that not all legal separations subsequently convert into divorces. Furthermore, Legislative Decree 132/2014, having simplified and reduced the costs of the separation/divorce process, also had an impact on separations.

However, being more involved minor child in separations than divorces, the procedure that is completed directly at the Civil Status Offices (pursuant to Article 12) - precluded in the event of the presence of minor children or even adults who are not self-sufficient - has been less successful. 
In divorces, however, the two important legislative changes introduced a few months apart (November 2014 and May 2015) have resulted in a real boom; 
however, it making it difficult to fully grasp the effects of both changes.

In 2019, 85.0% of separations ended by consent; stable percentage, with slight fluctuations, over the last decade. 

On the other hand, the share of divorces by mutual consent appears to be lower (70.1% in 2019). After the peak of 2016 (78.2%), 
the proportion of consensual divorces decreases to return to the level of the beginning of the decade (72.4% in 2010).

Considering the separations granted by civil court by the type of judicial separation in 8 separations out of ten is the intolerable cohabitation;
 the other reasons are husband responsible for the failure of the marriage (13.7 percent in 2018) and wife responsible for the failure of the marriage (3.5 percent).
Considering the divorces by spouse who presented the petition for divorce with judicial proceeding are about half from husbands and about half from wives.

As far as the type of custody, since 2016 there has been a clear reversal of the trend in both separations and divorces. In fact, with the entry into force of Law 54/2006, 
the institution of shared custody of minor children between the two spouses was introduced as an ordinary procedure. According to the new law, both parents 
who separate themselves or gain a divorce retain parental authority (which previously belonged exclusively to the custodial parent) and must provide 
for the financial support of the children in proportion to the income. Until 2005, the largely prevalent typology was the exclusive custody of minor children 
to the mother. 
In 2005, the custody of minor children was to the mother in 80.7% of separations and in 82.7% of divorces, with higher percentages in the South than 
in the rest of the country. Exclusively paternal custody was residual even with respect to joint custody, resulting in 3.4% in separations and 5.1% in divorces. 
Starting in 2006, concurrently with the introduction of the new law, the share of custody granted to the mother has been greatly reduced to the advantage of shared custody. The real "overtaking" took place in 2007 (72.1% of separations with children in shared custody against 25.6% of those with children in custody exclusively to the mother), and then consolidated further. 

Today, children in shared custody in separations amounted to about 95% and in divorces to about 92%. The share of custody to the father continues to remain at very low levels. Considering only the judicial component, both separations and divorces that present a joint custody (or mixed custody if considering more children) are more than 85 percent. This percentage too remains quite stable over time. These data are drawn by the surveys about separations and divorces conducted by the Italian National Institute of Statistics (Istat) at the registries of the Civil Courts[footnoteRef:16], collecting data concerning every single procedure which was concluded in judicial terms during the reference year. As a consequence of the introduction of the extrajudicial agreements for consensual separations and divorces, in 2015 for the first year Istat disseminates data collected with a new information flow created with the civil registrar offices. These new data refer in particular to the two new cases introduced for those who intend to separate by mutual consent as an alternative to the traditional ratification by the court: lawyer assisted negotiation (art. 6); agreement before the civil registrar in the absence of patrimonial issues and underage children, or adult children who are legally incompetent, severely handicapped or not economically self-sufficient (Art. 12). All these data (deriving by a multi-source acquisition process) make it possible to update trends in the two phenomena over time and monitor their main characteristics. In-depth datasets with the main results of surveys on separations and divorces are available in the data warehouse ISTAT (http://dati.istat.it/). [16:  Since 2013 data on separation and divorces is estimated by using both the ISTAT surveys and the information 
collected by the competent courts and published by Ministry of Justice due to some difficulties in collecting 
promptly exhaustive data by Civil Courts.]
