


Allow me to reiterate my colleagues’s welcome to the  delegation of New Zealand and to acknowledge  the good work that has taken place in the state in regard to the immmplementation of the convention. This is in line with their dedication  to this process as shown during the negotiation of this treaty when the New Zealand ambassador took the lead as  the chairman  of the bureau under whom the convention was adopted on 13 December 2006.  Much has been done but we still expect much from  the state as the realization of all the rights of persons with disabilities is an on-going process. In this respect, allow me to ask two questions in this cluster: 
Article 5:
Please provide information on the measures taken in legislations and policies to prohibit discrimination on the bases of the denial of reasonable accommodation as defined in the CRPD. Please inform on the  improvement of the mechanism in place for complain and redress in cases of violation of the rights of persons with disabilities  in different situations . 
Article 9. 
Please inform on progress implementing the Building Act (2004) and the related NZ Building Code.  
Inform on the involvement of persons with  disabilities in the drafting of the Accessibility for New Zealanders Bill currently in discussion.
