At the level of the Child Development Unit, there are 7 officers who have been trained on the Usage of the Child Protection Register during the months of October and November 2019. A total of 14 Officers from the Early Child Development section have been trained on Early Childhood Development during the month of January 2020 and 120 participants (38 males and 82 females) have been trained to deal with Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children Victims.
Referral of cases of abuse from stakeholders is based on the Protocol of Collaboration which was signed on 25 October 2012 between Ministry of Education, Tertiary Education, Science and Technology and Ministry of Gender Equality and Family Welfare to protect children from any form of violence, including physical, psychological, emotional, neglect, maltreatment, sexual and commercial sexual exploitation.
