Examples of projects and initiatives targeting persons living with HIV/AIDS
· Training programs for family planning doctors on testing procedures to diagnose HIV infection and to provide counselling before, during and after testing and family planning counselling for HIV seropositive or serodiscordant couples have been developed through the 9 HIV Regional Centers. 
· The project “Am I different? I am talented!” was held in the Hospital for Infectious Diseases “Victor Babeș” (10 - 12 November 2010) and it aimed to promote the principles of equal opportunities and non-discrimination and the rights of the HIV positive children/teenagers. The overall objective of the project was to inform 60 children, youngsters and the personnel of the hospital regarding the principle of equal opportunities, elements to prevent and combat discrimination and promote the knowledge and understanding by youngsters, doctors, nurses, psychologists of the right of not being discriminated, of child’s rights, of certain situations which constitute discrimination deeds.

· Online one-on-one patient-doctor conferences/meetings have been organized since 2012. In 2015, The National Institute for Infectious Diseases “Prof. Dr. Matei Balș” in partnership with the Public Health Institute from New York, USA developed a similar program targeting the LGBT community. 
· The National Institute launched a doctor-patient communication training course for medical practitioners on the www.edumedical.ro  online platform. 
· A project financed through the Norwegian Financial Mechanism was developed with the aim to sustain the decreasing trend of HIV spreading among persons using injectable drugs and to inform, educate and raise awareness. 
· Every year, around World AIDS Day (December 1st) yearlong awareness raising and antidiscrimination campaigns are launched: “Open your eyes, open your heart!”, “Open your eyes, I am just like you!”. There have been campaigns are developed in partnership with the civil society: “Young Talents” - the Princess Margareta Foundation aimed at promoting seropositive young artists, “Street Art” - National Union of Persons Living with HIV/AIDS Organizations aimed at promoting young artists among seropositive children, a TV network within the specialized units of the National Institute for Infectious Diseases “Prof. Dr. Matei Balș” - ITO Supporting Comity Tachikawa, Tokyo.
