ANNEX 3

OPTIONAL PROTOCOL TO THE UN CONVENTION ON THE RIGHTS 
OF THE CHILD ON INVOLVEMENT OF CHILDREN IN ARMED CONFLICT
Introduction
In 2011-2017, the national legislation on the rights of the child in accordance with the provisions of the UN Convention on the Prosperity of Children and other international instruments in the field of the protection of children's rights was amended due to the urgent need to address the issues of protection of children in situations of hostilities and armed conflicts, arising from the armed aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine
.

Article 1
States Parties shall take all feasible measures to ensure that members of their armed forces who have not attained the age of 18 years do not take a direct part in hostilities.

A number of significant changes have been made to the Law of Ukraine On Childhood Protection, in particular regarding the definition of "the child who has suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflicts", the prohibition of children's participation in hostilities and armed conflicts, protection against the illegal movement of children to the area of hostilities and armed conflicts and children affected by hostilities and armed conflict, the creation of paramilitary organizations and formations, and the promotion of war and violence among children
.

The Law has been supplemented with the article “Protection of Children in the Area of Hostilities and Armed Conflict and Children who Suffered from Hostilities and Armed Conflict” (2016), which envisages measures to protect the children who have suffered, to care for them and to reunite them with family members, including search, release from captivity, returning to Ukraine for children who were illegally taken abroad.

According to the Procedure for Evacuation in the Event of a Threat of or Emergencies
, the local state administrations, local governments and heads of business entities shall be in charge of the evacuation. The State Service of Ukraine for Emergency Situations shall coordinate the activities of central and local executive bodies, business entities in carrying out the public evacuation
.

The Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts developed and approved classified plans for public evacuation in the event of a threat of or emergency situations
. The city councils, district state administrations, military and civilian administrations of the Donetsk oblast approved operational response plans and road maps for the evacuation of children from cities and districts that are along the contact line in case of an escalation of the military conflict in the temporarily occupied territories in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts.

There is no official information on cases of direct involvement of children in hostilities.

The Coalition for the Rights of the Child in Ukraine issued an open letter to the President of Ukraine on preventing children from engaging in the armed conflicts. The subdivisions of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the National Guard and volunteer groups were trained on the legislative provisions related to the prevention of the participation of minors in hostilities and international sanctions in the event such facts are found
.

According to the OSCE Monitoring Mission in Ukraine
, in June 2016, children aged about 15 years old continued to participate in hostilities as part of the Russian-separatist forces in Eastern Ukraine. According to the United States Department of State, as of June 2016, the Georgiy Pobedonosets Battalion, a children's battalion, listed children aged 12 and that pro-Russian separatists continue to use children as informants and "living shields"
. The children are recruited to the battalion by the local militants in the territory which is not controlled by the Ukrainian government and in places where the government of Ukraine is not able to enforce the national and international legislation forbidding the participation and use of children in armed conflicts.

The human rights coalition Justice for Peace in the Donbass recorded 95 cases involving children in the armed groups during the conflict in the Donbass. This is stated by the coalition in its submission for the third cycle of the UN Universal Periodic Review (2017)
. According to human rights activists, there are 85 cases in the uncontrolled and 10 cases in the controlled by the Ukrainian government territory, where it was possible to identify the names, age, functions and methods of recruiting minors. The cases of involvement of persons under the age of 18 to the Ukrainian volunteer groups were recorded only during onset of the armed conflict in 2014. The coalition found involvement of about 200 children from the temporarily occupied territories of the Donetsk and Luhansk oblast in military training camps in Russia, or in the territory actually controlled by Russia (Abkhazia, Crimea).

At the same time, Ukraine is not responsible for the illegal actions of the Russian Federation or its occupation administration in the temporarily occupied territories in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts or illegal decisions made by them
.

In 2015, according to the prosecutor's office of the Donetsk region, 8 teenagers were prosecuted, who entered the ranks of the so-called Donetsk People's Republic, whereas 7 teenagers in total have been convicted since early 2016. Representatives of the regional prosecutor's office noted that 5 juveniles who voluntarily left the "Donetsk People's Republic" and surrendered to Ukrainian law-enforcement officers were released from criminal responsibility, and two adolescents were sentenced to imprisonment with probationary terms
. As of the late May 2016, two more criminal proceedings were ongoing at the Donetsk Prosecutor's Office at the stage of pre-trial investigation against teenagers. These actions do not contradict Article 40 of the Convention.

The obstacle to bringing to responsibility the perpetrators of involvement in armed conflict is the inhibition of ratification by Ukraine of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court

 .

Article 2
States Parties shall ensure that persons who have not attained the age of 18 years are not compulsorily recruited into their armed forces.

The compliance review of the national legislation against the provisions of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the involvement of children in armed conflict shows that the former only partially takes into account (or fails to do so) a number of provisions of the Optional Protocol, namely:

·  Article 3, paragraph 3, on permitting voluntary recruitment into national armed forces under the age of 18, the provisions in that part of the Optional Protocol are not violated, given that the minimum drafting age under the national law is 18.

·  Article 4, paragraph 1, on recruitment or use in hostilities of persons under the age of 18 is not taken into account in national legislation. The Criminal Code of Ukraine does not include a clear definition of the term "involvement of children in the armed forces or groups" and does not clearly identify criminally liable recruitment, engagement or any other forms of use of children in the armed forces or armed groups.

·  Article 6, paragraph 3, on measures for the demobilization or release of persons who were recruited or used in hostilities contrary to the Protocol. The provision of these persons with appropriate assistance and their social reintegration are partly integrated in the national legislation. The issues on recovery and social reintegration of children used in hostilities are only partially covered in the Law of Ukraine "On Childhood Protection" (Article 30). At the same time, the national legislation does not identify a procedure for demobilization or release of persons who were recruited or used in hostilities contrary to the Optional Protocol.

In Ukraine, general educational establishments with a military-professional orientation of training and pre-professional training (2 military lyceums and 16 high-tech lyceums with advanced military-physical training) have been created
 whose activities are regulated by the Regulations on military lyceum
.

The military lyceums are a general educational institution of the 3rd degree with a military-professional orientation of training and pre-vocational training, which involves in-depth and intensive physical training and upbringing of young men with readiness for military service. Lyceum students are considered civilians and are not part of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
.

Article 3
1. States Parties shall raise the minimum age for the voluntary recruitment of persons into their national armed forces from that set out in article 38, paragraph 3, of the Convention on the Rights of the Child, taking account of the principles contained in that article and recognizing that under the Convention persons under the age of 18 years are entitled to special protection.

2. Each State Party shall deposit a binding declaration upon ratification of or accession to the present Protocol that sets forth the minimum age at which it will permit voluntary recruitment into its national armed forces and a description of the safeguards it has adopted to ensure that such recruitment is not forced or coerced.

3. States Parties that permit voluntary recruitment into their national armed forces under the age of 18 years shall maintain safeguards to ensure, as a minimum, that:

(a) Such recruitment is genuinely voluntary;

(b) Such recruitment is carried out with the informed consent of the person's parents or legal guardians;

(c) Such persons are fully informed of the duties involved in such military service;

(d) Such persons provide reliable proof of age prior to acceptance into national military service.

The life circumstances of internally displaced children need to be addressed in terms of the issues related to both the psycho-emotional state and their basic needs
:

- a sudden change of the comfortable environment of a child's life may cause a psychological trauma resulting in various emotional-volitional disorders;

- there is an issue of re-socialization and adaptation to new conditions: the issue of integration into the new environment becomes a priority;

- the arising issue of access to and quality of education services;

- it is important to improve the health of internally displaced children who are in need of it;

- children's rights to receive support from the state are violated, as a significant number of families are not registered as internally displaced persons for various reasons.

Since the beginning of the temporary occupation of the Russian Federation by the territory of the Crimea and Sevastopol and separate regions of Donetsk and Luhansk, a number of issues were regulated by law related to protection of the rights of internally displaced children:

- the mechanism of organization of social protection for children left without parental care, orphans and children deprived of parental care, displaced from the temporarily occupied territory of Ukraine and territorial-administrative units of Ukraine, in which the antiterrorist operations are carried out
 was developed;

- the mechanism to ensure the activity of foster families, family-type orphanages displaced from the temporarily occupied territory of Ukraine or the area of the anti-terrorist operations, and payment of state social benefit
 was developed;

- the procedure for appointment and payment of state benefit for children under care, or custody, namely, the payment of the benefit is envisaged without a certificate of alimony (Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine № 688 dated 08.09.2015) was simplified
; 

- the rights of families with orphan children and children deprived of parental care (foster families, family-type orphanages), for receiving a subsidy
 are secured; 

- the Procedure for making and issuing a certificate of registration of a person who is displaced from the temporarily occupied territory of Ukraine, the area where the antiteroristic operations or a residential point located on the contact line
 was amended;
- the mechanism for applying for the monthly targeted benefit to cover the cost of living, including the payment for housing and utilities
 was regulated;

- the protection of residential rights of orphans, children deprived of parental care and internally displaced persons
 was ensured.

4. Each State Party may strengthen its declaration at any time by notification to that effect addressed to the Secretary-General of the United Nations, who shall inform all States Parties. Such notification shall take effect on the date on which it is received by the Secretary-General.

5. The requirement to raise the age in paragraph 1 of the present article does not apply to schools operated by or under the control of the armed forces of the States Parties, in keeping with articles 28 and 29 of the Convention on the Rights of the Child.

One of the important steps to improve the system of protection of the rights of refugees, asylum seekers in Ukraine, including children separated from the family, was the adoption in 2011 of the Law of Ukraine "On Refugees and Persons in Need of Additional or Temporary Protection"
. The law has considerably expanded the range of people who are protected in Ukraine, in particular, the definitions of a child separated from the family, a refugee child, a child who needs additional protection were legally established. The benefits of the Law include establishment of a single application for protection in Ukraine and the provision of a residence permit simultaneously with the recognition of refugee status.

In 2011, the Law of Ukraine On Refugees and Persons in Need of Additional or Temporary Protection was adopted
, which established the definition of " refugee child". The terms defining categories of children who are not officially refugees, but still need protection: "a person separated from the family", "a person in need of additional protection", "children in need of temporary protection"

 were also legally established.

According to the law, foreign children who were recruited or used in hostilities may be recognized as refugees on grounds of belonging to a particular social group.

The law regulated the issue of access of a child separated from a family who is not a citizen of Ukraine to the procedure for recognition as a refugee or a person who needs additional protection.

The State Migration Service has introduced an effective system for collecting and storing data on registration of refugees and asylum seekers, information about children separated from the family who have applied for recognition as a refugee or a person in need of additional protection in Ukraine

.

Children of foreigners and stateless persons, separated from their families, shall not be put in the temporary facilities for foreigners and stateless persons
. Migration authorities, in conjunction with the custody and guardianship authorities, take measures to ensure temporary placement of children separated from their families who declare their intention to apply for recognition as a refugee or a person in need of additional protection to the appropriate child care institution or family
.

The procedure for appointment of a legal representative for children separated from the family who declare their intention to apply for recognition as a refugee or a person in need of additional protection is determined
.

The mechanisms of interaction between the executive authorities in working with children separated from the family who are not Ukrainian citizens and have applied for recognition as refugees or a person who needs additional protection, including during their temporary placement in children's institutions, are regulated
. Such interaction has been ongoing in accordance with the Procedure for interaction of state bodies and local self-governments in finding children who are separated from their families and who are not Ukrainian citizens

 from 2017. 

The search for parents, family members or other legal representatives of children separated from the family who are not Ukrainian citizens, refugee children and children in need of additional protection shall be conducted in accordance with the Methodological Recommendations developed by the State Migration Service of Ukraine together with the Search Service of the Red Cross Society of Ukraine.

The procedure and methodology for assessing the age of children, including refugee children and asylum-seekers has been introduced; the procedure for determining the age of children separated from a family who are not Ukrainian citizens has been approved
 
.

In accordance with the Law On Refugees and Persons Who Require Additional or Temporary Protection, during an interview an applicant who does not speak Ukrainian or Russian shall be provided with a translator from the language he or she can communicate with

.

In accordance with the Law of Ukraine On Free Legal Aid, foreigners and stateless persons who are in the application procedure or recognized as refugees or persons in need of additional protection may receive primary legal aid
.

The free primary legal aid is provided by 745 public receptions, established by the justice departments, as well as by 1,970 mobile advisory centres. In 2017, there were 96 local centers for the provision of free secondary legal aid in Ukraine. Local public administrations, centers for social services for families, children and youth, executive bodies of district and city councils employed 916 public reception offices for providing free legal aid, and 1,761 mobile advisory centres for provision of legal assistance to citizens of remote rural areas.

Free legal services are provided by non-governmental organizations: 28 centers of legal information and consultations created by the International Renaissance Foundation also provide free primary legal assistance, conduct law-enforcement and public awareness campaigns in 15 regions of Ukraine.

Article 4

1. Armed groups that are distinct from the armed forces of a State should not, under any circumstances, recruit or use in hostilities persons under the age of 18 years.

2. States Parties shall take all feasible measures to prevent such recruitment and use, including the adoption of legal measures necessary to prohibit and criminalize such practices.

3. The application of the present article shall not affect the legal status of any party to an armed conflict.

In order to bring national legislation in line with the provisions of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the involvement of children in an armed conflict, it is necessary:

- to amend the Criminal Code of Ukraine regarding the definition of the term "involvement of children in the armed forces, groups" and to criminalize any recruitment, engagement and other forms of use of children in the armed forces or armed groups;

- to determine provisions on the legal measures necessary to prohibit and criminalize any recruitment or use in military activities of children provided for in Para. 2, Article 4, of the Optional Protocol;

- to determine the procedure for the demobilization or release of persons who were recruited or used in hostilities in contravention of the Optional Protocol
.

In 2018, the Procedure was updated
, in particular by simplifying the procedure for establishing the status of a child affected by hostilities and armed conflicts and expanding the list of categories of children entitled to the subject status.

The grounds for acquiring citizenship of Ukraine are determined by the Law of Ukraine On Citizenship. A child may acquire the citizenship of Ukraine or resign from the citizenship of Ukraine through an application / petition to be filed by one of the parents, whereas children from 14 to 18 years old may acquire citizenship of Ukraine or resign from it only subject to their personal consent
.

In 2013, Ukraine joined the 1954 Convention on the Status of Stateless Persons and the 1961 Convention on the Abolition of Statelessness, but the ratification of these instruments is not in place.

Foreigners and stateless persons residing / staying in the territory of Ukraine may register the birth of a child by applying to the appropriate state civil registration authority and submitting the appropriate paperwork
.

The registration of children in the uncontrolled areas of Ukraine is an issue. In 2014, the possibility of registering birth outside the ATO zone is envisaged at any state civil registration office. The form of the medical certificate of birth, issued in the uncontrolled territories by the civil registration authorities shall not be accepted. Parents of the child shall need to apply to the court to establish the fact of birth.

In order to draw the public's attention to the issues of people who were forced to leave their homes because of persecution and armed conflicts, in 2017, , the UNHCR Office in Ukraine together with the Charity Foundation Right to Protection and the Embassy of Canada in Ukraine hosted a photo exhibition that covered the lives of refugees and their experience of integration into local communities in Ukraine and Canada that took place on St. Sofia Square on the World Refugee Day. The exhibition was also presented in Kharkiv and Odessa
.

Persons who have been granted the refugee status are guaranteed rights and freedoms on a par with citizens of Ukraine
. In accordance with the Regulations on individual tutoring in general education institutions, the refugee children may receive individual tutoring
.

As a result of the armed conflict in the East of Ukraine and the annexation of the Crimea, there were circumstances that forced citizens (and stateless persons) to leave or abandon their places in order to avoid the negative effects of the armed conflict, temporary occupation, widespread violence, human rights violations and natural or man-made disasters. These persons are socially vulnerable and classified as Internally Displaced Persons
. The Ministry of Social Policy monitors the registration of Internally Displaced Persons, takes steps to develop and maintain a Single Information Database on them
.

The basic guarantees of observance of the rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of Internally Displaced Persons, including children, are established by the Law of Ukraine On Ensuring Rights and Freedoms of Internally Displaced Persons. In accordance with the subject law, implementation of the rights of the Internally Displaced Persons on record, including children is ensured, including: for social protection, social services, provision of medicines in cases and in the manner prescribed by law, provision of necessary medical care at the state and communal health care institutions, placement of children in preschool and general educational institutions, obtaining a certain educational level at the expense of the state budget or other sources of funding, etc.

Over 34,000 children who require special attention of the state in connection with staying in the territory close to the fighting (Donetsk region - 25 937 children, Lugansk region - 8 239 children) currently live in the settlements of Donetsk and Luhansk regions, which are on the list of settlements located on the contact line.

According to the operational data of the children's services of the oblast and Kyiv city state administrations, as of 01/06/2018, 1,970 children of the military personnel who died in the line of duty in the Anti-Terrorist Operations, protecting Ukraine's independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity or died as a result of injuries, contusions or mutilation, obtained in areas of the Anti-Terrorist Operations, are on record.

That is, the total number of children who suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflicts (internally displaced children, children living in settlements on the list of settlements located on the contact line, children of deceased military personnel) is over 270,000 persons who will have the right to establish the status of a child who has suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflicts.

The Law of Ukraine On Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine Concerning the Strengthening of Social Protection of Children and Support of Families with Children No. 936-VIII dated January 26, 2016 (hereinafter - Law No. 936-VIII) updated the Law of Ukraine On Protection of Childhood in terms of the definition of the powers of central and local executive authorities regarding the social protection of children under conditions of the armed conflict.

In pursuance of Article 30¹ of the Law of Ukraine On Protection of Childhood, the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine № 268 dated 05.04.2017 approved the Procedure for granting status of a child who suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflicts.

In order to develop legislative initiatives on issuing the state social guarantees to children of this category and to further improve the methodological basis for their social protection the Ministry of Social Policy established a working group to deal with development of legislation and methodological base in the field of social protection of children who suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflicts, approved by the order of the Ministry of Social Policy № 719 On Formation of Working Group dated 28.04.2017 (as amended).

In order to update the mechanism for granting the status of a child who has suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflicts, the Ministry of Social Policy developed and the Government approved the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 301 On Amendments to the Resolutions of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 866 dated September 24, 2008 and No. 268 dated April 05, 2017, which, in particular, revised the list of documents confirming the level of injury of the child, and extended the list of categories of children who may qualify for such status.

At the initiative of the Ministry of Social Policy, updates were made to certain laws of Ukraine aimed to enforce the right of internally displaced orphans and children deprived of parental care who have reached the age of 16 years, as well as other persons from among them, to be enrolled in apartment and social apartment registration at the place of registration as Internally Displaced Persons.

Article 5

Nothing in the present Protocol shall be construed as precluding provisions in the law of a State Party or in international instruments and international humanitarian law that are more conducive to the realization of the rights of the child.

The work of local executive bodies and local self-government bodies on the social protection of children continues.

The main program document on the protection of the rights of children affected by the armed conflict and hostilities for the coming years is the State Social Program National Action Plan for the Implementation of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child approved by the Government on May 30, 2018. 

The program includes a separate section entitled "Ensuring the protection of the rights and interests of the child in situations of hostilities or armed conflict" (Section 7), which envisages a number of priority measures, namely:

- identification of the facts of involving children in illegal military formations and participation of children in hostilities or armed conflicts;

- ensuring extensive information and awareness-raising work on the protection of children from participation in hostilities or armed conflicts;

- signing and implementing the United Nations Safe Schools Declaration and Guidelines for Protecting Schools and Universities from Military Use during Armed Conflict;

- creation of conditions at the national, regional and local levels for medical, psychological, pedagogical rehabilitation and social reintegration of children affected by military actions and armed conflicts;

- development and distribution of informational materials for children and adolescents on prevention of conflicts;

- taking additional measures to organize recreation and rehabilitation of children displaced from the zone of military action or armed conflict.

In turn, these measures should be the basis for other actions of the authorities and society in relation to these children.

The social services, including social and psychological assistance for children and their families living in temporarily occupied territory in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts, where the Anti-Terrorist Operations and the operation of the Joint Forces were carried out, including in the settlements that were included on the list of settlements located on the contact line shall be provided by specialists of city and district centers for social services for families, children and youth (hereinafter – the Centers). In particular, there are 33 Centers in the Donetsk region, 16 in Luhansk, which employ 32 psychologists and 284 social workers. 19,122 internally displaced families, which bring up 20,260 children, as of June 15, 2018, received various social services according to their needs, in particular:

· in the Donetsk oblast – 13,752 families, 14,052 children;

· the Luhansk oblast - 4,913 families, 5,481 children.

During the work with families of the Internally Displaced Persons, social workers deal with the following issues: organization of treatment; lobbying the interests of children regarding their placement in kindergartens or schools; assistance in finding work for parents and sending them to Employment Centers; assistance in obtaining free medicines, hygiene products, search for temporary housing; providing psychological support. However, the main task of the social workers was to facilitate the integration of the Internally Displaced Persons and to ensure access to the administrative resource of the territorial communities.

Also, according to the regional and local social security bodies, as of January 1, 2018, there are 153 rehabilitation institutions where rehabilitation services may be provided to individuals from all regions of Ukraine, children with disabilities in particular, who have moved from temporarily occupied territory or areas of the ATO and Joint Force operations. Over the past year, 317 persons with disabilities received the subject complex rehabilitation services, including 246 children with disabilities and 14 children under 2 who are at risk of receiving disability, from internally displaced persons. 82 children with disabilities, whose parents were participants of the ATO and the Joint Force operations, received rehabilitation services at rehabilitation institutions regardless of ownership.

Due to the joint efforts of the Ministry of Social Policy, executive authorities and local self-governments, 75 centers of social and psychological rehabilitation for children and 8 children's shelters in Ukraine have been supported, where children who suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflicts may receive social and psychological rehabilitation
.

The internally displaced families receive monthly targeted benefit to cover their living expenses, including housing and utilities
. In 2017-2018, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine adopted a number of resolutions, according to which the amount of cash aid was increased for certain categories of citizens.

In early 2018, 35,811 internally displaced families, including 37,137 children, received social services in accordance with their needs assessment, in particular: 23,368 families from Donetsk oblast, including 24,846 children; 9 581 families from the Luhansk oblast, including 10,950 children.

The assistance of the Centers for Social Services for Family, Children and Youth in 2017, helped ensure social protection for 28,887 families with 29,895 children, 18,395 families with children of the members of the Joint Forces operation received psychological support, rehabilitation and social adaptation service.

The particular attention is paid to rehabilitating and recreating children from Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts. In early 2018, 24,253 children (55.7% of the total number of school-age children in the specified regions) were provided with rehabilitation and recreation, 54,033 children (24.2% of the total number in the regions) were rehabilitated, 70,220 children (31.5% of the total number in the regions) recreated. In 2017, 365 children from the temporarily occupied territories in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts were rehabilitated in Croatia, Poland, Greece, Slovakia, Austria, the USA and in Cyprus.

The Ministry of Social Policy initiated and the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine adopted the Law On Amendments to Certain Legislative Acts Concerning the Organization of Health and Rest of Children and Preserving the Network of Children's Health-Improving Institutions. The subject law expands the categories of children who need special social attention and support that can be rehabilitated from the state budget, in particular children living in residential areas located on the contact line, those registered by the children’s services for being economically disadvantaged.

Children residing in settlements situated on the contact line are rehabilitated as the top priority. It is planned to rehabilitate 6,700 of the 12,476 children (53.7%) of Donetsk and 1,830 out of 2,689 children (67.8%) of Lugansk regions.

It should be noted that 362 children will be rehabilitated by the Donetsk Oblast State Administration at the expense of Volyn (15), Poltava (100), Kirovograd (25), Kherson (187) and Zhytomyr (25) oblasts.

The Donetsk Oblast State Administration is currently reviewing the issue of additional allocation from the regional budget of 7.500 million UAH, which will allow in 2018 to cover additional 1,070 children living on the contact line with health improvement and recreation services. Also, according to the oblast state administrations, 39,075 IDP children (60% of need) and 1,370 children whose parents were killed or died as a result of ATO (93% of the need) are planned to be rehabilitated by all regions.

Article 6

1. Each State Party shall take all necessary legal, administrative and other measures to ensure the effective implementation and enforcement of the provisions of the present Protocol within its jurisdiction.

2. States Parties undertake to make the principles and provisions of the present Protocol widely known and promoted by appropriate means, to adults and children alike.

3. States Parties shall take all feasible measures to ensure that persons within their jurisdiction recruited or used in hostilities contrary to the present Protocol are demobilized or otherwise released from service. States Parties shall, when necessary, accord to such persons all appropriate assistance for their physical and psychological recovery and their social reintegration.

In order to protect children in situations of hostilities and armed conflicts, a number of measures are being taken, in particular the resettlement of children with parents, legal representatives or, with their consent, without accompaniment or with other persons
.

In October 2014, over 1,600 orphans and children deprived of parental care were taken from institutions located in the ATO areas, as well as 134 children from social protection institutions for children (shelters for children, centers of social and psychological rehabilitation for children). In January-March 2015, over 2,500 children were relocated to other regions of Ukraine and safe areas of Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts (including 280 children from social protection institutions and residential care institutions). The children were relocated with the consent of their parents or other legal representatives.

Local authorities of Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts with the participation of public and charitable organizations systematically conduct awareness campaigns with parents on the possibility (in extreme conditions and, as required) to relocate children to the safe territories of Ukraine subject to their consent. The provisional procedure for controlling the movement of persons, vehicles and shipments (goods) across the contact line within the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts, is published on the official website of the Security Service of Ukraine, and envisages the possibility of free travel of citizens from the territories uncontrolled by the government.

The victims of hostilities in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts, registered as Internally Displaced Persons in different regions of Ukraine, are provided with systematic and comprehensive support at the level of social services providers of the state and private ownership.

The Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts host the project Strengthening Humanitarian Response to the Needs of the Most Vulnerable Categories of Women and Adolescent Girls under Conditions of the Armed Conflict in the East of Ukraine, where social services search for children residing in temporarily occupied territory in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts, including on the contact line, and provide them with appropriate services in terms of psychological rehabilitation and social reintegration. In 2016 over 6,000 children and their parents received individual psychological counseling, in 2017 - over 10,000.

In order to provide comprehensive services and to establish conditions for psychological rehabilitation and social reintegration of children of that category, an agreement was signed on cooperation with public organizations, including the International Organization Doctors Without Borders, the UN Children's Fund (UNICEF) in Ukraine, the Nasnaga Charitable Foundation, International Charitable Funds Caritas Ukraine and Ukrainian Foundation for Public Health on providing psychological support to children living on the contact line.

The non-governmental organizations supported four family support centers in Donetsk oblast that provide psychological support to children.

In pursuance of Paragraph 16 of the Concluding Observations of the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child on the compliance with the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child regarding participation in armed conflicts, with a view to ensure the psychological, pedagogical rehabilitation and social reintegration of children affected by hostilities and armed conflict, in Donetsk oblast there is a Oblast Psychological Training Centre, which provides coordination and methodological support to the work of psychologists and social educators. The region also hosts and supports the activities of mobile brigades whose social workers provide psychological support to children, including art therapy and individual psychological counseling for Internally Displaced Persons and families living on the contact line.

In order to provide medical, psychological rehabilitation and social reintegration of children who have suffered as a result of hostilities and armed conflict, the National Classification of Occupations of Ukraine was supplemented with the new rehabilitation professions - "physician of physical and rehabilitative medicine", "physical therapist" and "ergotherapist" to ensure the full compliance of the rehabilitation professions with the best European and world practices
.

The Ministry of Health approved the qualification characteristics of the new specializations
, the appropriate revisions were made to the branches of education and the names of educational specializations
.

Article 7

1. States Parties shall cooperate in the implementation of the present Protocol, including in the prevention of any activity contrary thereto and in the rehabilitation and social reintegration of persons who are victims of acts contrary thereto, including through technical cooperation and financial assistance. Such assistance and cooperation will be undertaken in consultation with the States Parties concerned and the relevant international organizations.

2. States Parties in a position to do so shall provide such assistance through existing multilateral, bilateral or other programmes or, inter alia, through a voluntary fund established in accordance with the rules of the General Assembly.

Given the urgency of the issue of protecting children during armed conflicts, the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine jointly with the Anti-Terrorist Operations Headquarters in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts developed a Memorandum of Understanding between the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine and the Delegation of the Danish Refugee Council in Ukraine.

The memorandum envisages distribution in the Armed Forces of methodical and informational materials on issues of protection of children during the armed conflict, holding trainings and classes with servicemen, career guidance advice to officers and officials, and other types of protection of the rights of children and youth
.

In pursuance of Paragraph 12 of the Concluding Observations of the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child on the Compliance of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on participation in armed conflicts, within the framework of the cooperation of the State Migration Service with the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees in Ukraine the project Asylum Systems Quality Initiative in Eastern Europe and South Caucasus trained two national trainers according to the module of the European Asylum Support Training Program Interviewing Vulnerable Categories (which includes work with children in need of international protection). In 2017, appropriate trainings were held for the employees of the territorial bodies of the migration service
.

The Ministry of Defense of Ukraine has developed a number of awareness raising and informational materials on the risks associated with mines and explosive remnants of war and the rules of conduct in the territory contaminated by them in order to minimize risks. These materials in the printed format were repeatedly distributed among the civilian population, including children, in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts
.

In pursuance of Paragraph 8 of the Concluding Observations of the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child on the compliance of the Optional Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on participation in armed conflicts, in 2015, a meeting of the Migration and Asylum Panel was held under the Eastern Partnership Initiative on the subject Unaccompanied Minors Protection Seekers. The meeting was held under the joint chairmanship of the State Migration Service of Ukraine, the Migration Service of Sweden and the European Commission.

The Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees in Ukraine established the Committee on Best Interests of the Child as a consultative and advisory body to assist in identifying children separated from the family, providing material support to children separated from their families in the form of cash aid, the purchase of season clothes, food, medicines, and sanitary products. Thanks to project Legal and Social Protection of Refugee Children in Ukraine, Belarus and Moldova implemented by the Danish Refugee Council in 2011-2012, those children were provided with legal, psychological and social assistance
. 

The Ministry of Health of Ukraine, the Section and Council of Physical and Rehabilitation Medicine of the European Union of Medical Specialists signed a Memorandum of Cooperation in 2017.

In order to organize provision of psychological support and assistance to families with children temporarily transferred from the temporarily occupied territory in the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts, central executive authorities, in cooperation with international and non-governmental organizations, developed and carried out a number of programs aimed to improve the skills of social workers and establishments that work directly with displaced persons, namely:

· the program Providing First Psychological Aid to Families with Children who Stay/Stayed in the Area of Armed Conflict and Their Psychological Adaptation to Their New Place of Residence and Methodical Recommendations for Providing First Psychological Aid to Families with Children who Stay/Stayed in the Area of Armed Conflict, for workers of centers for social services for families, children and youth, was developed jointly with UNDP;

· the program Psychological Support for Families with Children of Internally Displaced Persons, Wounded, Departed, Missing ATO Participants was implemented jointly with the NGO Ukrainian Association of Specialists on Consequences of Traumatic Events;

· the program "Providing Social and Psychological Assistance to Children and Their Families Displaced to the Regions of Ukraine from the Temporarily Occupied Territory and ATO Areas was developed jointly with the All-Ukrainian NGO League of Social Workers of Ukraine; 

· the program Specifics of Protecting the Rights of Children under the ATO Conditions was developed jointly with the International Charitable Organization Partnership For Every Child;

· 100 specialists of the SSSDM centers and 480 practical psychologists, social educators of general educational institutions and pre-school educational institutions from Donetsk, Dnipropetrovsk, Zaporizhzhya, Lugansk and Kharkiv oblasts were trained jointly with the UNICEF Children's Fund, the Ukrainian Scientific-Methodical Center for Practical Psychology and Social Work and the National University Kyiv-Mohyla Academy..

As a result, over a thousand employees of the centers of social services for family, children and youth have had the advanced training, and over 35,000 families with children received psychological support.

In 2017 the Representative Office of the International Medical Corps supported two training seminars for the heads of the institutions of social protection for children on the topic "Ensuring Effectiveness of Children’s Social Protection Institutions for Implementation of Psychosocial Support and Rehabilitation of Economically Disadvantaged Children, Including Victims of Various Forms of Violence, Armed Conflict and Hostilities. Methodological assistance was also provided to social and psychological rehabilitation centers, shelters for children and centers for social support for children and families.

Methodical support of the social-psychological rehabilitation of children is provided by the Ukrainian Scientific and Methodological Center of Practical Psychology and Social Work, which has developed teaching aids, methodological recommendations and the following educational programs:

- Socio-pedagogical and psychological assistance to families with children during the military conflict;

- Regulations on security and access to assistance during the conflict in Ukraine";

- Socio-pedagogical and psychological work with children in the conflict and post-conflict period;

- a training program and special courses for the advanced training of practical psychologists and social educators regarding crisis counseling and provision of psychological assistance to families with children who were in the zone of armed conflict, their psychological adaptation;

- Methodical recommendations on the provision of first psychological aid to displaced persons to be used in working with families with children.

The Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine, as the central executive body that implements the state policy in the field of children's rights protection, coordinates the activities of local executive authorities and local self-government bodies to ensure the rights of children in armed conflict and takes all necessary measures to enforce them.

According to the resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 509 On Registration of Internally Displaced Persons dated 10.01.2014, according to the operational information of the structural units on social protection of the population of the oblast and Kyiv city state administrations, as of 21.06.2018, 1,512,755 internally displaced persons were recorded, including 234,095 children.

As of 01.01.2018, according to the state statistical reporting, the number of orphans and children deprived of parental care moved from the temporarily occupied territories amounted to 1 260 persons. Also, over 600 children were displaced unaccompanied by their parents. The largest number of internally displaced children is concentrated in the following areas: Donetsk - 73,968 persons; in the city of Kyiv - 33,938; Lugansk – 25,291; Kharkiv – 18,459; Kiev-15,304; Zaporizhzhya – 10,811; Odesa - 10,153 people. The smallest number is in the Ternopil and Chernivtsi regions - 525 persons in each.
