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DPM Closing Remarks 
Chairperson, the Kingdom of Eswatini appreciates the very extensive engagement on these important issues that have been discussed today. This dialogue and the questions posed by the members have certainly afforded the State an opportunity to deeply interrogate the situation on the ground vis a vis the provisions of the UNCRC. It has also facilitated an honest reflection of the situation post the report compilation of this report. Additionally, it has also provided some guidance and direction on the areas of focus when we return to the Kingdom. We already have learnt of several best practices and lessons learnt as observed by the Committee members in their extensive experiences. We intend to customize these to our context and apply as applicable. 
As you know Chair, because of resources and other pressing priorities, the tendency is to focus our energies on the necessary immediate action, and, sometimes this means we do not adequately plan for the subsequent actions.
From the questions and follow up comments, it is clear that although we are making some significant milestones in different areas as a country, there are some areas that need invested and deliberate efforts. There is also a need to ensure foresight and timely planning in particular allocation of resources to operationalize all these important regulations and action plans we spoke of. Sometimes for us developing countries, we only have enough for just the immediate steps. But we commit to do better in planning further ahead and resource mobilizing timely to ensure continuity and effectiveness of our interventions. 
Let me reiterate Chairperson that some of the legislations mentioned are already fully operational. However, as we implement and as emerging situations present, we sometimes identify areas that need further regulation for uniformity in application of the law. This does not however impede the implementation and the enjoyment of the rights and protections, it just means that in some areas, there is need to further regulate taking into cognizance local context, and lessons learnt during the implementation.  
Chairperson, I am optimistic that the recently established Law Reform Unit under the Ministry of Justice and Constitutional Affairs will certainly assist in fast tracking the harmonization and finalization of these legislations that are still in draft form. We have also established the National Mechanism for Implementation Reporting and Follow-up, which will monitor the implementation of the Concluding Observations of this Committee and timely reporting by Eswatini.
Further, I anticipate that the process of developing the necessary regulations and operational rules to ensure systematic and uniform application will also be enhanced. Therefore, let me assure you that our next report will not only show significant progress in the legislative framework, but also in the actual quantifiable enjoyment of the rights and protections by our children. 
Chairperson, we intent to make this strategic process a learning opportunity to do better and improve as a country for the benefit of our children. As indicated, we are in the process of developing some operational documents, so these lessons learnt during this dialogue will positively inform the finalization of these documents. 
With that Chairperson, let me thank you and the members for your indulgence and your valuable guidance during this dialogue. We commit to invest more time to fully respond to the other questions that we could not adequately cover. 
 Where we cannot readily access the data or provide comprehensive responses. With that, thank you Chairperson and a good evening to you and all the members.  
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
