The most relevant measures and prevention activities conducted by the National Agency against Trafficking in Persons (NATP) for the implementation of the National Strategy against Trafficking in Persons for 2012-2016
2012:

· 42 awareness-raising campaigns (6 national and regional and 36 local) and 7 action plans for preventing trafficking in persons were implemented, approaching both the phenomenon and the main forms of exploitation. The number of direct recipients (especially women and children) was close to 100,000 and that of the indirect beneficiaries reached approximately 1 million persons. 

· 52 meetings of the anti-traffic inter-institutional teams took place at county level. 

· In order to raise awareness among the population regarding the effects of the trafficking in persons, and to improve the capability of early detection and assistance for the victims, NATP, through its 15 regional centers, organized 194 training sessions for specialists directly involved in interacting with the victims or potential victims. As a result, 3,674 specialists were trained: local policemen, proximity police officers, public order and criminal police officers, border police officers, gendarmes, school teachers and inspectors, psychologists, school assistants, residential care workers, educational advisers, priests, local public administration representatives etc.

2013: 
· 55 campaigns (6 at a national level and 49 at a local level) and approx. 1,800 prevention activities, with a total number of beneficiaries exceeding 150,000, were conducted. 
· Over 2 million persons were reached through messages and recommendations in the online environment. 
· NATP regional centers coordinated the activity of the anti-trafficking inter-institutional teams at county level, organizing 72 meetings. 
· 455 cases of multidisciplinary cooperation of intervention in specific situations, involving at least 3 institutions or organizations at a time. 
· 295 training sessions for experts directly involved in the interaction with the victims or potential victims were organized and a total of 3,709 specialists were trained.

2014:

· 28 national and local awareness-raising campaigns were implemented and approx. 70,000 promotional materials (posters/leaflets/booklets) were distributed. 
· Around 600 activities designed to inform and prevent were conducted, with more than 30,000 beneficiaries. 

NATP set up a toll-free Help-line, where interested persons may call and find out information on the risks associated to trafficking in persons, prevention, local authorities and NGOs which provide assistance to victims, the rights of victims of trafficking, suspicious travel agencies and employment companies providing jobs abroad, conditions for obtaining a working visa, territorial structures for countering trafficking in persons etc.
