OBJECTIVES OF ORGANISATIONS INVOLVED IN THE HABILITATION AND REHABILITATION OF PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES

(1) Loïs Lagesse Trust Fund 
The Loïs Lagesse Trust Fund has been set up under the Loïs Lagesse Trust Fund Act of 1983 to integrate visually impaired in the mainstream society.

Its main objectives are to:
a) aid, train and educate the visually impaired in Mauritius;
b) assist the visually impaired in obtaining medical treatment and suitable employment; 
c) set up and manage training centres, schools and hostel for the visually impaired; and 
d) cater for the general welfare of the visually impaired.

(2)	Association de Parents d’Enfants Inadaptés de L’Ile Maurice 
Association de Parents d’Enfants Inadaptés de L’Ile Maurice provides services such as special education, early intervention services, home visits, medical and para-medical services to children with intellectual impairment, sheltered workshop for persons with intellectual impairment.

(3)	Society for the Welfare of the Deaf
The Society for the Welfare of the Deaf enacted under Act No 37 of 1968 is a Non-Governmental Organisation, set up to carry out activities pertaining to the rehabilitation of deaf and hearing impaired persons especially children.

Its main objectives are to:
a)	aid, train and educate all deaf persons in Mauritius;
b)	assist them in obtaining medical treatment and suitable employment;
c)	grant them any material relief of which they may be in need; and
d)	erect, open and manage such training centres, schools and hostels as may be deemed 	necessary.



(4)	Lizié dan La Main – Union des Aveugles de l’Ile Maurice
Lizié dan La Main is a Non-Governmental Organisation working for the rehabilitation of blind and partially sighted people living in Mauritius mainly. Lizié dan La Main was set up in 1981 and has, since then, become a reference in the fight for the welfare and care of the visually handicapped in Mauritius. Its services include: Eye Care, Specialised Education, Vocational Training, Sports, Music, Theatre, Orientation and Mobility, Activities of Daily Living, Braille Learning, Information and Technology with Adapted Software.

(5)	Association de Parents des Déficients Auditifs 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Association de Parents des Déficients Auditifs provides special education to hearing impaired children (3-16 years) and sports and cultural activities. Courses in sign language and adult education programme for deaf persons.
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
