1.	In addition to paragraph 451 of the previous report, the Education Bureau has introduced a new subsidy scheme and extended the examination fee remission scheme as elaborated below:
Subsidy scheme for Internet access charges
2.	This scheme has been introduced in the 2010/11 school year to provide a family-based subsidy to needy families whose children are full-time students receiving education at primary or secondary level to meet the Internet access charges for their children’s e-learning at home.
Examination fee remission scheme
3.	This scheme has been extended to cover needy non-Chinese speaking students sitting for non-local Chinese Language examinations with effect from 2011/12 school year.  Moreover, apart from providing full waiver to students eligible for full level of assistance, the scheme has been revised to provide half waiver of fee to those students eligible for half level of assistance.
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
