In 2016 the courts pronounced as a result of the substantive examination 170 sentences of conviction with punishment, so the 219 people during the reporting period have been established following punishments:
- Prison - for 19 people (8.7% of the total 219 persons) compared to 26 persons (11.6%) in 2015,
- Prison with a fine - for 15 people (6.8%), compared with 19 persons (8.5%) in 2015,
- Prison with application of art.90PC - for 45 persons (20.5%), compared with 37 (16.5%) in 2015,
- Penalties with a fine under Article 90 CT - 36 people (16.4%), compared with 25 (11.2%) in 2015
- Unpaid community work - to no person (0%) compared to one person (0.5%) in 2015, and
- Fine - for 104 people (47.5%), compared with 116 (51.8%) in 2015.	
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
