Annex- Contributing organizations: 

1. Franciscans International (FI) is an international non-governmental human rights organization, established in 1989, in General Consultative Status with the United Nations Economic and Social Council. Its staff consists of professionals of diverse backgrounds working to translate grassroots voices in human rights advocacy action at the United Nations level. FI seeks to promote and protect human rights and environmental justice.
2. Justice, Peace, and Integrity of Creation of Franciscans in Papua (SKPKC Fransiskan Papua) is a pastoral unit of the Order of Friars Minor (OFM or Franciscan Friars), of “St Francis, Messenger of Peace” of OFM Papua Province. SKPKC Fransiskan Papua provides pastoral and social services to the Papuan people. It has the mission to fight for the realization of Papua Land of Peace, free from all oppression; reject all forms of struggle that rely on violence and intimidation; be in the sides of the victims of oppression and marginalized communities, including groups of people affected by HIV AIDS; to maintain the coexistence between ethnicities and religions;  fighting for law enforcement, justice among others and the integrity of creation;  support all forms of open and dignified socio-political dialogue for the realization of true democracy; to build collaboration with individuals or groups who share the same opinion, especially in the Church environment;  and  build a network of structural and effective cooperation with individuals and agencies at the local, national and international levels.

3. Women Department of the Evangelical Church in Papua (Departemen Perempuan Gereja Injili di Indonesia - GIDI) is part of structure of GIDI Church in West Papua. One key work of the Women Department of GIDI Church is gender justice and trauma healing.  Women of West Papua have been severely affected by the conflict, because they suffered both as women and as indigenous West Papuans. They suffered violence inflicted by state agents as well as domestic violence, rape and other forms of abuse within their homes and communities. Therefore, the Women Department of GIDI Church provides activities and programs that help strengthen the self-confidence and self-esteem of Papuan women; promote political dialogue to address the conflict; as well as ensure the inclusion of Papuan women representatives and women’s voices in any decision-making process.

4. Alliance Democracy for Papua (Aliansi Demokrasi Untuk Papua - ALDP) is a human rights NGO-based Jayapura, Papua Province. It was established in February 2000, as an independent non-profit organization, working for democracy and justice in Papua through advocacy, political education, publications, research, strengthening access and developing collaborative networks.

5. Papua Legal Aid Institute (Lembaga Bantuan Hukum Papua - LBH Papua) is based in Jayapura and was established in 1986. LBH Papua provides legal services for poor, the oppressed; persons lacking a basic understanding of their rights and law enforcement; and in particular the victims of human rights violations and abuses in West Papua. LBH Papua is part of Indonesian Legal Aid Foundation (Yayasan Lembaga Bantuan Hukum Indonesia – YLBHI), a national NGO in Indonesia focusing on legal aids. 

6. JUBI Foundation (Perkumpulan JUBI) is Non-Governmental Organisation which works on the new media. It publishes JUBI news outlet, the first independent media in West Papua, established by Papuan journalists in Jayapura in 2001, under the Indonesia’s Media Law. Its focus is to uncover human rights violation and abuses in West Papua through professional and independent media standards.

7. International Coalition for Papua (ICP) is an international coalition of faith-based and civil society organizations addressing the serious human rights condition in West Papua and supporting a peaceful solution to the on-going conflict.

8. TAPOL is United Kingdom based organization that works to raise awareness of human rights issues in Indonesia. It campaigns for human rights, peace and democracy in Indonesia, including in the contested territory of West Papua. Founded on grassroots campaigning, TAPOL works closely with local organizations in Indonesia to advocate for truth and justice and encourage the international community to take action.

9. Westpapua-Netzwerk (WPN) is a forum for organizations and individuals in Germany that are concerned with the political, social, ecological, and cultural situation in West Papua. The members are human rights organizations, solidarity and environmental groups, church and parishes groups, and other Protestant and Catholic Church organizations. The members also include journalists, scientists and other interested parties, who work in different ways for peace and justice in West Papua.
