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All Human Rights for All in Iran is a non-governmental organization established in 2017, and based in Austria. All Human Rights for All in Iran is working with Iranian partners, to try to draw attention to the human rights situation in the Islamic Republic of Iran, at the local, regional, national, and international levels. 

Article 1 and 25
Article 1 of the International Covenant of Civil and Political Rights(ICCPR) provides the principle of the right of self-determination, or the right of citizens to freely determine their political status and freely pursue their economic, social and cultural development.In furtherance of this principle,article 25 of the ICCPR provides that every citizen shall have the right and the opportunity (a) to take part in the conduct of public affairs, directly or through freely chosen representatives; (b) to vote and to be elected at genuine periodic elections which shall be by universal and equal suffrage and shall be held by secret ballot, guaranteeing the free expression of the will of the electors;and (c) to have access, on general terms of equality, to public service in his country.
Citizens in theIslamic Republic of Irando not enjoy any ofthese rights.
The nature of government and regime foundation of the Islamic Republic of Iran is defined on the principle of the monopoly of Islam and the twelve Ja’fari School.[footnoteRef:2] [2: In contradiction to paragraph 1 of the Preamble of the fourth state report to the Committee(CCPR/C/IRN/4) which reads “the nature of government formation in the Islamic Republic of Iran has never been defined on the basis of the monopoly of a particular ethnicity and religion”, article 12 of the Constitution reads “The official religion of the Islamic Republic of Iran is Islam and the Twelver Ja'fari school [in usual al-Din and fiqh], and this principle will remain eternally immutable.”] 

Pursuant to article 57 of the Constitution, the legislative, judicial and executive branches of government exercise their authority under the oversight and the absolute sovereignty of the leadership of the Ummah (The Supreme Leadership Authority or Supreme Leader, serves a lifetime mandate as the head of state and the highest political authority in the country).
Moreover, as shown by the graph below, the political system is structured in such a way that the appointment and vetting procedures ensure that ultimate power lies with the Supreme Leader, who is charged with appointing the heads of the judiciary, the armed forces, national state TV, as well as the members of the Expediency Discernment Council and  six members of the Guardian Council. The remaining six members of the Guardian Council are appointed by the head of the judiciary, who is himself appointed by the Supreme Leader.
The citizens of the Islamic Republic of Iran vote for the President and members of the Assembly of Experts and Parliament based on a list of candidates that have been vetted by the Guardian Council, whose 12 members, as indicated, have themselves been directly and indirectly appointed by the supreme leader.
Since the Guardian Council vets the candidates for the Assembly of Experts, which is mandated to oversee, dismiss and elect the Supreme Leader,it follows that the Supreme Leader does not answer to any authority, nor is his office required to report the financial transactions to any institution. 
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The Supreme Leader decides on all important governance issues of the country as they relate to the economy, environment, foreign policy, education and national planning. 
Supreme Leader decrees can halt the law approval process as well as the implementation of rulings and laws. For example, parliamentary amendments to the media law in favor of increased freedom of expression and limiting the possibility of seizure of newspapers, were obstructed by Supreme Leader decree in August 2000. Another example is the leadership decree aimed at preventing the implementation of the 2030 Education Framework for action (UNESCO, 2015).
The Guardian Council, as the oversight institution of elections, is mandated to approve or reject the legality of elections and the competency of candidates who wish to run for the presidency in the Islamic Republic of Iran as well as for the Assembly of experts and the Islamic Assembly (Parliament). 
Article 25 (c) of the ICCPR onthe access, on general terms of equality, to public service is violated by thequalifying criteria used for standing in elections. According to electorallegislation, only well-known “men” who demonstrate a commitment to the absolute sovereignty of the leadership of the Supreme leader and believe in the foundations of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the official religion of the country may run for presidential office.
Women may run for the Islamic Assembly (Parliament). However, like men, they must believe in and practically commit to Islam, demonstrate a commitment to the Holy Islamic Republic of Iran’s regime[footnoteRef:3] and express loyalty to the Constitution and the principle of the absolute sovereignty of the Supreme leader.  [3: Article 28 of the electoral law on theIslamic Assembly (Parliament).] 

In relation to ensuring the economic, social and cultural development of the country, the authorities of the Islamic Republic of Iran commonly justify the miserable economic situation and the increasing poverty of its citizens throughthe unilateral coercive measures. The fillingof senior positions based on loyalty to the Supreme Leader and the measure of their belief in the official religion of the country, rather than on their expertise and competence, has engendered widespread corruption and misuse of national resources. 
Suchinefficiency of government and national planning has led to economic, social and cultural deterioration rather than development. Whilst the country is dry and lackingsufficient water for the over 85 million population, inefficient water management has meant that the deep water reservoirs have already been exploited and the soil has become dry and unusable for agriculture. Although the provision of water is increasingly difficult, the government has upon decree of the Supreme Leader decided to promote the increase of the population of the country and new laws and propaganda towards this goal have already begun. 
Question: Please describe how, when accessto public service is legislatively limited by criteria of loyalty to the regime and when citizens are provided with a pre-selected choice of candidates vetted by political actors,such a political system, violating the separation of powers,can possibly enablethe free expression of the will of the electorsto determine their political status.
Question: Considering the questionability of the integrity of elections in the country, would it be possible that the elections to the presidency, councils and the Islamic consultative assembly be conducted under the supervision of international observers?

Question: Please describe what happened to the 14 individuals and their supporters who requested the resignation of the Supreme Leader and called for changes to constitutional provisionsconcerning his powersinan open letter dated June 2019.

Article 2
The minimum measures necessary to enforce the rights recognized in this Covenant have not been taken.The judiciary in the Islamic Republic of Iran cannot be described as an independent authority. The head of the judiciary, who is himself appointed by the Supreme Leader, appoints the head of the Court of Administrative Justice (CAJ) and its judges, the Attorney General, the judges of the Disciplinary Court of Judges, and the head of the General Inspection Organization.

Although the Islamic Republic of Iran has accepted to establish a National Institution of Human Rights in accordance with the Paris Principles, since over 20 years, there have not been any significant advances made in this regard. 

The Human Rights Headquarters of the Judiciary, which introduces itself abroad as the "Human Rights Council of the Islamic Republic of Iran" issubordinated tothe head of the non-independent judiciary elected by the Supreme Leader. This Council is classified as a category C NHRI. 

The organization system for the NHRI foreseen in a bill of law that had been adopted by the previous president and was transmitted to Parliament cannot be considered as independent.[footnoteRef:4] The only significant change was moving the NHRI from under the oversight of the judiciary to the that of the executive power, which would not serve to foster its independence. Moreover, through this bill the the president of the country would serve as the head of the High Council of the NHRI, the legal assistant to the president would serve as the secretary of the council, and the Minister of justice and the Minister of the interior would also serve as members of the High Council of the NHRI. Theestablishment ofpretense organisations such asDeputy of Public Rights Supervision in the Attorney General’s Office, the position of Assistant to the President in Citizenship Rights Affairs and Assistant to Citizenship Rights in all executive bodies, Deputy Minister of Human Rights and International Affairs in the Ministry of Justice, Secretariat of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, Deputy of Administrative Health and Protection of People’s Rights in the Administrative and Employment Affairs Organization of the country, National system for handling complaints and announcements in the General Inspection Office under the supervision of the head of judiciary and a president voted in a pseudo-election, has not improved the human rights situation in the country.Instead, these serve to as attempts to deceive the international community and the human rights mechanisms of the UN on the purported willingness to address human rights. 

The Court of Administrative Justice can only pursue complaints that are approved by the country's highest governing authorities, meaning that the complaints addressed only concern acts committed by officials who do not have the support of the authorities.
Question: When will the establishment of the National Human Rights Institution based on the Paris Principles be finalized?

Article 4
The mismanagement of the COVID-19 pandemic in the Islamic Republic of Iran led to a high number of preventable deaths. The Supreme Leader denied the danger of this highly infectious disease and referred to it as propaganda of the enemy[footnoteRef:5]aimed at preventing citizens from voting on 21st February 2020. Although the first documented likely COVID-19 death occurred on 10th  February, it was only publically announced on the 12th.As the outbreak of the pandemic in the country began in the religious city of Qom, the government did not respond with quarantine requirements and even the “holy shrine of the Fatemeh Masoumeh”, a place of gathering, was not closed until 18th March 2020, more than a month after the first documented death. In the second phase whilst all governments in the world tried to provide SARS-2 vaccines for their citizens, the Supreme Leader of the Islamic Republic of Iran banned[footnoteRef:6] the import of American and English vaccines on 8th January 2021. This led to further deaths, including  medical staff in Iran, which could have been prevented with timely vaccination.  [6: https://www.isna.ir/news/99101914261] 

Question: Would you agree to an examination by an international delegation consisting of the Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights in the Islamic Republic of Iran, the Special Rapporteur on the right to health, the World Red Cross and the World Health Organization  on how the COVID-19 pandemic has been managed in the country?

Article 6
The death penalty still applies to juvenile offenders in Iran who were under 18 years old at the time of the offense in contradiction to article 6, paragraph 5.Since 2020, 4 individuals have been executed due to crimes committed under the age of 18. At least five women have also been executed in the country in 2021.
The number of drug-related executions, which had been decreasing since 2017, has increased again, despite no increase in drug-related crimes.
The scale of mandatory retribution (Qisas) is still high and no effort has been made to dispose of mandatory retribution provisions from the Criminal Code.
There are around 20 charges that can lead to the death penalty in the Islamic Criminal Code of Iran and not all of them are categorized as the most serious crimes, including charges such as adultery, incest, rape, sodomy, insulting the Prophet Mohammad and other great Prophets, possessing or selling illicit drugs, moharebeh (waging war against God), corruption on earth (Mofsedfelarz), armed rebellion (baghy), fraud and human trafficking and all charges that result in a Hadd sentence for the forth time including theft, prostitution and consumption of alcohol.
The Islamic Republic of Iran has not tried to reduce these charges, and with article 61 of the new family protection and Population Rejuvenationwhich is in effect since November 2021, anyone repeatedly undergoing an abortion can be sentenced to death.

Question: Please provide a detailed yearly report on the implemented executions in the country, including the age of the offender at the time of the crime, the charges, date of the crime, and date of execution.
Question: Please provide a list of all charges that could lead to death penalty for the first time or after repetition. 
Question: Is there any hope that there will be no more public executions?
Question: Is there any hope to end the execution of child offenders in the future?
Question: Are there any plans to revise the Islamic Criminal Code and other laws to remove the provisions that violate the provisions of this Covenant?
Question: How do you respond to the repeated proposals of the United Nations Secretary General, the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights, and the Special Rapporteur on the situation of  human rights in Iran on an urgent halt to the complete abolition of the death penalty?

Article 7
Beating and hitting an accused person during the arrest and on the way to prison is a common occurrence in Iran. Contrary to article 578 of the Islamic Criminal Code, even though most of the young and unknown prisoners are physically harassed during the initial interrogation, despite many official complaints in recent years, no interrogator or prosecutor has been brought to court in this regard and the impunity of perpetrators of violence against prisoners continuing. 
Despite the acceptance of Nelson Mandela's rules during the adoption by the General Assembly and its re-acceptance in the third cycle of the UPR of the Islamic Republic of Iran, the treatment of prisoners in practice far from complying with these rules. Long-term solitary confinement (white tortures) continues, and forced confessions under physical and mental torture are a common practice. The lack of adequate medical care for sick prisoners continues and most of the prisoners are deprived of healthy ventilation, drinking water and sanitary facilities, healthy food and other health services which makes prisoners sick even if they were completely healthy at the time of entering prison.
There is no indication that the ratification of the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment is in the order of the work of the government.
There have been many cases of prisoners’ deaths following the use of drugs prescribed by the prison’s clinics. Prescribed drugs are often given to prisoners without the name of the medicine. Research on whether medical or scientific experiments are conducted on prisoners without their consent has not been conducted by independent medical institutions.
The communication system under the title of "Mashal", whose name is mentioned in the fourth report of the Islamic Republic, has not been welcomed by the prisoners and their relatives as the word "Adalat Lajewardi" whose first letters are the last two letters of this system is a reminder of the heinous crimes and tortures that Lajewardi committed during first decade after the revolution in Iran. Assadollah Lajewardi was the head of the Evin Prison and the prosecutor's chief of Tehran office. He is famous for various torture methods he ordered and used himself against political prisoners in the 80s. 
Corporal punishments (whipping, amputation, blinding, etc.) provided in the Islamic Criminal Code and Civil Codecontinue to be implemented, with the most recent case the amputation of 4 fingers of a prisoner on 31 May 2022.

Article 9 
Prisoners of conscience in Iran are arrested on vague charges such as “Propaganda against the regime”, “Gathering and collusion against national security”, “insulting the country’s authorities”. During the first stages of interrogation, the detainees are usually kept in solitary confinements much longer than the 15 days stipulated in the Nelson Mandela Rules during which they are forced to confess against themselves. This includes human rights defenders, lawyers, journalists and civil society activists who defend human rights contained in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the ICCPR. Prisoners of conscience are deprived of a designated lawyer until the end of the interrogation period.
Deaths in prison are often the causes of unexpected disease outbreaks, and the diseases of prisoners are aggravated due to the lack of access timely medical care. There are substantial hunger and medicine strikes of prisoners due to the bad conditions of the prison.
The widespread impunity of those who order and issue arbitrary arrest has made Article 570 of the Islamic Criminal Code and similar laws and directives meaningless.
