2. 4th Plan of Action and Interventions for the protection of rights and the development of children  
The biennial Plan of Action and Interventions for the protection of rights and the development of children is the key strategy to implement the UN CRC (art. 4) and related Optional Protocols and to monitor and evaluate the results descending thereof.  It reminds to the 3 Ps enshrined in the UN CRC, that mean
· provision rights on access to services, material or immaterial goods (i.e the rights to education and health);
· protection rights that provide for protection from risks, damages and danger (i.e. abuse and ill-treatment); 
· participation rights calling for an active role of the child, as agent of change, promoting his/her ideas and opinions to be taken seriously in account.
The Plan is compiled by the National Observatory on Childhood and Adolescence and submitted to the Council of Ministers to be finally adopted by Presidential Decree. At present the appointment process for the members of the new Observatory is completed.
In the last edition, the CRC Committee Concluding Observations, the shadows report, the results of the monitoring survey over the priorities of the 2014 National Conference on Childhood and Adolescence, the recommendations of the Parliamentary Commission for Childhood and the 2015-2017 National Plan of Action for the prevention and countering abuse and sexual exploitation have been properly considered.
The Plan contains four thematic priorities.
1. Measures to contrast children and their families’ poverty
The Plan is focused on finding links between material and educational poverty, providing for a list of actions to strengthen the educational system contrasting social problems, also through the involvement of minors in game, leisure, sport and educational. Also the improvement of healthcare assistance to respond to children needs is put under attention.
2. Socio-educational system for early childhood and quality of education
The main goal here is to counter and reduce school leaving in order to guarantee pupils and students both the achievement of educational good results and the strengthening of high quality services and teachers training.
3. Strategies and interventions for educational and social integration
The third priority is linked with the former one, addressing to children and adolescents with educational needs resulting from their recent arrival on the Italian territory, their social organization  and from their special needs for a correct learning process. Detailed actions are set out in the Plan in order to achieve the common goal to create an inclusive school and society keen on individual  needs of children.
4. Parenthood support, integrated services system and reception system
The latest priority of the Plan is represented by a series of targets and actions to promote and protect children rights in family, by putting together their full enjoyment, by preventing family criticalities and children out-of-home placement by providing for early parenting support in difficulties while ensuring the best interest of the child.
Furthermore the reinforcement of national services, specific action to prevent and counter ill-treatment and abuse, qualitative and adequate childcare assistance measures for children out-of-home are promoted through the dissemination of several Guidelines on foster care, community placement, reception of children out of their family of origin, according to innovative practices based on the family relationships' assessment and results of the processes for integrating and supporting vulnerable families. 
In relation to RSC children, the 4th PAI aims to link schools and local services in order to involve families, to prevent and countering drop-out, to empower the access to social and healthcare services for RSC families and to train personnel to this purpose, to adopt permanent housing solutions responding to RSC need.

The Plan is articulated in an introduction, a section illustrating its contents, detailed information concerning topics such as foster care, family communities, adoption, poverty, RSC children,  development cooperation, integration, Italian citizenship and support for parents. 
All the National plans are drawn up, in partnership with members of the National Observatory on Childhood and Adolescence (http://www.minori.it/it/componenti-dellosservatorio-nazionale-per-linfanzia-e-ladolescenza), including representatives of Ministries and NGOs, who have shared the coordination of the workshop and the drafting of the actions and measures according to strategic guidelines. The legislative reference of the PAI is Act No. 451/1997 (art. 2§2). The role of the members is active for the dissemination and implementation of PAI, e.g. ANCI in January 2017 organized a national launch of the Plan to share it with Municipalities. The National  Authority for Childhood and Adolescence takes part as permanent observer to the National Observatory for Childhood and Adolescence, as it joins, the Observatory for Family and the Observatory countering paedophilia.
The 4th PAI takes into consideration the results of:

1. the 4th National Conference on Childhood and Adolescence. The Conference, held on 27-28 March 2014 in  Bari has seen the participation and the contribution of the central  competent institutions, regions and   local authorities, experts, representatives of associations, cooperatives and NGOs, UNICEF, operators of the territorial services, boys of the communities and PIDIDA network.
2. The monitoring of the  3rd PAI, which has involved all members of the Observatory, ad hoc hearings, dialogue with Regions and local authorities. The monitoring identified the most critical areas, that have been considered as issue for the  4th PAI such as financial cuts, training of operators, new social phenomena, the regionalization of social policies.

3. Moreover a consultation was held in 60 schools on the issue of the integration of migrant children and young people and the social inclusion of minors in greater vulnerability. Such consultation consisted in asking an opinion on priorities through a test online prepared with a language and a formally adapted to the age of the adolescents so that the participation of the teachers was not necessary.

The monitoring of PAI aims at: give strong value to results and actions carried out at the national, regional and local level according to needs; collect quantitative and qualitative data; identify experiences and criticalities in carrying out actions; support decision-making processes.

Issues concerning children are present also in the National plan for Family Policies (2012). Among the activities previewed in the Plan there are the following ones: actions for childhood and adolescence, with specific reference to the reinforcement of the social and educational services for early childhood and nurseries in companies; actions for families with children (6-11 years) and adolescents (12-16), defining an educational pact between school and family and the development of services for parents, foster care and adoption; actions for care, impacting on parental leave, to be more flexible.
ONGs and  associations have an important role in the implementation of PAI and other plans related to children’s rights. The norms concerning the so called Third Sector have been reformed by Act No. 106/2016 Delega al Governo per la riforma del Terzo settore, dell'impresa sociale e per la disciplina del servizio civile , which concerns universal rules about the promotion and realization of activities of general interest by means of forms of voluntary and free action, mutual interest or production and exchange of goods and services by private and no profit entities working for civil, solidarity and social purposes. According to several legislative measures now in force the relationship between public institutions and these stakeholders has been recognized, so far giving them the opportunity to manage public services at the local level. The law promotes the collective action of citizens, financially supported by the Ministry of Labour and Social Policies. It is a permanent advisory body to encourage the participation of civil society to the activities of the Authority (art. 8), dealing with specific issues (selected last 5 December 2016 and operative since February 2017): psycho-pathological disorders of adolescents, personal relations, media.
3. The National Project for inclusion of Roma, Sinti and Caminanti (RSC) children 
The National Project for inclusion of RSC children, promoted by the Ministries of Labour and Social Policies and Education, with the collaboration of the Istituto degli Innocenti is provided for within the 4 Biennial Plan of Action of actions and interventions for the promotion of rights and the development of children and the 2012-202 National Strategy of RSC inclusion. 1.500.000 Euros have been allocated for a 3-years cycle.
Aims and activities
Among the general aims the opportunity to facilitate RSC children and adolescents inclusion, to promote the dissemination of good practices and knowledge, to create a collaborative work among the concerned Municipalities are included, in particular with reference to two environments: the school and the so called 'camp'.
At school. In last years the school has showed great abilities to respond to users and social changes, so far offering more instruments to support RSC families and students. Interaction among students and organizational and management of classes improvement have been encouraged, by means of learning by doing and workshop activities, working with all students of the classes to favour their inclusion and to avoid stigmatization.
In the family. The challenges are interlinked with the targets of school inclusion, also favouring the access to local services and healthcare assistance. In this sense the local dimension is essential to properly and systematically provide for social and educational services. The cooperation among social, healthcare and educational services with the third sector is fundamental to prevent marginalization and social exclusion. It is also the basic condition for innovative social processes in complex public settings to change lifestyles, culture and social conditions related to underdevelopment and discrimination. The project was put under constant monitoring by means of standard criteria for a final evaluation. 
Implementation and results
In 2015/2-16 the  Project has performed the third year of the pilot action launched in 2013 for some Municipalities ex Act No. 285/1997 (Bari, Bologna, Cagliari, Catania, Florence, Genoa, Naples, Palermo, Reggio Calabria, Rome, Turin, Venice; Milan was involved for 2013-2014). 50 schools are been involved (35 belonging to the primary school and 11 secondary school - 1 level); over 3000 pupils 391 are RSC pupils: these figures are progressively increasing. 
In addition to interventions at school and at home/camps, the cooperation with operators and representatives of the Municipalities and of healthcare services has been essential, by means of the establishment of working table to give orientations and to act according to a multidisciplinary approach. 
Through a comprehensive analysis of project (evaluation report 2015/2016, http://www.minors.it/it/progetti-sperimentali-285/il-progetto-rsc/report-finale-della-prima-annualita), several feedbacks and positive data arise, above all on the pupils involved since the first year. Data on school attendance, during the first year of the project have figured out that the RSC pupils have attended frequently the school; 84% to 90% have passed the exams; there has been a general improvement in terms of inclusion of RSC pupils, as resulted from the replies to standard forms compiled by them focusing on the relationship between teachers and pupils and among pupils.
Finally, in the field of empowerment of healthcare services accessed by RSC children and their families, at the end of the 3-years-cycle 90% of children receive the compulsory vaccines and 80% of them consults doctors.

4. P.I.P.P.I. – Programme of Intervention for Preventing Institutionalization
The acronym PIPPI refers to the fictional character Pippi Longsocks, focusing on the idea of changing personal abilities, of the relevance of social networks, emotional ties, learning and change also in vulnerable family situations.
The P.I.P.P.I. Programme aims to innovate interventions for neglect families in order to reduce the risk of ill-treatment and descending children out–of–home placement, considering children needs and taking care of  parents and children perspectives to respond to these needs.
P.I.P.P.I. was drafted at the end of 2010 according to a joint work of Ministry of Labour and Social Policies, Padua University, 10 Italian Municipalities ex Act No. 285/1997, social services, private social cooperatives, schools and local health services. It attempts to create a connection among various institutions (Ministries,  universities, local authorities) that share the same mission of promoting common good, as well as among social professionals and services, psychologists and educators, to reduce the number of children out-of-home placement.
Aims 
The primary goal is to increase safety of children and improve the quality of their full development according to Act No. 149/2001. It offers innovative actions for vulnerable families linking children protection and parental support, in line with 2020 EU Strategy as for the innovation and social experimentation to answer to the needs of citizens and countering social disadvantage.
P.I.P.P.I. does not mean institutionalization but to avoid any  forms of "institutionalization" such as bureaucracy, delays, inefficiencies, lack of information, accountability and transparency towards families. 
The challenge of the Programme is to strongly and timely support vulnerable families, empowering them according to a participatory and transformative approach (Serbati, Milani, 2013) through operators working in multidisciplinary teams, to receive new methodologies for the positive growth of their children, for being parents, for living together and managing their daily life.
Therefore P.I.P.P.I. aims to ensure to every child the right to:
· an in-depth and qualitative analysis over family conditions, by listening and mutual awareness between family and services;
· a coordinated project involving all actors in relation to family needs, implemented by methodologies and times shared between family and services.
Implementation
The intervention is divided into four interrelated circular steps: the first one is a pre-evaluation where the  multidisciplinary team carries out a pre-assessment together with families of family environment, of its internal and external organization and of child development, in order to establish the level of risk for children out of home. Families with children at risk of "negligence" are therefore invited to participate to the Programme. If families accept, there will be a second step of assessment and planning with the multidisciplinary team and families, children and operators. The third step focuses on the implementation of the Programme, including the following four kinds of action:
· educational measures at home with families to support parents, to reinforce the parents-child relationships and to improve children development; 
· involvement of parents and children: weekly / 15 days meetings for carrying out parenthood activities. Some Municipalities (i.e. Bari) organize Families’ sundays;
· collaboration between schools / families and social services: the multidimensional team is composed also by the teachers of  children involved in the project. To reinforce the schools’ involvement a regional agreement was signed among them in order to integrate P.I.P.P.I. with other forms of educational support;
· family support: local volunteer helpers, such as relatives, friends, neighbours, offer help / practical support to the concerned family.
The Programme lasts 18 months.
The fourth steps consists of the ex-post evaluation, determining whether the family will continue in participating to the Programme or benefit from social services support. 
The Padua University has also set up an shared evaluation tool and online configuration: RPM online (Survey, Planning and Monitoring). RPM online is based on an ecological assessment and planning model focused also on the point of view of children, of the family and of professionals. All the collected information are the starting point  for an efficient and effective project and they are regularly updated.
The Programme has been developed in five editions, as follows:

5. Fund to counter educational child poverty
The Fund to counter educational child poverty, created by Act No. 208 of 28 December 2015, art. 1, according to a MoU signed by the Government and Credit Foundations, aims at supporting intervention to remove economic, social and cultural obstacles of children accessing to education. A Strategic Committee is in charge for its governance, composed of representatives from Government, Foundations, civil society and experts.
Aims 
The Notice for early childhood would like to strengthen childcare and educational services for children aged 0-6, especially in vulnerable families, and promoting their quality, accessibility, use, innovation. The Notice for children aged 11-17 aims at promoting and stimulating drop-out countering, disadvantages, deviance risks, in particular for adolescents living within criminality contexts. For both the Notices 115 million Euros have been allocated for NGOs and schools; the Notices are available online (www.conibambini.org).
72 Credit Foundations have also contributed for an amount of 120.2 million Euros for 2016, to finance the first calls.
Implementation and results
The aforementioned Committee has adopted guidelines for the elaboration of the first calls open to NGOs and schools, even if in partnership with other organizations. 60% of the funds will be used for projects on early childhood, while 40% could be used for projects on adolescence; these resources will be employed at the regional level as follows: projects receiving a contribution between 250.000 and 1 million Euros, to be implemented at the regional level; projects receiving a contribution between 1 and 3 million Euros, to be implemented at the national or multi-regional/regional level. 
6. National Plan for Digital Education 
The Italian National Plan for Digital Education (Piano Nazionale Scuola Digitale — PNSD) is a policy launched by the Ministry of Education for setting up a comprehensive innovation strategy across Italy's school system and bringing it into the digital age. It is one of the pillars of “La Buona Scuola” school reform (Law No. 107/2015), a vision for concrete action reflecting the government's response to the most significant challenges for innovation in the public administration system. Innovation in the school system and digital education opportunities are key drivers of this vision. 
A Plan for Education in the Digital Age 
This Plan is not a simple order for the deployment of technology; no educational process takes place without intensive teacher-student interaction, and technology cannot be separated from this fundamental human relationship, as the OECD recently reminded us. Simply introducing more technology in schools is no longer sufficient; if we concentrate our efforts solely on technology we risk ignoring the larger issues, namely knowledge and culture. 
This Plan answers the call for a long-term vision for Education in the digital age directly linked to the challenges that all of society faces in applying and promoting life-long and life-wide learning, in both formal and non-formal contexts. This has been confirmed by the High Level Conference of the European Commission in December 2014, by several publications of the OECD's Centre for Educational Research and Innovation, by the World Economic Forum's New Vision for Education Report and by studies such as the Ambrosetti think tank's "Education for the 21st century". 
A systemic and cultural vision 
Education in the digital age must be viewed above all as a cultural initiative. It begins with a new concept of school: an open space for learning — more than just a physical place, a springboard that enables students to develop skills for life. In this vision, technology is empowering, habitual, ordinary and ready to serve the school, primarily in activities aimed at training and learning, but also in administration, spreading to — and in fact bringing together — all school settings: classrooms, common spaces, laboratories, private and informal spaces. It is an organic plan for innovation in Italian schools, with cohesive programmes and actions organized into five main areas: tools, skills, content, staff training and supporting measures. For each of these, we have defined “critical” but achievable objectives linked to specific actions that will enable us to improve the school system as a whole. 
An Alliance for Innovation in Schools 
The plan and its thirty-five actions are also a request for collective commitment. Not only from those who already work daily to create a more modern and innovative school responsive to students’ needs, but also from the communities and private stakeholders touched by the challenges that each school faces every day — in teaching, in organizing, in learning and improving. We are working to create a "Stakeholder Club for digital education" in connection with this document and the actions it promotes, a permanent partnership to open our schools to change and innovation.
7. National Prevention Plan 2014-2018
The State-Regions Conference has approved on 13 November 2014 the Agreement on the National Prevention Plan 2014-2018, attributing to the Ministry of Health the mandate to implement it. It establishes targets and tools for prevention, to be adopted at the regional level through proper planning thanks to an allocation of 200 million Euros by Regions.
Among its macro-goals the promotion of mental wellbeing of children and adolescents is included, due to several risk factors: economic and labour conditions, school level, life standard, physical conditions, family cohesion, discrimination, human rights violation, risks of sexual violence, abuse and neglect. Among the 73 core objectives of the Plan 10 concern minors aimed, in particular to: the increase in the number of children in exclusive breastfeeding until the sixth month; execution of audio-logical screening and neonatal ophthalmologic in birth points; strengthening empowerment for the adoption of healthy behaviors and prevention of addictions to drugs; the promotion of mental well-being and timely identification of individuals with emotional problems and / or behavioral and social problems; increase in subjects with correct driving behavior, in particular the use of safety devices for children and adults; the increase in vaccination coverage.

The Plan responds to an integrated approach, base on multi-sectoral strategies connecting healthcare, social and school systems.

The Plan encompasses scientifically-based assumptions, to be translated into actions to support daily life of citizens and to ensure the National Health System sustainability in the medium and long term. It is bases on the following macro-targets, to promote regional plans and programmes according to local contexts priorities and adopting an inter-sectoral and systematic approach:
- reduce morbidity, mortality and disability of non transmissible diseases;
- prevent impact of neuro-sensorial disorders;
- promote mental well-being of children and adolescents;
- prevent drug dependence;
- prevent road accidents and reduce their serious impact;
- prevent domestic accidents and their impact;
- prevent accidents and diseases at work;
- reduce harmful environment exposure;
- reduce infections;
- implement the Integrated National Plan of Controls for the prevention of food security and public veterinary healthcare.
The Plan will be evaluated in terms of practical impact on processes, health conditions, central, regional and local systems, and of national cohesion to pursue health targets. 
The Document containing the lines to support the implementation of the Plan at the central level has been adopted by Ministerial Decree of 25 January 2016.
8. National Plan for the prevention of bullying and cyber-bullying at school 2016-2017 and other initiatives to contrast bullying
In 2015 the Ministry of Education has adopted first ad hoc Guidelines and then the National Plan for the prevention of bullying and cyber-bullying at school. It provides inter alia the following actions:
- the blue knot: a symbol to counter bullying, launched on 7 February 2017 (Safer Internet Day)  on the occasion of the presentation of the best projects in this field and the realization of many awareness raising initiatives in schools;
- the creation of tv and radio spots by children, evaluated by an ad hoc commission, to be produced;
- teachers’ training involving more than 16.000 teachers;
- “Generazioni connesse” national network reinforcement to educate young generations to a responsible use of the Internet and to involve parents and web providers to guarantee a safer Internet; in this framework a MoU was signed by the Ministry of Education and Police Forces/Communication Police to promote a series of initiatives in theaters and schools to prevent bullying and discriminatory web contents inciting to racial hatred and violence. This project has involved in 2016 more than 2.500 schools, 20.000 teachers and 200.000 students;
- helplines: a tool free number is provided for by Telefono Azzurro, being accessible for children, adolescents and parents who are advised about territorial support services. This tool has been developed also in a chat-room;
- Friendly School Bulloff: training project carried out by the Ministry of Education in partnership with UNICEF Italy to implement UN CRC art. 29, including the education to legality and to bullying prevention.
The allocation of financial resources for the implementation of the Plan amount to more than 2 million Euros, completed by other 2.5 million Euros for the implementation of the “Generazioni connesse” project.
The Ministry fo Education promoted also activities for countering bullying and cyber-bullying in cooperation with Police Forces, Save the Children, Telefono Azzurro, the Generazioni Connesse network (http://www.generazioniconnesse.it/site/it/home-page) and the project  Verso una scuola amica aiming at launching educational tools on the right to education and on the UN CRC.  
Moreover 20 permanent observatories have been established in the regional education offices. Various national and local initiatives took place in this context. Several initiatives with students and/or teachers and/or parents have been promoted at a national level by the Ministry of Education. Among the projects of national relevance, please see: “Una vita da sociale” promoted by the Ministry of Education and the postal police; Campagna Smonta il Bullo; “Towards a friendly school” (school year 2014 – 2015) in cooperation with UNICEF Italy (The project aims at promoting the full enhancement of children's rights in schools, also adopting a preventive approach against bullying); the project “Generazioni connesse – Safer Internet Centre – Italy” (www.generazioniconnesse.it) in cooperation with the National Ombudsman’s Office for Children and Adolescents, Police Forces, Save the Children Italy, Telefono Azzurro, EDI onlus and Movimento Difesa del Cittadino.

The Government has also established the “Week against violence and for the education to the respect between male and female”, which takes place annually in schools of all levels. At the same time, since 2013, for the International Day for the Elimination of Violence against Women (25 November) the Department for Equal Opportunities has adopted a still ongoing campaign "Recognize the violence".

Observatories on bullying have been set up in each regional education office to act as an operational instrument in connection with the free toll number 800.66.96.96 located at the Ministry of Education, now absorbed by another service (1.96.96) and the Telefono Azzurro chat (http://www.azzurro.it/sostegno), financed by the Ministry of Education with a budget of 100.000,00 Euros.

9. Health Plan of Action for and with RSC Communities and the National Strategy for the inclusion of RSC Communities
The Health Plan of Action for and with RSC Communities has been elaborated by the National Working Table established in February 2013 to implement the National Strategy for the inclusion of RSC, in accordance with EU Commission Communication No. 173/2001.
This Table, under the coordination of the National Institute for the promotion of healthcare of migrant populations and for countering poverty diseases (INMP) and then of the Ministry of Health, has defined the content of the document and submitted it to the Cabina di regia in December 2014 to be forwarded to Health local units within December 2015.
It is a participatory document, including research and good practices of the last years, to be duplicated at the territorial level.
It is developed in three macro-areas, providing for targets, methodology, priority actions:
- training of health personnel and other operators;
- knowledge and access to services for RSC;
- prevention, diagnosis and care services.
Targets: 
- make the healthcare personnel able to correctly support RSC;
- improve the correct use of local health units by RSC, receiving adequate information;
- offer healthcare services responding to RSC needs and empowering capabilities.
Priority actions:
- healthcare personnel of territorial services and hospital training; compulsory academic training on fragile persons; social assistance training for social operators, mediators, social private entities;
- healthcare services mapping close to camps; information on the right to health and available services; data collection for operators; orientation to services for RSC in order to make them self-responsible;
- re-orienting services in support of the most fragile users, preventing and promoting healthcare; promotion of correct healthy lifestyles, life environments, maternal-childcare and pregnancy, vaccines, diagnosis and care, beyond the emergency access to services.
The National Strategy for the Inclusion of Roma, Sinti and Caminanti Communities (RSC) is putting into effect the Communication No.173/2011 of the EU Commission for an “EU Framework for national strategies for Roma integration until 2020”.

As far as education is concerned the National Strategy for the Inclusion of Roma, Sinti and Caminanti Communities (RSC), the goals are: promote pre-school and school activities of RSC pupils avoiding any discrimination and countering drop-out in primary and secondary schools; promote young RSC participation to universities, high training and training/job, covering the related financial costs; promote the dialogue and cooperation among schools, communities, RSC families.

In terms of health, the goals are: promote access to quality social services for RSC vulnerable categories, promote the access to preventive healthcare services, involve RSC in social and healthcare programmes, also with the support of cultural mediators.


10. The National Plan for vaccines prevention 2017-2019
The National Plan for vaccines prevention 2017-2019, approved by the State-Regions Conference on 19 January 2017 is the main document aimed at effectively and homogenously reducing or eliminating infectious diseases by vaccines at the national level and at planning public health strategies.
Among its key-targets there are the following:
1. Situation polio-free;
2. Situation morbillo-free and rosolia-free;
3. Free access to vaccines for classes of people at risk; revision and improvement of stocks and distribution of vaccines; 
4. Improve the awareness about vaccines, also through public campaigns; 
5. Contrast inequalities by facilitating the access to vaccines for marginalised or vulnerable groups;
6. Complete the data collection about vaccines at the regional/national level, also to be compared with other information;
7. Improve the monitoring on preventable diseases;
8. Promote a culture of vaccines among the population and health personnel;
9. Ask health personnel to be responsible to ensure collective health conditions through vaccines planning, also adopting sanctions for inadequate conduct;
10.  Promote the revision and the introduction of standards to identify motivations for compensation of victims of vaccines, also involving other Public Administrations (Ministry of Defense);
11.  Promote the research and scientific information partnership between national institutions and scientific society on vaccines.
The new National Plan for Vaccines Prevention 2017-2019 by MoU State-Regions of 19 January 2017 includes a global vaccines timetable.

11. Financial resources for childhood and adolescence 
In a survey released by the National Authority for Childhood and Adolescence the largest part of financial resources allocated for childhood and adolescence are referred to the Ministry of Education with percentages ranging from more than 50 % in 2012 (1.62 billion Euros) to about 40% in 2015 (1.70 billion Euros), followed by the Ministry of Labour and Social Policies with percentages ranging from 32% in 2012 (1.02 billion Euros) to 40% in 2015 (1.69 billion Euros). For other Ministries more limited resources are delivered for an overall percentage value that is around 17-18% of the total for each year, with figures in absolute value ranging from 556 million Euros in 2012 to 844 million Euros in 2015. Analyzing available resources it is clear that more resources are devoted to school education which add up some 50% of the total in 2012 (1.63 billion Euros), with a downward trend over the years, as a percentage of total spending, up to 40.5% in 2015 (1.71 billion Euros). The expense dedicated to social rights and family policies, which amounted to approximately 17.5% in 2012 (558 million Euros) grow to 40.5% of the total in 2015 (1.44 billion Euros), is linked with the resources available for social security policies that amounted to 17%  in 2012 (€ 545 million Euros), decreasing to 14% in 2015 (615 million Euros). The resources made available for other policies increased from 14.5% in 2012 (468 million Euros) to 10.9% in 2015 (461 million Euros).
This overview concerning the central authorities is completed by specific funds dedicated to children and adolescents as part of the budgets of these Administrations, that are monitored by them. Within the Ministry of Labour and Social Policies the National Fund for Social Policies is allocated: due to recent financial constraints, it decreased significantly from about 584 million Euros in 2009 to 43.7 Euros in 2012, and increased slightly  up to 313 million Euros in 2016. 
In last years there has been a tendency to the establishment and support of a number of other funds such as the National Fund for Children and Adolescents, under the competence of the aforementioned Ministry, to finance activities in the Municipalities ex  Act No. 285/1997, which added up to 40 million Euros in 2012. This amount has remained essentially unchanged in 2013 with  39.6 million Euros, decreasing firstly in 2014 down to 30.7 million Euros and then to 28.7 million Euros in 2015, but  growing slightly in 2016 up to 28.8 million Euros.The same Ministry has further allocated 2.8 million Euros for 2016-2017 for interventions implementing the P.I.P.P.I. Programme, in addition to 700.000 Euros of regional co-financing.
The Government also delivers a National Fund for Family Policies that has suffered over the years for the reduction of public spending (from 186.6 million Euros in 2009 to 22.6 million Euros in 2016). The Italian Government has also set up special funds to support the birth rate and large families: with regard to supporting the birth rate, the so-called 'Baby bonus', with a fund created in the 2015 Stability Law amounted to 202 million Euros, increasing up to 607 million Euros in 2016; while the number of large families bonus has a fund of 45 million Euros for year 2015.
As part of the care services for early childhood, the Italian Government has set up a fund  with an initial budget for year 2015 of 100 million Euros, expanded through an allocation for the sezioni primavera (classes of babies aged between 24 and 36 months) of about 10 million Euros per year from 2013 to 2016. Furthermore in the field of education and training for year 2016, a funding for school buildings of 480 million Euros has been allocated.
As regards reception measures in 2015 the Prime Minister's Office has set up a fund for international adoptions of 15 million Euros. The Department for Equal Opportunities at the Presidency of the Council of Ministers has created a fund to encourage policies on equal opportunities for about 20 million Euros per year, and a fund of 8 million Euros in 2015 and 3 million Euros in 2016 to implement the National Plan of action against trafficking.
As part of the fight against poverty and social exclusion, the 2016 Stability Law has provided for the creation of a fund to implement a three-year plan to combat poverty. This fund has 750 million Euros available for 2016, to be increased up to a 1 billion Euros in 2017, deserving a special attention to families with children aged under 18.
The massive increase of migratory flows, which has also led to an increase of unaccompanied foreign minors, has called for the establishment of a special fund whose resources increased from 5 million Euros in 2012 to 170 million Euros in 2016: these resources are completed by those ones allocated within the Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund, managed by the Ministry of the Interior, amounting to 162 million Euros.
The precise identification of existing interventions, services and benefits to children, their family of origin and more generally to all those involved in protection processes is collected according to Act No. 328/2000 that provides for a technical tool, approved by the State-Regions Conference, to ensure sufficient national and regional shared coherence of interventions in social and integrated healthcare system.
ISTAT yearly welfare spending survey is the main reliable source that checks and validates national data. According to these information, the welfare spending has a relevant volume in the Municipalities budgets. In the last ten years, their social interventions have reached a share of 17% of current spending
. Data show that the Municipalities spend 70% of their own resources, while the State transfers cover only 16% and Regions only 14% of their resources.
Available data for 2012 show that the welfare spending of Municipalities amounted to about 7 billion Euros. Each inhabitant has the right to receive  117,3 Euros per year compared 115,7 Euros received in 2011. The welfare spending of Italian Municipalities for families and children amounts to 2.792 billion Euros, that is 40% of total welfare spending. This sum is distributed between families and children and consists of 687,9 million Euros for cash transfers; 472,8 million Euros for activities and services and 1,632 billion Euros for facilities such as kindergartens, supplementary services for early childhood, daily semi-residential and residential facilities.
As regards to welfare spending about residential facilities, the result is that the Municipalities in 2012 have used spent 537 million Euros, of whom 1,26 billion Euros for kindergarten and 33,8 million Euros for early childhood facilities.
As regards to welfare spending there is a strong difference among Italian Regions with a maximum in Umbria Region, with 55,5% of the total, to a minimum recorded in Sardinia with 24%.
In sum in 10 Regions the Municipalities use more than 40% of total spending, while in other 7 Municipalities it is between 30% and 40% and only in 3 Municipalities it is less than 30% of the total.
12. Development Cooperation Programmes for the protection and promotion of children
Programme “CHYAO- Children and Youth in Africa”
Italy has contributed with approximately $ 6,7 million to a trust fund of the World Bank for initiatives in Sierra Leone, Liberia, Niger, Mali, Senegal and Ethiopia. The initiatives from 2004 to 2013 have promoted the rights of the children and adolescents with actions in the field of the nutrition, health, education and professional training. 
Programme “The Social Development Initiative for the Southern Eastern Europe- II phase”
The initiative, financed with a contribution of approximately 2 million Euros, has aimed to strengthen the institutions in charge for providing social services, school and professional training and adolescents and youngers networking in the Balkan area and in East Southern Europe. 
Program “MOSAIC - Strengthening of Lebanese institutions and support to local development policies with a focus on the most vulnerables”
The initiative, financed for an amount of approximately 2,4 million Euros, aims to support local development policies dedicated to Lebanese children and adolescents, such as the promotion of their active citizenship, the creation of an helpline in favour of minors and adolescents, the establishment of a National Centre of Documentation for Childhood, the realization of 10 Child Friendly Spaces in local contexts getting a solid inflow of displaced persons from Syria. Italy has allocated a contribution of 500,000 Euros in favour of the UNICEF for supporting 19 Social Development Centers to supply services for Syrian children and their families, and a contribution of 400,000 Euros within the initiative “National Program for local development” to strengthen healthcare services in favour of the minors in 21 Social Development Centers.
Project to counter begging and ill-treatment of children in Senegal
In October 2015 Italy has allocated a contribution of approximately 500,000 Euros to OHCHR in order to harmonize and strengthen the legal and institutional framework to promote and protect children rights in Senegal, with specific reference to the situation of the children victims of begging and ill-treatments. The project is also intended to integrate the recommendations of the competent UN bodies for the elaboration and the effective implementation of policies and national programs on children rights. 
OSCE Programme for children protection from trafficking and labour exploitation in Albania
In November 2015 Italy has financed for more than 70,000 Euros a project devoted to support mechanisms and protection of children as victims of trafficking and labour exploitation in Albania.
Programmes of assistance to children as victims of trafficking and migrant children as victims of sexual abuse in Vietnam, Laos, Thailand and Cambodia 
Italy has supported two IOM projects. The first, amounting to 750,000 Euros, has been completed in 2013 and has supplied specific formation to local authorities and police forces to strengthen the participation of local communities in the fight against children trafficking.  The latter, with an amount of 600,000 Euros, aims to encourage the assistance to children as victims of sexual exploitation, upgrading the capacity building of public institutions, the civil society and the local communities through different kinds of training for the identification, the repatriation and the reintegration of children in families. 
Programme of prevention risks for adolescents to illegal migration in Egypt
In November 2016 Italy has allocated a contribution of 2 million Euros to UNICEF for the development of activity for parenting support and teachers abilities in the prevention and contrast to the risk of involvement of children in illegal migration and illicit trafficking. 
Programme for the contrast to trafficking of young women, children and adolescents in Nigeria 
In 2008 Italy has financed for more than 800,000 Euros a UNICRI program for countering trafficking of human beings from Nigeria to Italy, in particular young women and girls as victims of sexual exploitation.
Initiatives of international cooperation in relation to the optional protocol to the Convention on the rights of the child, on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography

The Department for Equal Opportunities is involved in several European and international initiatives. Among them:

· Lanzarote Convention Committee First implementation report on legal protection of children in Europe from sexual abuse; 

· CoE Programme “Costruire un’Europa per e con i bambini” and launch in 2010 of the Campagna «One in Five» per la protezione dei minori dall’abuso e dallo sfruttamento sessuale; 

· several initiatives in connection with the “Council of Europe Day to Protect Children from Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Abuse” 18 November 2015 and 2016; 

· the Strategia del Consiglio d’Europa sui diritti del bambino per gli anni 2012-2015, as well as the new “Council of Europe Strategy for the Rights of the Child (2016-2021);

· the negotiations on the Direttiva 2011/93/UE del Parlamento Europeo e del Consiglio del 13 dicembre 2011 relativa alla lotta contro l’abuso e lo sfruttamento sessuale dei minori e la pornografia minorile e che sostituisce la decisione quadro 2004/68/GAI del Consiglio;

· the "Safer Internet" project, involving the Centro italiano per la sicurezza in Rete;

· the project “Sviluppo di una metodologia per identificare e supportare i bambini che sono stati sfruttati sessualmente per la produzione di immagini pedopornografiche” DICAM II  (2013/2015), involving Save the Children Italy, CISMAI and C.N.C.P.O.;

· several initiatives in relation to FRA activities.

Also the Ministry of the Interior has developed various activities to facilitate the exchange of information with Interpol, S.I.R.e.N.E. and Europol and the Postal Police takes part to different international initiatives and projects (i.e. AWF Twins Europol; I.C.S.E. International Child Sexual Exploitation; European Financial Coalition; Virtual Global Taskforce; Global Alliance). See the 2013 Europol (Cybercrime Centre e FP Twins) RAVEN (Recording Europeans Abusing Victims in Every Nation) projects to create an European database, and in G6 Countries the adhesion to the UK project “Improving the exchange of criminal records of child sex offenders”.

The Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation is fully committed to implement and encourage the adhesion to the CoE Lanzarote Convention, in synergy with institutions, IOs and NGOs. In particular the following measures are worth of mentioning: the reforms of criminal legislations to introduce the aforementioned crimes, to increase the awareness, to harmonize the domestic legislative frameworks according to international standards in terms of prevention, repression, protection and recovery of victims; - the training of decision makers and operators; - data collection on ill-treatment, abuse and sexual exploitation, to examine the different components of the phenomenon, its dimension, risk factors and territorial monitoring; - the implementation of prevention policies by networking of institutions, to support vulnerable families, to provide for improved services and means to prevent and solve intra-family conflicts and other vulnerabilities, to connect schools and institutions, to strengthen monitoring on risks or clear violation, paying attention to distress, isolation and deviance, involving media to promote and diffuse a cultural attitude against all forms of violence on minors; - the coordination among police forces, magistrates, public and private services, based on common standards; - the enhancement of social protection nets, of the capacity and accessibility to public and private services to recover and give psycho-social support to victims, preserving their privacy and creating ad hoc protection spaces (communities, family foster care, educational home support, adoption, etc.); - the collaboration among Internet providers, the judiciary and police forces at the national and international level to contrast effectively pedo-pornography and sexual exploitation on the web. 

13. UN CRC Third OP 
The UN CRC Third OP was signed by Italy on 19 December 2011 and was ratified by Act No. 199 of 16 November 2015, entered into force on 18 December 2015.
Notwithstanding the option for State Parties to submit periodic information about the implementation of the concerned OP, the following initiatives are worth of mentioning.
Awareness raising and information activities:
· dissemination about the ratification of the OP via traditional institutional and private communication bodies and instruments
;
· dissemination about the OP from several public entities (i.e the National Authority for Childhood and Adolescence, the National Centre of Documentation and Analysis for childhood and adolescence) as well as private entities
;
· the publication of the OP text/abstract on several websites (see the aforementioned entities, the UNICEF Italian Committee – in a specific format to be disseminated through its website, Padua University, the Gruppo di lavoro per la CRC – which has developed the issue in its report and has release an OP child friendly version in English on its website).
Training activities promoted by the following entities: UNICEF Italian Committee (courses and masters on development education – i.e. Cagliari Municipality – and children rights – i.e. Milan, including since 2015 a specific focus on the OP); the Unione nazionale camere minorili (Lawyers’ association working in the field of children rights, in charge for the organization of training courses for local lawyers in Foggia, Milan and Florence Municipalities – the latter in collaboration with the Istituto degli Innocenti and Save the Children Italy). 

Dissemination activities concerning the third Optional Protocol were developed by UNICEF Italy, Padua University, Cammino Chamber of Lawyers, PIDIDA and Gruppo di Lavoro per la CRC.
During the drafting of the Report on the implementation of CRC, the CNDA carried out a review on the activities held for the third Protocol through consultation with  the regional Ombudsmen, civil society and professional associations. The aim was to collect data concerning the general audience, special operators and other professionals about their knowledge of the Third CRC OP. Several stakeholders were involved to this scope.
14. White Book "Media and Children" and other provisions related to access to information and protection from harmful material
The White Book “Media and Children” released by the National Authority of Communication in 2014 in collaboration with CENSIS aims at promoting a debate over the new challenges of the digital age tools and the media access and use by children as well as their parents considerations.
Moving from an overview on the existing literature on the matter, the products of the national public and private broadcasting, digital, satellite and cable providers are under exam; also the rules in force to access the new media by children and adolescents (digital, satellite, cable channels, videogames, Internet, electronic publishing and “enhanced tv”, IPTV, PVR, VOD, Mobile Tv, Web Tv) are analyzed.
It is a matter of fact that children enter into contact with media in the early childhood and that they assume a passive condition. This means a double responsibility for adults: on the kind of contact, attitude and access to the digital world; on the media contents, in terms of protection from dangerous images and on the same contents to be consciously used as a cultural means. On the other side it is also evident that the young generations ask to their parents to buy the new technologies, but the use of these tools is not accompanied by parents.
Young people aged under 14 surfs daily on the web by common pc or tablet; young people aged between 12 and 17 have a personal smartphone, pc and television: this could increase the risk of cyber-bullying and cyber-violence and the adolescents rarely refer to parents what they’ve experienced.  
As far as videogames parents do not know their classification and self-regulation (i.e. PEGI) and more in general both young people and parents are not aware about protection measures.
The most harmful tool is the television, with references to social networks and the Internet in relation to pornography, but young people consider other tools as the most dangerous such as cyber-bullying, harassment, insults. Scarce alarming are privacy violation, trade profiling, access to hatred and violent contents.
Several projects have been launched to encourage young generations to adopt correct web behaviors, in order to be safeguarded from dangerous activities such as gambling, pornography, illegal activities, copyrights violation, identity removal and falsification, data protection violation, the participation to discriminatory conducts and incitement to hatred, violence and cyber-bullying.

Italy is active partner of the CoE Campaign to counter incitement to hate online: the Department for Family Policies participates to the Technical Group created at the Department for Young Policies to involve young people and associations on this issue and to promote a correct use of social networks.

Italy takes active part to the Safer Internet Days, working in particular in schools with the contribution of Police Forces/Postal Police on this matter. In 2015 the Ministry of Education adopted the Guidelines against bullying and cyber-bullying, followed by a National Plan to counter act this phenomenon at school, allocating 2 million Euros, involving more than 16.000 teachers. The bill on this topic is under discussion.

The Consolidated Act of audio-visual and radio media services provides that when violated (disposing also for the adoption of an administrative fine), the competent Authority could provide for the temporary suspension of radio and television broadcasting from EU Countries, also in order to prevent, investigate, identify and persecute the offences. The same principle must be respected also in relation to broadcasting advertising.

The Self-Regulation Code Media and Children, signed in 2002, has been included in Act No. 112/2004 on the broadcasting system, converted into Unified Text/Legislative Decree No. 177/2005, as amended by Legislative Decree No. 44 of 15 March 2010 (Attuazione della direttiva 2007/65/CE relativa al coordinamento di determinate disposizioni legislative, regolamentari e amministrative degli Stati membri concernenti l'esercizio delle attività televisive).The Committee for the implementation of Self-Regulation Code Media and Children works in collaboration with the National Authority of Communication (AGCOM) and the competent parliament commission in relation to the Code, independently from the participation and the platform used. In case of non compliance with legislation in force an administrative sanction (from 25.000 to 350.000 Euros) could be assumed, and completed by the suspension of the concession or the authorization from 3 to 30 days, until the closure of the service.  Assumed that it’s up to broadcasting companies to protect children in predetermined hours, a filter mechanism (Parental Control) to protect children from dangerous images and inappropriate and harmful contents is operational: it is based on a secret PIN code hold by a parent who could block the access to programmes, jointly with audio and video alerts. Parental Control takes into consideration several factors as to children’s impact on the development of children: violence in all its forms, included its incitement; pornographic images and scenes; inducement or legitimization of behaviors in violation of fundamental rights (i.e. excessive consumption of alcohol and drugs, gambling). Moreover, it provides for alert broadcasting and advertising mechanisms (red/orange/vocal signal), useful to protect children. 

15. Actions to prevent and fight violence against children
The following projects are worth of mentioning:
-  projects on bullying and cyber-bullying in schools have been financed by the Department for Equal Opportunities and the Ministry of Health in the framework of the Eurosafe project (Tactics) 2011-2014 which have worked in particular on the dimension of “intentional injuries” which includes acts of bullying as well as suicide and maltreatment;
-  several initiatives of prevention and sensitization with students and/or teachers and/or parents have been promoted at a national level by the Ministry of Education;
 
- the Government has also established the "Week against violence and for the education to the respect between male and female”, which takes place annually in schools of all levels
;
- three members of the National Observatory on childhood and adolescence Save the Children Italia, Società Italiana di Pediatria (SIP) e l’Associazione Nazionale dei pedagogisti italiani (ANPE) have promoted the campaign against corporal punishments that was disseminated all over the country, in the framework of the European project "Educate, do not punish";
- the National Observatory against Pedophilia and Child Pornography has a specific research and dissemination section on bullying, also in relation to the Council of Europe "One in five" Campaign on sexual violence against children and to the underwear rule website (http://www.quinonsitocca.it/Default_it.asp);
- observatories on bullying have been set up in each Regional Education Office to act as an operational instrument in connection with the free toll number 800.66.96.96 located at the Ministry of Education, now absorbed by another service (1.96.96) and the Telefono Azzurro chat (http://www.azzurro.it/sostegno), financed by the Ministry of Education with a budget of 100.000,00 Euros;
-  initiatives adopted at the regional level concerning the prevention of violence and the development of concrete actions to support the victims
;
- 2011 Informative National System on accidents at home, financed and implemented by the Ministry of Health and the High Health Institute (ISS)
;
-  training and awareness raising initiatives for health personnel and teachers to assist children victims of violence and to monitor violence episodes
; 
- the Working Group on child abuse and ill-treatment of the Ministry of Health, in collaboration with the Associazione Culturale Pediatri, the Italian Society of Gynecology of Childhood and Adolescence, the Italian Society of Legal Medicine and of Assurances and the Italian Pediatric Society has released in 2010 the document “L'abuso sessuale nei bambini prepuberi. Requisiti e raccomandazioni per una valutazione appropriata”, as the result of a project to make the teachers aware about violence and child abuse, together with another publication - L’abuso sessuale sui bambini- Alcune indicazioni per gli insegnanti
, addressed to teachers in nurseries and primary schools; 
- the Department for Equal Opportunities has promoted several awareness raising initiatives addressed to school personnel, teachers and pupils on violence, bullying and cyber-bullying in four Municipalities (Bologna, Rome, Naples and Catania), involving about 600 teachers and 400 students. The project is developed into the following actions:
I – Information and training – pilot/practices on topics such as violence, bullying and cyber-bullying, abuse and sexual exploitation, addressed to students attending secondary schools – 1 level;
II – Promotion and awareness raising on topics such as violence, bullying and cyber-bullying, abuse and sexual exploitation, addressed to school personnel and teachers and public official in each regional school office;
III – Elaboration of an online FAD form to on line for remote training, for school personnel and teachers. 
The Department for Equal Opportunities at the Prime Ministers’ Office is in charge for the definition of strategic measures relating to child abuse and exploitation, with the support of the Observatory to counter child pedophilia and pornography. It was established according to Act No. 269 of 9 August 1998, art. 17§1bis and recently recomposed by Ministerial Decree of 30 August 2016 to launch the actions provided for in the National Plan to prevent and counter child abuse and exploitation through the creation of 4 working groups. These working tables are devoted to: Training and information; Prevention and countering on-line; Sharing and updating data; Projects and instruments for victims and offenders.

The aim of the National Action Plan against gender-based violence and stalking is six-fold: (a) Raising awareness in a broad, adequate and effective manner; (b) Ensuring and implementing a network of relevant anti-violence Centers and shelters; (c) Securing an adequate support for the victims nationwide; (d) Adequately training and equipping with the appropriate tools, all those social and health-care providers mandated to supporting victims and/or working in this area, with the ultimate goal of mainstreaming gender-based culture; (e) Envisaging a structured collection of data to better steer relevant policies; (f) Enhancing forms of assistance and support for women, victims of violence, and their children; (g) Broadly enhancing the level of protection by an effective collaboration with Police Forces. 

The Extraordinary Plan of Action against sexual and gender violence has ten basic goals: information and awareness in the community; the awareness raising of the sectors of the media; the promotion of appropriate training for teachers and awareness campaign with young people at school; the strengthening of service for assistance and support to victims, through the strengthening of the network of local services, women's refuges and support specialized centers; adequate training of all professionals who come into contact with victims of violence or stalking; strengthening the protection of victims, through greater collaboration between all institutions involved; the improvement, in all the national territory, of actions for interventions with the authors of violence in order to limit the recurrence of crimes; the collection of, at least annually, the data on the phenomenon, and the coordination of existing databases; the promotion of specific positive actions that take into account the competencies of the administrations involved in the sector; the definition of a structured system of governance among all levels of government, which is based also on the different experiences and good practices already implemented in local networks and at a national level. 

The themes of the Plan of Action concern also minors, in particular for the awareness campaign against violence and the prevention of domestic violence involving children: communication – the use of female images by media - awareness of society; education between genders; training of professionals entering in touch with women who suffer violence; social inclusion and recovery of women victims of violence; recovery / reintegration of men authors of violence; promotion of code pink in the hospital; collection of data. 
The database on child abuse and sexual exploitation is aimed to collect and harmonize data; monitoring specific criminal phenomena and their evolution; profiling victims and offenders; identify measures of investigation, reporting, countering, protection; identify priorities to support victims; encourage the rapid exchange of information. Data are collected from the Ministries of the Interior, Justice and ISTAT, also to be compared at the European level.

The second Programming Plan fixing the national action priorities for the prevention and fight against FGM reports indications provided for by CSOs, operating both nationwide and locally. The content of this Plan, shared with regional Authorities, under “The Agreement on how to share resources, purposes, modalities, including implementation ones, and monitoring of the relevant interventions system”, has been approved by the State-Region Conference on 6 December 2012. A 3 million Euros allocation has been envisaged for Regional Authorities in order to implement prevention programs. In the following fields: (a) Elaboration of innovative intervention models, by which to implement nationwide, a systemic action aimed at the social integration of women and children, victims or potentially exposed to FGM; (b) Ad hoc training courses, also with the aim to facilitate contact between relevant Institutions and African communities; (c) Awareness-raising and information activities. Within this framework, specific attention has been paid to the second area of intervention, namely information, education and training for relevant public and private care providers, also to equip them with the best knowledge, in light of international and regional indications. Following the approval of the above Agreement, twelve Italian Regions have already submitted relevant projects to combat FGM.
The 2011 Italian Department for Equal Opportunities to support pilot projects aimed at ensuring that child victims of sexual abuse and/or exploitation had as strategic aim was to promote interventions for child victims, characterized by the tendency to create a connection among all local operative and institutional resources. The initiative is highly innovative and represents the first institutional experience aimed at trying to fill the existing gap in this field. Under the Notice, 27 projects have been funded and implemented for a total amount of 2 million and 800.000,00 Euros.

As for the 2016 Public Notice in relation to the Extraordinary Plan of Action against sexual and gender violence, 12 million Euros were allocated. In January 2017 two Decrees of the Presidency of the Council of Ministers have been published concerning the Fund for policies on rights and equal opportunities, supporting Regions (31 million Euros), to open new Centres or to empower the existing ones, to support the labour inclusion of women victims of violence, to encourage their independent housing, to promote training with the operators working in the aforementioned Centres and healthcare personnel, to inform about gender violence.

Regulations that have concerned related cases such as domestic violence, trafficking, and all forms of violence against children are:

· Act No. 172/ 2012: several amendments have been adopted as far as the criminal framework and related procedures (see arts. 414 bis, 609-undecies, 461§6).
·  Legislative Decree No. 39/2014, transposing EU Directive 2011/93/EU: several compulsory requirements are needed: a certification about the absence of condemnation for sexual exploitation, aggravating circumstances for some criminal offences committed by a group, a person pertaining to a criminal association, with serious consequences on the child, by means covering the identity of the offender.

· Legislative Decree No. 24/2014, transposing EU Directive 2011/36/EU: Art. 2 has amended arts. 600 and 601 of the Criminal Code, so far promoting a stronger cooperation among competent institutions.

· Act. No. 119/ 2013; Act No. 77/2013, ratification of Istanbul Convention; 
· Act No. 108/2010, ratification of Warsaw Convention; Act No. 38/2009. 
The first National Plan against trafficking and serious exploitation was approved on 26 February 2016, providing for several measures to enhance the protection of all victims, children and unaccompanied children included. It has three key pillars: one coordination mechanism, an assistance and compensation programme, the cooperation with international bodies and countries. It includes also specific training for operators. The Plan aims at promoting multi-annual interventions to: adopt prevention and dissemination measures to focus on the phenomenon and targeted interaction with Countries of origin, encouraging communication and awareness on the matter; promote the emersion of the phenomenon to adopt an effective and coordinated response; develop adequate mechanisms to identify trafficked victims in short time (drafting of ad hoc guidelines); create a National Referral Mechanism; update and reinforce reception measures; promote multi-agency training; adopt Guidelines concerning the duty to inform victims about the release of the residence permit, the request for international protection, the care and psychological assistance, the free legal assistance, protected hearings, the support of psychiatrics during the child hearings. To implement the Plan a Cabina di Regia involving public and private multi-stakeholders.  

The National Plan of prevention and contrast to child abuse and sexual exploitation 2015-2017, with the contribution of all concerned Administrations and stakeholders, the Plan was adopted also by the NOCA on 28 July 2015. The multi-level monitoring action aims at identifying good practices of prevention, countering and assistance to victims, collecting data and information to detect relevant criticalities and needs, have an overview for the drafting of the next Plan. Beside the Plan also the Annual Report of the Prime Minister to the Parliament according to art. 17§3 of Act No. 269/1998 is worth of mentioning. Further relevant are the inquiry surveys produced by the Parliamentary Commission for Childhood and Adolescence on child prostitution in 2012 and 2016.

The Plan aims at protecting and support children as victims, in line with related Guidelines. It has two goals: assist children during and after the conclusion of the proceedings by civil society representatives and the establishment of a Registry to list the concerned NGOs; grant the listening procedure during criminal proceedings with the adoption of ad hoc Guidelines. Two further actions are included in the Plan: prevention of crimes, assistance and psychological support to children as victims and offenders by elaborating ad hoc Guidelines;

The Department of Equal Opportunities has also trained targeted personnel:

1) A path addressed to school personnel and teachers of all schools in Northern-Centre-Southern-Islands areas; 2) a path in labs involving students of secondary schools – 1 level; 3) a path concerning sport, in collaboration with CONI; 4) a path for tourism operators.

The National Plan is targeted also to some organizations to make aware companies at risk to be involved in child abuse and sexual exploitation, as well as media operators by means of platforms on safeguards or “abuse desk”, in accordance with the EU Digital Agenda.

The Legislative Decree No 212/2015 implement basic norms in matter of rights, assistance and protection of victims of crimes. This means that the support for children is granted in each stage of the criminal proceedings (preliminary investigations/protected hearing, oral debate/reiteration of the witness only for children under 16 when the facts and circumstances are different and if the judge considers that it’s absolutely necessary according to specific requirements). The President of the Court examines the minor, eventually supported by a relative or an expert, deciding if the protected hearing is needed. The proceedings are confidential if the victim is a minor and he could not receive questions concerning his/her private and sexual life (only if necessary to assess the facts). The diffusion of information/images about the minor is forbidden. Free legal assistance of the child is compulsory according to art. 609 of the Criminal Code.

16. Legislative Decree No. 142 of 18 August 2015, transposing Directive 2013/33/EU on reception of migrants seeking for international protection, and Directive 2013/32/EU on common procedures for the recognition and the withdraw of the international protection status
Legislative Decree No. 142/2015 concerns the recognition of the international protection status, in relation to the refugee status (1951 Geneva Convention, art. 1A§2), the subsidiary protection (Directive 2011/95/EU, art. 15), the humanitarian protection (Legislative Decree No. 286/1998, art. 5§6).
Arts. 17, 18 and 19 refer to children: accompanied minors, unaccompanied minors, international protection seekers and not. 
Art. 17 refers to UAMs as vulnerable persons to be properly assisted. Art. 18 reiterates the relevance of the principle of the best interest of the child according to UN CRC art. 3.
As for the first assistance, art. 19§2 ad hoc centres established by decree of the Minister of the Interior – in agreement with local authorities - host all minors for not more than 60 days, where identification and age assessment procedures are carried out and they are informed about their rights – included the right to seek for international protection. Also by decree of the Ministries of the Interior and Finance the reception measures, the structural standards, the services are established to give proper reception to minors. All interviews with minors involve psychologists and cultural mediators to investigate about the reasons and circumstances of his/her leaving the Country of origin and his/her future expectations.
According to art. 19§2-3 the local authorities or the Municipalities should provide reception measures for all minors (art. 19§3), the latter ones financed by the ad hoc Fund managed by the Ministry of the Interior.
Art. 19§4 forbids the placement of minors in Identification/Expulsion Centres or other centres.
Art. 19§5 provides for the Police forces to inform the competent tutelary judge for guardianship and to the Ministry of Labour and Social Policies – in charge for data collection and monitoring on UAMs presence on the national territory.
At present the activity of juvenile courts is under monitoring for the implementation of the Decree with reference to the appointment of the guardian, the placement in the above mentioned centres and the enjoyment of the right to be heard.
Art. 19§6 excludes the appointment of guardians or organizations whose interests are in contrast with the minor, so far encouraging the appointment of the so called ‘voluntary guardians’ (i.e. in Emilia Romagna, Veneto and Sardinia Regions). 

Art. 19 also sets the primary family reunification procedures, also through proper agreements covered by the National Fund for policies and services of international protection and with IOs and humanitarian organizations to implement ad hoc programmes to this purpose ensuring the best interest of the child and respecting personal data secrecy (In 2013 – 2015, IOM has carried out 1.155 family inquiries, upon request of local authorities. In 2005 they concerned children from Albania, Kosovo, Bangladesh and Senegal, or from conflicts and poverty conditions).

Finally art. 19§7 provides for timely investigations on the family of the child, thanks to ad hoc agreements with IOs and associations to implement programmes to this scope, granting the best interest of the child and his/her privacy.

The second reception assistance is granted for UAMs not seeking for international protection in the SPRAR system
 of by the local authorities, according to Legislative Decree 25/2008 (art. 26§6) and Act No. 190/2014 (art. 1§183). 
The Ministry of the Interior is in charge for monitoring this kind of assistance – also through the Prefectures, that could further be assisted by local social services to this purpose. At the same time the traditional monitoring on this system is performed by the Ministry of the Interior through ANCI (Legislative Decree No. 416/1989, art. 1sexies, converted into Act No. 39/1990).
In these temporary reception shelters first assistance, identification, age assessment, health screening, information about international protection must be guaranteed. The Coordination Unit at the Ministry of the Interior (created by Decree of 29 July 2014) is in charge for collecting and submitting all information to the MLSP, to be inserted in the Minors Information System, afforded by the financial resources of the Fund for UAMs reception. Local entities managing a SPRAR project must include in the database all information, comprising hosted persons, activities, services and must submit to the Central Service a monthly report.

Concerning policies for  immigration, the last 2016 Reception Plan has been developed according to data and analysis of the system itself. It contains the following priorities: diversification of  migratory flows towards EU, impacting on Italian reception; more strong relationships with EU after the adoption of the Juncker Plan (Italian roadmap, hotspot approach, relocation); the reinforcement of SPRAR system in collaboration with local entities in relation to seekers for international protection; UAMs reception and assistance system at the Ministry of the Interior; promotion of structural actions to cope with vulnerabilities (i.e. trafficked women and minors); involvement of seekers for international protection over all the territory; launch of projects funded by EU funds.
17. Survey "Essere ragazze e ragazzi oggi. La parola ai protagonisti”

In 2016 the Ministry of Labour and Social Policies and the National Centre of Documentation and Analysis for childhood and adolescence, has carried out a Survey on the well-being of children and adolescents, within the Coordination Working Table involving the Ministry and the 15 Municipalities (Bari, Bologna, Brindisi, Cagliari, Catania, Florence, Genoa, Milan, Naples, Palermo, Reggio Calabria, Rome, Taranto, Turin, Venice) ex Act No. 285/1997. 

The main targets have been the following ones:

- complete the present overview about the well-being of children and adolescents;

- collect information to suggest innovative projects and measures concerning children and adolescents;

- collect information to map well-being indicators at the national and local level;

- promote the right to participation and the right to be heard, in compliance with UN CRC.

The survey background is intended to investigate over economic, social and environment dimensions, according to principles of equity and sustainability, joining individual and social components.  The survey was also aimed at integrating the conditions of children and adolescents, at collecting data to innovate on projects concerning them, at collecting information to integrate the map of indicators of well-being at the national and local level.

About 200 secondary schools located in the 15 Municipalities and 12.000 students were involved. They received online a short questionnaire, including several questions on demographic issues, friendship quality, family relationships, leisure time, participation to associations, consumers' attitudes, drug abuse, life at school, thoughts about society and future, economic conditions, life in municipal areas, confidence in institutions, access to services. All the replies are going to be collected in an ad hoc report. At present very positive replies concerning the friendship, family relations and ordinary life of adolescents.

For the most part of young people aged almost 18, several criticalities have been perceived in relation to the political and economic situation, job opportunities, migration, poverty and scarce opportunities at large. In general terms 95% and 90% of adolescents attending secondary school, 1 and 2 level, are satisfied and happy for their life.

18. Training of Police and Carabinieri Corps on issues related to CRC

On the training  of  Police, as example, some specific projects were promoted by the Central Operative Service of National Police in cooperation with academia (University of Naples, Sapienza University of Rome) and NGOs (Association Differenza Donna): ‘S.A.R.A. - Spousal Assault Risk Assessment’ aiming at preventively identifying risk factors of violence within the family; ‘S.IL. Vi.A. – Stalking Risk Assessment (or Victims and Authors)’; ‘A.n Cri. (Attention for Victims of Crime)’ to collect good practices of Police Forces; ‘Mu. TA. Vi. – Multimedia Tools Against Violence’, to elaborate training programmes addressed to police forces acting in emergency support to victims of domestic violence.

For Carabinieri Corps, in terms of advanced training, several actions have been carried out. In 2011: Prevention and Investigation of Sexual and Gender Related Violence Course’ (CoESPU); Training and awareness on counter-trafficking for peacekeepers (OIM-TACTIK project, financed by the US Department of States and in partnership with IOM – CoESPU). In 2012: Workshops on prevention and contrast of gender and sexual violence. In 2013: Protection of Civilians, including Sexual Gender Based Violence (CoESPU); Formed Police Units Commander/Senior Staff Course, including International humanitarian law (CoESPU); Police, Civil and Military Relations Course including international humanitarian law and child protection (CoESPU). In 2014: specific training on gender violence, territorial workshops on stalking; ‘Train the Trainer workshops: Anti-discrimination & diversity and the other fundamental rights topics in police training’, co-organized by the European Fundamental Rights Agency (FRA) and European Police Academy (CEPOL); Training course to support the implementation of policies for the prevention and the contrast of discrimination of LGBT, in collaboration with the RE.A.DY Network of the Municipality of Turin; 2014 onwards: Gender Protection in Peace Support Operations based on UNSC Resolution 1325 (CoESPU). 

19. 1st National Action Plan on Business and Human Rights 2016-2021

The 1st National Action Plan (NAP) on Business and Human Rights 2016-2021 has been compiled under the direction of the Inter-ministerial Committee for the Humans Rights (CIDU), with the contribution of several Ministries, through consultations (also online) with experts, enterprises, trade unions and NGOs. The working group in charge for monitoring the implementation of this NAP will focus its attention to the promotion of human rights due diligence, in order to identify, prevent and mitigate potential risks and countering labour and children exploitation – above all in SMEs. Within this framework the Ministry of Economic Development and Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation have launched in 2015 and are committed on the UNICEF Business Lab project, which assists business companies in identifying risks and including children rights in their management and due diligence activities (among the business companies involved there are: Enel, Pirelli, Cooperativa Coop, MSC Crociere, KBMG, OVS. The goals are: be aware about contents and instruments to improve policies and include children rights in the companies’ management; promote the debate among different stakeholders; promote due diligence in the framework of Children’s Rights and Business Principles). 
20. Act No. 119/2013 - Listening procedures for offences committed against relatives and persons who live with children 

During preliminary investigations the Judiciary Police, the Public Prosecutor and the defendant, who have to receive information from the child, must be supported by a psychologist or an expert in child psychiatry to obtain the testimony as protected hearing through incidental evidence. During the proceedings the victim/witness aged under 16, already heard, could be heard again only if other and new facts have to be examined or if the judge considers it absolutely necessary according to specific requirements. The President of the Court is in charge to dialogue with the child, optionally with the support of a relative or of an expert in child psychiatry; if it is the case the President could also ask for a protected hearing in a different place (specialized settings or the house of the child). The declarations must be integrally recorded via   phonographic or audiovisual tools. The proceedings are closed when the victim is aged under 18 and questions concerning his/her private and sexual life are forbidden, with the exception of being relevant for the case. It is also prohibited to publish or disseminate personal information and images of the concerned child.
21. Preservation of identity
In the case of children whose parents do not want to be named, to recognize the children or let them abandoned, the public official must give them a name and surname to avoid the abandonment. Adolescents aged between 18 and 25 years who want to search for their origins could apply to the Juvenile Court, that evaluates the request and that give them to access to official documents, excepting when the information could harm their psycho-physical conditions and when the mother has decided to give birth namelessly. In the latter case the judge, upon the adolescent’s request, and confidentially, could ask the mother to revoke her declaration of anonymity (Judgment No. 278/2013 and No. 1946/2015).

22. Act No. 107/2015
Act No 107 of 13 July 2015, Riforma del sistema nazionale di istruzione e formazione e delega per il riordino delle disposizioni legislative vigenti provides for an integrated educational system 0-6; basic standards, personnel training and qualification; timely coordination; new role of Regions and local authorities; co-financing for school buildings management; planning and related financial measures; creation of network for early childhood.

More specifically the law provides for:

· reorganization, adaptation and simplification of basic training for teachers occupied in secondary schools, also including vocational training;

·  revision of professional training;

·  integrated school system for children 0-6 to ensure equal access to  education, care, relationship and leisure of children and to support parents’ needs; 

· the right of education at the national and regional level, granting LIVEAS and taking into account specific critical needs; 

· the access to school in the afternoon and the reduction of students’ quota per classroom; open schools and interaction with families and local communities;

· the promotion of the cultural heritage notions and materials; 

· skills development in the fields of active and democratic citizenship, intercultural education and respect for differences;

· Italian literacy and improvement of the Italian as second language for non Italian students.

· the adoption of evaluation and certification measures about students’ competences and examinations;

· the promotion of school inclusion for students with disabilities, enhanced through the role of teachers, their permanent support to students with disabilities, 

· the use of indicators for self-assessment and assessment of school inclusion, the revision of certification procedures and criteria, the revision of the territorial bodies working in the field of school inclusion, the insertion of compulsory basic learning for school personnel and teachers on school integration, the inclusion of vocational training for school personnel, the granting of homecare education for students with disabilities.

The law also envisages a Project/Path on turnover school-job consisting of learning/information courses at school or in the company, and of practical learning at work. It is very well structured, systematic and compulsory, being part of the teaching methodology and of the 3-years cycle learning offer, differently from the traineeship. Job opportunities can be carried out abroad and during the period of suspension of school activities.

Act No. 107/2015  demands specific requirements for specialist teachers 
 as well as the elaboration and adoption of indicators for self-assessment and school inclusion evaluation and the definition of criteria for the determination of the condition of disability. In paragraph 110 is stated that for next public competition only candidates who have an academic degree and a specific teaching certificate to support children with disabilities in kindergartens, primary and secondary schools could have access.

23. Department of Family activities’ on conciliation policies and economic support

Among the several activities implemented, it is worth mentioning:

- implementation of the “Family Audit” certification for family-oriented organizations at the national and regional level;

 - “Amico della Famiglia” Award, financed from 2008 to 2010 by the Fund for Family Policies for projects concerning families implementing best practices according to public and private entities, local authorities, companies and association family policies (the contributions were used for projects addressed to fight poverty and social exclusion of families. All initiatives awarded by the Department (371 in total) aim to support the family as a resource and crucial  element of social life, a place of education and care but also a place to  meet and socialize); 

- financing of new nurseries in the Public Administrations premises; 

- financial contributions for families (please refer to CRC/C/ITA/Q/3-4, §34); 

- emergency interventions to families living in areas affected by the earthquake in April 2009, concerning early childcare, elderly, families with one component (mother/child); 

- Credit Fund for newborn babies, managed by the DFP (For children born or adopted from 2009 to 2011 credit guarantees by banks and financial intermediaries are provided for (for a maximum of 5000 Euros, to be returned in the next 5 years). This measure was replaced in 2013 by the new Fund “Fondo per i nuovi nati” for low income families);

 - Convention “Consorzio Preferire la Vita” to support pregnant women and future parents.
24. Biennial Programme of action for the promotion of rights and the integration of the people with disabilities

The Programme was drafted by the National Observatory on the condition of persons with disabilities (OND), involving all organizations representing them to define legislative measures and policies.

The OND is a Body set up pursuant to art. 3 of Act No. 18 of 3 March 2009, chaired by the Minister of Labour and Social Policies with the participation of the Ministry of Health, with advisory functions and providing for technical and scientific support for the development of national policies on disability.

The key-actions as follows: - reform of the system of access, certification of the disability condition, social-healthcare; - labour and occupation; - policies, services and models for and independent life and an inclusive society; - promotion and implementation of the principles of accessibility and mobility; - training and school inclusion which provides for actions to improve the school inclusion as well as the reinforcement of territorial networks (school, educational, sport and cultural projects and initiatives); - health, right to life, qualification and rehabilitation; - international cooperation (written up with the contribution of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation).

In October 2016 the new Programme of Action has been approved and currently the final approval by the Government is undergoing.

25. Data on children with disabilities

From data collection in school year 2014-2015 pupils with disabilities were 86.985 in primary school (3.1% of all students) and 66.863 in secondary school (3.8%). At the national level in the same year 1.6 pupils with disabilities were estimated for each teacher in primary school and 1.8 in the secondary school . Regional differences are very clear. In particular, with regard to kindergartens (3-5 years), in school year 2014/2015 children attending preschools were 1.620.927 and,  among these children, those with disabilities were 22,319. The percentage of children with disabilities out of the total of children attending preschools approximates 1.4%, compared with 2.7% of the total share at all school levels. Data relating to the reception of disabled children in nurseries (0-2 years) are still very uneven for several reasons: 1) not all Italian regions have a monitoring and information system to detect them; 2) the nurseries have not reached a level of generalization as to accommodate all the children of families who apply but, by law, children in need (economic, social, cultural and disability situation) have precedence compared to the others; 3) often certifications of disability can also occur at a later time at this age.
26. Data on health of newborn babies 

As stated in the Agreement State-Regions of 16 December 2010 - “Linee di indirizzo per la promozione ed il miglioramento della qualità, della sicurezza e dell'appropriatezza degli interventi assistenziali nel percorso nascita e per la riduzione del taglio cesareo” one of the operational standards NICU indicates the presence of at least 50 infants less than 1500 grams per year and a catchment area of ​​at least 5,000 born per year. In 2012 in Italy the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit were 136; consequently the catchment area of ​​each center, on average, is less than 4,000 live births (Paese 2012-2013 report on the health status).
In 2011, 81% of deaths in the first year of life occurred for morbid conditions that originated in the perinatal period (56%) and congenital malformations or chromosomal abnormalities (25%). Among the perinatal conditions, neonatal respiratory distress syndrome is a leading cause of death. Among the congenital malformations, approximately 55% is represented by malformations in the circulatory system. Deaths associated with Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS) remain constant over time, represent approximately 1% of deaths under one year of life. In addition, the infant mortality rate in 2011 stood at 2.9 children per 1,000 live births for the children of Italian residents, 4.3 for foreign residents (ISTAT January 15, 2014 - La mortalità dei bambini ieri e oggi in Italia anni 1887-2011). 
The stillbirth rate in 2013 stood at 2.66 births per 1,000 births (CeDAP Report 2013). The deaths aged 1-4 years in 2011 were 294 (325 in the previous year), equivalent to 1.32 per 10,000 population in the same age group, with a higher incidence among males. In the age group 5-14 years, the figure is almost unchanged: 538 deaths in 2011 compared with 520 the previous year. Tumors and diseases of the circulatory system, in the age range between 1 and 14 years old, representing 38.6% of the total; considering only the tumors, however, the percentage is 31.3%, almost similar to the percentage found in the general population (29.9%). At the territorial level  data of 2010 continue to show a higher infant mortality in southern Regions than in northern ones: 3.9 deaths per 1,000 live births versus 2.9 for the North. The mortality rate in the age group 15-19 years is very low (2.5 per 10,000, or 712 cases in 2011), mainly due to accidental causes (2012-2013 report on the health status).

27. The Guidelines for the promotion and the improvement of quality, safety and adequacy of assistance in the birth process and for the caesarean section (2010) and in the paediatric-adolescent field (2016)

The 10 lines of action of The Guidelines for the promotion and the improvement of quality, safety and adequacy of assistance in the birth process and for the caesarean section (2010) are: 
1. health policy measures and accreditation; 
2. Service Card for birth path;
3. Territory-Hospital Integration; 
4. Development of Guidelines on the physiological pregnancy and Guidelines on caesarean section of SNLG-ISS; 
5.Guidelines Implementation Program; 
6. Development, dissemination and implementation of recommendations and tools for the safety of the birth path; 
7. Pain control procedures during labor and delivery; 
8. Training of operators; 
9. Monitoring and verification of the activities; 
10.Establishment of a permanent coordination function for the birth path.

The competent Committee (CPNN) has monitored the implementation of the Guidelines from Regions and Autonomous Provinces from 2011 to 2015. The CPNN has also prepared several documents such as the Charter of Services for birth path and Guidelines for activation in breast emergency transportation (STAM) and neonatal (STEN) and has contributed to the implementation and validation of guidelines on normal pregnancy (Implementation of the guidelines), guidelines on caesarean section and Manual on the assessment of the quality of maternity facilities System (GINS).
According to the Guidelines the training activities of the paediatric area should be directed towards clinical pathways aimed at integrating the territorial and hospital care, and action plans for the training of medical personnel and health professionals involved in the reorganization process in the network of paediatric care must be prepared, even through periodic detection systems of emerging training needs.

The Guidelines for the promotion and the improvement of quality, safety and adequacy of assistance in the paediatric-adolescent (2016) deal with the phase of transition from paediatric care to adult medicine. According to these Guidelines transition assumes characteristics of a multidimensional and multidisciplinary process, taking into account psycho-social, educational and professional needs, and focused on the patient and his / her needs.

28. Monitoring systems and data collection provided by the Programme “Guadagnare Salute: rendere facili le scelte salutari”

“Okkio alla salute”  has conducted five surveys (2008/9, 2010, 2012, 2014 and 2016; the 2016 survey is currently being processed data) that have seen the participation of all regions and the school system. This has resulted in updated and comparable data on the prevalence of overweight and obesity in childhood, as well as the style of life of children. 2,672 classes, 48,426 children and 50,638 parents have taken part in the survey in 2014 distributed in all Italian regions; the data indicate a slight and gradual decline over the years in the prevalence of overweight and obese children, an important element of assessment for the purposes of strategic planning.

“HBSC” - Health Behavior in School-aged Children has conducted two national surveys (2010 and 2014). The survey in 2014 was attended by 3,317 classes and a total of 63,148 questionnaires were collected, on a representative sample of students at the regional level. The 2014 data showed, compared to the previous survey in 2010, a decrease in the percentage of overweight children in all age ranges, and a slight decline in obesity. They also collected some data on dietary habits, sedentary habits and physical activity and alcohol consumption.

GYTS - Global Youth Tobacco Survey) has provided along with the HBSC data on the use of tobacco by students between 11 and 15 years of age. GYTS 2014 survey, as well as providing data on the prevalence of cigarette smoking and other tobacco products, explores five determinants of smoking: access / availability and price, exposure to passive smoking, cessation, media and advertising, school curriculum.

29. Initiatives developed by the Ministry of Health in the field of healthy lifestyle

“Movement in 3S - Promotion of  Health in Schools through the Sport”  in the school year 2013-2014, involved 101 experts in physical education, 103 comprehensive schools, 1,010 classes with a total of 18,310 children participating in the activities, corresponding to approximately 40% of the entire population of primary schools of Friuli Venezia Giulia.

“SBAM” (“Sport, Well-being, Feeding, Mobility, School”), involved the students of the third class of primary school, for a total of 737 classes in Apulia (out of a regional total of about 2,100 classes), involving 15,260 pupils (out of a regional total of about 43,500 pupils of third grade ), to follow up to the grade V.

Both of the aforementioned plans were carried out in connection with the National Plan for the Promotion of Sport. See Program Agreement of 30 November 2012 between the Minister for Regional Affairs, Tourism and Sport and the Minister of Health. 

Also the project “CONI-Young people” for promoting initiatives for healthy lifestyle and main sports addressed to children aged until 12 and vulnerable families has been realized in line with the agreement of December 2013 among the Presidency of the Council of Ministers, the Ministry of Health and the National Italian Olympic Committee (CONI). The project aims to guarantee the right to sport for all, to disseminate sport activities out of school for children health and well-being. Actions financed by the Ministry of Health have concerned a Campaign “Diventa il tuo atleta preferito” to involve students of primary schools and their social groups; printed and digital materials have been prepared and disseminated in classrooms in 2016-2017 school year, involving 15.000 students aged between 5 and 13, in particular those ones in economic constraints to access greedy to sport activities.
By Act No. 128 of 8 November 2013 and related measures smoking is forbidden in school environments to protect children. These measures involve: ban on the sale to minors of products of tobacco products of the new generation; ban on smoking in cars in the presence of children and pregnant women; ban on smoking in outdoor appliances of hospitals and the health institutes, paediatric or scientific as well as in outdoor appliances of individual paediatric wards, gynaecology, obstetrics and neonatology; tougher penalties for the sale and supply of tobacco products, electronic cigarettes and new generation products to minors; verification of vending machines, in order to ensure the correct buyer age detection; ban on sales to persons under 18 years of electronic cigarettes, already provided by Ministerial Order.

The National Project 2007-2009 to prevent the abuse of substances from young people was developed by the Ministry of Health to be implemented by Tuscany, addressing young people not aware about this kind of use. It has three key targets: to draft a prevention strategy with the involvement of institutional and not institutional stakeholders; to give correct information, to improve the perception about risks and to reflect on psychological motivations that push for the use of legal and illegal substances; to promote synergies and regional and intra-regional know-how exchange. See the good practice of Tuscany in this field, monitoring territorial networks, collecting data about implemented projects and giving information and communication on the web.

30. Efforts to address the most prevalent health challenges, to promote the physical and mental health and well-being of children and to prevent and deal with communicable and non-communicable diseases 

The previewed actions of the MoU between the Ministries of Education and Health in the field of integrated education and health assistance to students with chronic diseases and disabilities are the following ones: 

- to assure the finalisation of the resources available, also through the improvement of the diagnostic and organizational appropriateness, to a ready answer from the territorial specialized services for childhood and adolescence to the appraisal of children or adolescents needs and their family, and to the coordination of the sanitary and associate-charitable participations, for the definition, with the school operators, of school integration projects; 

- to favor the active collaboration of at least one professional figure in representation of the Health Office or a structure credited with the SSN for the formulation of the Individualized Educational Plan; 

- to assure the participations of rehabilitation out of school timetable, in accordance with art. 14 of Act No. 53/2000; 

- to assure a timely appraisal and a punctual distribution of instruments, finalized to personal and social autonomy, developing integration of technological resources from school and health service; 

- to favor initiatives of joint training of school and health personnel.

The Guidelines for the promotion and the improvement of quality and adequacy of assistance in development pervasive disorders, specifically concerning autism, approved by the Unified Conference on 22 November 2012 is a Plan of Action aiming at harmonizing planning, implementation and evaluation of quality and appropriateness of intervention for children and adults affected by autism, to consolidate services and facilitate the coordination of concerned areas.. 
Furthermore the National Guidelines for nutritional feeding rehabilitation  have been drafted and the national mapping of related services has been updated. The above mentioned National Plan also deals with the psychiatric shelters options related to adults, children and adolescents, in close cooperation with local services. From this Strategy three Agreements have been produced: Le strutture residenziali psichiatriche per adulti (13 June 2013); Interventi residenziali e semiresidenziali terapeutico–riabilitativi per i disturbi neuropsichici dell’infanzia e dell’adolescenza; Definizione dei percorsi di cura da attivare nei Dipartimenti di Salute Mentale per i disturbi schizofrenici, i disturbi dell’umore e i disturbi gravi di personalità (13 November 2013). At the Ministry of Health two working tables have been created concerning the control over the access to psychiatric drugs and the children and adolescents neuro-psychiatric and neuro-psychic disorders to review programming measures in force and services in place. 

31. Actions for the promotion of maternal breast-feeding
Among the initiatives carried out to this purpose:
 - the release of the document “Commercializzazione degli alimenti per lattanti: violazioni del DM 82/2009”, concerning the violations of legislation and of the International Code of Commerce of alternatives to maternal milk and provided information on related complaint procedures and sanctions. The yearly awareness campaign is focused on the National Conference on “Protection and support to breast-feeding” (the conference was attended by 300 people and 12 councilors and regional delegates introducing breastfeeding best practices adopted at the local level. On this occasion the new brochure "Breastfeeding - an investment for life" was presented, to be disseminated by several means.); 
- the release of the document “Promozione dell’uso di latte materno nelle Unità di Terapia Neonatale ed accesso dei genitori ai reparti” calling for the h/24 accessibility to Neonatal Intensive Care Units to promote the breast-feeding in particular among children with special needs; the ongoing mapping at the national and local level about the % of breast-feeding, to be complemented through the work of a technical table in charge for the evaluation of monitoring on exclusive breast-feeding and length of breast-feeding out of hospitals.

32.  Measures aimed at the school inclusion of migrant students

Projects of leaning Italian as a second language in primary and secondary schools have been financed for the school year 2015-2016. 
  The action proposed to schools with Ministerial Decree No. 435 of 16 June 2015, art. 2, for an amount of 500,000 Euros, was aimed at facing one of the main problems in the integration of foreign students: the students of recent immigration (entered into our school system over the past two years) with a focus on secondary schools of first and second level. In the call an intensive teaching intervention of the Italian language was included through a course or a workshop during school hours and language support outside school hours. More than 1,100 projects by schools or school networks were presented, and 170 were approved and funded.

Further actions, for an amount of 500,000 Euros, were aimed at addressing the issue of unaccompanied minors. The significant increase of UAMs, influenced by the increase in arrivals by sea, especially since the year 2013, has created new organization and teaching issues. The funds were divided among 11 regional education offices that had significant numbers of unaccompanied minors, on the basis of the data published by the Ministry of Labour and Social Policies in December 2015. The minimum requirement was the presence of at least five unaccompanied children in school or the network of schools, subject to the possibility of regional education offices to adapt the criteria on the basis of specific territorial needs. In total 60 projects were selected, of schools or school networks in 11 Regions. It involved about 800 unaccompanied minors. Both actions have been re-proposed in the school year 2016/2017, with particular attention to unaccompanied minors (1 million Euros).

2016-2017 project “L’Europa inizia a Lampedusa”, involving Italian and European students in secondary schools: it started with the visit of 200 students to Lampedusa Island on the occasion of the National Day in memory of victims of immigration (3 October 2016), to debate on migration. It is based on EU funds (670.000 Euros) through the FAMI Programme and is carried out in collaboration with Comitato 3 ottobre, a network of associations that promoted the celebration of the National Day in memory of the victims of immigration (Act No. 45 of 21 March 2016).

 The 2016 project “La scuola al centro” involved schools in suburbs to counter discrimination suffered from Roma and migrant second and third generation children by opening schools during the summer and providing them with programmes focused on non oral languages, artistic and sport activities.

Other actions include:

· The Guidelines for the reception and integration of foreign students (Note No. 4233 of 19 February 2014 implement the former 2006 Guidelines to cope with a different phenomenon, involving more the secondary schools (in particular technical and professional schools);
·  the re-establishment of the National Observatory for the integration and intercultural education, composed of representatives from research centres, associations, experts, Ministries, school personnel, in charge for giving advice and for monitoring over school policies for intercultural education; 2016 national survey on non Italian students (Ministry of Education) (The survey focused on the school inclusion and learning of children of migrants born in Italy to rebuild social networks, future expectations, school attitudes, relations school-families and foreigner adolescents as ‘facilitators’, also in respect of adults);
·  2016 national survey on foreigner second generation students (National Institute for Statistics and Ministry of Education); 
· Release of the publication “Diversi da chi?” from the National Observatory for integration and intercultural education, disseminated in schools by Circular of 12 September 2015; 
· Creation of the teaching course for secondary schools devoted to teach Italian.

33. Inclusion of students with disabilities at school

The 2009 Guidelines on school integration of students with disabilities, identify criticalities and proposals of action concerning several aspects and institutional actors involved in the integration process. All the school personnel has an educational role and a correct and precise individual planning for pupils with disabilities is needed, in collaboration with local authorities, health offices and families.
Act No. 170/2010 calls for the right of pupils and students with DSA an early and specialized diagnosis, assessing the type and entity, strong and weak components, targeted interventions by schools through individual planning, compensation, support and ad hoc evaluation.

The implementing Decree and the Guidelines for the right to education of pupils and students with DSA contain detailed provisions for individual intervention and evaluation.

State-Regions agreement of 25 July 2012 on diagnosis and certification of specific learning disorders provides that a standard national model of certification has been elaborated, so that it could be transmitted directly to schools.

Interministerial Decree adopting the Guidelines to draft regional protocols  are aimed at identifying preliminarily specific learning disorders. Since school year 2013/2014 activities for early diagnosis of DSA at school have been carried out. Regions and School Regional Offices sign MoU to this scope for a first year pilot phase in the primary school.

The Directive of 27 December 2012 of the concept of Special Educational Needs, in relation to ICF would like to deal with critical situations out of the former legislative framework to give more learning opportunities to pupils and students. 

Norms concerning the basic documents/certifications for school registration of students with disabilities have been adopted.  Furthermore they provide for school attendance in the secondary school for students with disabilities aged under 18 while for those aged above 18 without the final first level licence they have the right to attend the courses for adults at the Educational Centres, according to Act No. 104/1992.  

In relation to equality of validation for final exams and the release of the diploma,the tests are supported also with the use of technical equipments and didactic subsidies and of  every  other  form  of necessary technical aid. The provision previews new examination for pupils with disabilities, included the national INVALSI test, with reference to courses, to evaluate the progress obtained if compared with the initial learning conditions. The examination could be adapted by the Commission, if necessary, according to the individual educational planning. Privacy rules govern the outcomes of the examination, avoiding any sort of discrimination. For the final examination of the second level, it is defined by Ministerial Order, disposing for similar tests and using the same professionals that worked with the pupil during the school year. The Braille or other digital support – also expanded - should be granted.

Two Masters were financed by the Ministry of Education on DSA (70 Master at the national level with 7000 teachers involved), plus 26 Masters on specific disabilities and 14 Masters on autism. Compulsory training for teachers has been also provided for, according to Legislative Decree No. 104/2013, converted into Act No. 128/2013. Additional training and information for operators and teachers: see http://bes.indire.it/.

School projects financed by Act No. 440/1997 aimed at school inclusion, such as: innovative/pilot project concerning new teaching methods, also by means of the new technologies; complex situations due to network projects or projects involving schools, local authorities and associations; projects concerning good practices on individual planning and job opportunities, due to adequate school orientation; Territorial Support Centres development; training for teachers about integration and support to students with disabilities within the school and in relation to educational relationships; acquisition or empowerment of teachers methods to improve learning addressed to students with disabilities, in particular by means of the new technologies.

The Territorial Support Centres (CTS) are currently 107 on the national territory, mainly in the Provinces; they are located in schools and involve at least two teachers specialized in the field of new technologies. They support schools in purchasing and using correctly the new technologies and in promoting training and advisory teachers exchanges. A group of teachers work in a CTS on autism, together with professionals, to support schools upon request. The project has involved 13 schools, with the collaboration of associations working in this field and aims to give assistance also to families.

Act No. 104/1992, art. 13, defines also the role of the “ad personam” assistant, who works closely to the specialist teacher according to the Individual Educational Plan. Its functions are different from those of other school employees, due to the engagement in facilitating the communication with the students with disabilities, encourages his/her capabilities, mediates in the relationship with the classroom, promotes his/her participation at school and in teaching and educational programming, dialogues with the psycho-social and health assistants. 

34. Initiatives on human rights/civic education 
The 2015 MoU between the Ministry of Education and Cittadinanzattiva had among its goals the plan for learning activities and campaigns on civic education at schools are included to debate about safety at school and on the territory, counter-bullying, integration of persons with disabilities, right nutrition, voluntary activities, combating waste. The relevant campaigns are titled: Imparare sicuri per la sicurezza a scuola, “Pronti, partenza, gnam!” and Sprek.o and the “Vito Scafidi” Award for the best proposals on safety at school.

The areas of interest of social innovation projects are: a) promoting local cultural and artistic heritage; b) environment, landscape and creative regeneration of the urban context; c) nutrition, health and regional food; d) crafts, professions and productive capacity of land; e) sociability, integration, inclusion and openness to the territory.

Among initiatives related to the National Day for safety at school, the following are worth of mentioning:

 - project for life-labour conciliation times and for supporting families when schools are closed by providing them alternative summer activities, addressed to several age classes (0-18/19-36 months, 3-6 years, 7-11 years), and placed in primary schools, centres and oratories. Among these: recreational labs and pre-sport activities; labs focusing on painting, theatre and music; educational courses focusing on Italian language, English language and science education. Through the game children's cognitive, emotional, relational, social potentialities will be developed, especially for those  in disadvantaged and vulnerable situations;

 - projects in ad hoc spaces in areas at social risk where there are many migrant people, providing for the organization of educational laboratories, creative and sport activities. There are: fun activities based on the education to live together, respecting individual and cultural differences; school support activities; educational workshops in schools;

 - musical extra-school activities. Practicing music in groups promotes the expression of the individual, his/her cultural growth, mutual listening, mutual respect and collaboration; through this practice the children become actor, so far avoiding their early school leaving and bullying. The aim of these projects is to create places of real and virtual meeting that become opportunities to grow up, through innovative proposals that can also enhance the new languages of youth culture;

 - artistic activities aimed at sensitizing adolescents to respect public and private spaces, to distinguish between illegal and artistic graffiti, promoting active citizenship and legality as well as young aggregation according to common artistic interests.

35. Rest, play, cultural and artistic activities
Among the activities reported in the database instituted by Act No. 285/1997 the following are worth of mentioning:

 - project for life-labour conciliation times and for supporting families when schools are closed by providing them alternative summer activities, addressed to several age classes (0-18/19-36 months, 3-6 years, 7-11 years), and placed in primary schools, centres and oratories. Among these: recreational labs and pre-sport activities;

-  labs focusing on painting, theatre and music; educational courses focusing on Italian language, English language and science education. Through the game children's cognitive, emotional, relational, social potentialities will be developed, especially for those  in disadvantaged and vulnerable situations;

 - projects in ad hoc spaces in areas at social risk where there are many migrant people, providing for the organization of educational laboratories, creative and sport activities. There are: fun activities based on the education to live together, respecting individual and cultural differences; school support activities; educational workshops in schools;

 - musical extra-school activities. Practicing music in groups promotes the expression of the individual, his/her cultural growth, mutual listening, mutual respect and collaboration; through this practice the children become actor, so far avoiding their early school leaving and bullying. The aim of these projects is to create places of real and virtual meeting that become opportunities to grow up, through innovative proposals that can also enhance the new languages of youth culture;

 - artistic activities aimed at sensitizing adolescents to respect public and private spaces, to distinguish between illegal and artistic graffiti, promoting active citizenship and legality as well as young aggregation according to common artistic interests.

The 2016 MoU “School and sport” between the Ministry of Education and the National Italian Olympic Committee (CONI) provides for a stronger institutional collaboration to promote activities on the themes of sports in schools by identifying an activity plan for years 2017, 2018 and 2019 through national and local initiatives, besides the inclusion of a tutor to improve physical education in primary schools. In particular, the Ministry of Education and CONI have been committed: to support and implement the recreational physical activity in primary school through the extension of the project; defining yearly contents, methods  and financial resources of the school championships; promoting actions on sport also as part of the 2014-2020 PON funds to ensure maximum uptake of sport activities; define yearly the modalities of participation to events organized by the International School Sport Federation; contribute to sport weeks at school; contribute to support high-level student athletes; promote school-job experiences.

At the local level in relation to the use of public spaces to favour play and recreational initiatives, the Municipality of Bologna has approved on 19 May 2014 the Regulation on the forms of cooperation between citizens and the Administration to take care and to revitalize  common urban properties. In 2015 there were 57 local authorities approving similar rules about Municipalities management. The first agreements are on  the care and preservation of the green areas, streets, squares and arcades; protection of damaged walks; removal of the vandal graphics; sharing public buildings for the promotion of cultural activities; roads ordinary repairs; free course.

36. Measures adopted in favour of UAMs
Act No. 33/2017 gives minors information, legal assistance, cultural mediation, identification and protection, monitoring on reception standards, promotion of family reunification with parents in Italy or in other European Countries. This Act establishes: the full reception of UN CRC principles; a coherent and timely ruled framework for UAMs; ad hoc high quality reception shelters for UAMS; a monitoring system at the MLSP and an individual profile of the UAM to know him/her and to provide for the best accommodation; ad hoc social, educational and job opportunities measures while granting his/her right to education/health; age assessment mechanisms in compliance with international standards only when the minor does not have ID, so that social and health investigations are needed with the support of cultural mediators and with UAM consent/compliance options; the systematic use of the National Fund established to this purpose, in support to concerned Municipalities; the promotion of UAMs foster care, involving local communities for the appointment of voluntary ad hoc selected and trained guardians; UAMs direct participation in all decision-making processes concerning them.  

The National Fund for UAMs’ reception (FAMI) is an ad hoc Fund created at the Ministry of Labour and Social Policies according to Act No. 135/2012, for an allocation of 5 million Euros in 2012 (for 177 Municipalities) to 25 million Euros in 2013 (for568 Municipalities), 100 million Euros in 2014 (for 587 Municipalities), 80 million Euros in 2015 and 170 million Euros in 2016. These financial resources are completed by FAMI Fund, under the competence of the Ministry of the Interior (162 million Euros). The former resources have been translated under the Ministry of the Interior management since 1 January 2015. 
37. Pilot surveys over the RSC camps

In 2017 two pilot surveys were completed over the RSC camps at the national level and a general census in four Municipalities promoted by UNAR, ISTAT and ANCI
.

A pilot survey was aimed at improving the knowledge of RSC, with the support of the FRA Working party on Roma integration monitoring, UNAR, ISTAT and ANCI signed a MoU in July 2013 to carry out an information pilot concerning the RSC social inclusion in Naples, Bari, Catania and Lamezia Terme. NGOs involvement was essential to collect data from 62 direct sources.

The Survey on RSC camps of Cittalia- Fondazione Anci Ricerche and financed by UNAR has involved 738 Municipalities with more than 15.000 inhabitants. 516 camps were recorded, mainly in Lombardy (88), Emilia Romagna (88), Lazio (79), Piedmont (65), Tuscany (53), of whom 52,1% are little, 32% medium. The most concerned Provinces are: Rome (74), Turin (50), Reggio Emilia (42), Milan (23) and Modena (18). Recognized settlements are 48%, spontaneous and then recognized settlement are 15% and recognized camps are 36%: 52,1% are little, 32% are medium and 11 are big settlements, where several criticalities emerged for the 30.000 residents.

38. Children in conflict with the law, as witnesses and victims of crimes – Reforms and data

Bill No. 1352 is under discussion at the Parliament for a comprehensive reform of the juvenile justice system and measures limiting the personal freedom of minors, as well as penalties and sanctions for offenders aged under 18. This Bill concerns also the above mentioned young ‘adults’. It deals with the following structures: criminal communities for soft custody, hosting minors who have committed relevant social crimes (not more than 10 minors); sections for partial detention/freedom; First Reception Centres, hosting minors waiting for validation of detention; public or private communities, hosting minors and young ‘adults’ under precautionary measures to be host in communities or in judicial correctional facility houses (not more than 10 minors).

Another bill (No. 2284) under discussion at the Parliament concerns the reform of civil proceedings, including the establishment of ad hoc courts for family and personal issues in all Prosecutors’ offices and ordinary courts at different levels. At the municipal level dealing with juvenile justice case law; at the district level dealing with adoptions, UAMs and children seeking for international protection, harmful conditions, every other proceedings under the competence of the former juvenile courts for criminal, civil and administrative matters).

Data concerning minors in the juvenile system in 2016 are the following: 19.516 (17.177 male, 2.339 female), 14.599 Italian (12.969 male, 1.630 female), 4.917 foreigners (4.208 male, 709 female), in relation to the Country of origin - Romania, 990 (778 male, 212 female), Morocco, 777 (730 male, 47 female), Albania, 529 (503 male, 26 female), Tunisia, 238 (228 male,10 female), Egypt, 233 (229 male, 4 female), BH, 190 (85 male, 105 female). There has been an increase of Italian and foreign minors (from 14.744 - 11.772 Italian and 2.972 foreigners in 2007 to 20.538 - 15.913 Italians and 4.625 foreigners in 2015.
