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Review of Argentina

In spite of the efforts made since the UNCRC was established, the right to early childhood care and education (ECCE) in Argentina is still not completely guaranteed. There is great inequality in accessibility related to the socio-economic level and cultural origin of the family. There is also a lack of availability (in terms of affordability) in preschools and kindergartens (names of education centers defined by the 2006 National Education Bill), qualified educators, adequate buildings and enough educational resources. This is related to the insufficient budget allocation destined towards this level of education, which in turn affects the quality of the available offer (leaving a noticeable gap between different families’ socio-economic levels and among different regions in the country.) 
The right to early childhood care and education is closely linked to the right of every child to the maximum development possible (article 6.2 in the UNCRC), as well as the right to play, culture, leisure, and health, among others. The peak in childhood poverty levels has jeopardized the holistic development of boys and girls and their comprehensive well-being. Early childhood care and education (ECCE) is one of the fundamental strategies used in policies whose main goal is to ensure that young children can have full access to their rights. These refer to the services and programs that contribute to the survival, growth, development and learning of children, which include health, nutrition and hygiene, as well as their cognitive, social, emotional and physical development from birth to the start of primary education in formal, informal or other structures (UNESCO, 2010).
The Argentine government has made an active commitment to defend the right to education. However, early childhood needs to take a more central role in the public agenda, because it is the sector that has been the most left behind in the matter of human rights access.
In order to improve the situation of children and contribute from a place of current and historical context analysis of our country, it is proposed that the Argentine State reports on its commitment and plans to ensure the fulfillment of the right to early childhood care and education regarding the following areas:
a) PROVISION: What plans have been implemented to expand and create kindergartens and preschools? How much has the supply of educators increased? What measures have been set in place to ensure a quality ECCE?
b) FUNDING: What is the budget planned to be allocated in the next years to ensure the right to early childhood care and education? Has the Argentine government estimated the necessary investment to ensure this? Which indicators have been used for its review? (There are studies on this topic with projections to 2030.) What is the proposal to ensure that the necessary resources will be available for this investment? What actions related to tax justice are being planned to ensure that funding for the right to early childhood care and education is a priority in public policy?
c) GOVERNANCE: What strategies will be used to achieve the articulation of public policies for early childhood? Which plans were set in motion to have articulate work among the different sectors within the national and provincial governments to address the issues related to ECCE? Which governance and management measures have been implemented to ensure the “Educare” approach (general observation #7)? How was work carried out to optimize resources and integrate the actions done in different ministries and secretaries, taking into account that care, education, health, nutrition and protection are social practices that depend on each other and are necessary for the full development of the human being from birth? What action plan is proposed to boost efforts to face the inequality and exclusion that children suffer, which will go beyond government changes?
d) PARTICIPATION: For early childhood to be included as an absolute priority in the public agenda at all levels of government, that is national, provincial and local, it is fundamental that families, communities and civil society organizations get involved and have participation channels available. What strategies have been implemented and planned to strengthen the involvement and participation of families and communities in order to build and restore the sense of belonging, develop support networks and ensure an active citizenship from birth? What opportunities are offered for boys and girls to be heard with attention and their opinions to be taken into consideration by the adults responsible for their care and education? What is the place taken up by civil society organizations in the development of programs and projects, in their implementation and in the evaluation of the measures taken? 
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
