1. How many Roma children received the education

In Ukraine, the equal access to the quality education is granted for all children, regardless  of ethnicity. The statistics of education is not kept with disaggregation by ethnicity. 

2. Provide information about the revision of history textbooks and relevant plans to ensure the representation of women in the textbooks 

The textbooks, as well as the content of school subjects, are important as means of gender socialization. The content of educational historical material is based on the synthesis of cultural, civilizational and socio-anthropocentric approaches in the context of the global and European history. The students get acquainted with personalities of women who have left their contribution to the history of human civilization, including the Princess Olga, Lesya Ukrainka, Lina Kostenko, Maria Zankovetska, Solomiya Krushelnytska, Maria Primachenko, Kateryna Bilokur, Yulia Tymoshenko, Ruslana Lezhichko, Ada Rogovtseva, Olena Pchilka.

3. The plans to finance the antidiscrimination expertise of the textbooks not only from the state budget, but also from the private funds 

The legislation of Ukraine doesn’t provide for financing of antidiscrimination expertise of the textbooks from the private funds. The respective funds are included in the costs of textbooks that are issued at expense of the budgetary funds.

4. The issue of teachers' remuneration. Financing of the education 

Expenditures on education (general fund of the State Budget of Ukraine):
· in 2021:  UAH 139.2 billion (including UAH 99.6 billion for educational subventions (teachers' salaries));
· in 2022: UAH 153.7 billion (including UAH 108.0 billion for educational
subventions (teachers' salaries)),
- as a result of the armed aggression, the amount was reduced to UAH 130.9 billion (including UAH 97.2 billion for educational subventions (teachers' salaries));
- planned amount for 2023 - UAH 121.5 billion (including UAH 87.5 billion for educational subventions (teachers' salaries)).

5. The issue of girls' access to digital technologies 

The issue of creating conditions for reducing the impact of gender stereotypes on the  choice of  future occupation profession by girls  and boys, in particular by expanding girls’ opportunities to receive STEM education, based on the same content of   educational programs in all subjects, taking positive actions aimed at  increasing the  number of girls who study in specialties which are most in  demand  in  the labor market, as well as larger involvement of  men in teacher’s occupations, is proclaimed  in the  State  Strategy for   Ensuring Equal Rights and  Opportunities for  Women and Men until 2030  (approved by the governmental order  No. 752 dated August  12,  2022). 
Currently, the Ministry of Education and Science is communicating  about Ukraine's participation in the  Girls Go Circular project, funded by the  European Union and aimed at: reducing the gender  gap in the digital sphere, providing girls aged 14- 19  in the Southern and  Eastern Europe with opportunities to develop their digital and entrepreneurial competencies by acquiring knowledge about the circular economy. 

6. Access to education for children with disabilities. Inclusive education

Ukrainian legislation does not have any discriminatory norms regarding the education of persons with disabilities and takes into account the provisions of the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.
There are 25,279 inclusive classes in general secondary education institutions, while there are 34,934 students with special educational needs who receive education in the inclusive classes in general secondary education institutions 

Additional information: 2,069 schools have been optimized in Ukraine during 2017-2021.

In 2021-2022, 300 gender/anti-discrimination expertises were carried out (100% of the educational content, issued at the expense of the state budget). 
Including: 
2021 – 145 expertises: 1 expertise of a model curriculum, 144 expertises of textbooks for the 9th grade. 
2022 – 155 expertises: 141 expertise of textbooks for the 5th grade, 7 expertises of manuals for vocational education students, 7 expertises of textbooks for students with special educational needs.
