In 2012 a total of 10,399 women used women’s shelters. In 2013 the domestic violence support centres received 30,440 applications for assistance, and the Advice and Reporting Centre for Child Abuse and Neglect was contacted on 66,716 occasions.

Public bodies
The public entities have opened an advice and reporting point on every island. As a result of a pilot in 2019, an advisory and reporting structure has been set up on Bonaire, in which activities related to domestic violence and child abuse have been placed in the chain in collaboration with attention officers for domestic violence and child abuse. This pilot showed that an advice and reporting center with permanent employees was desirable in order to further develop professionalism and to better support families in which domestic violence and/or child abuse occurs. The advice and reporting point on Bonaire opened in July 2020.  

Saba and St. Eustatius started in October 2021 with an advice and reporting point. Professionals can currently go there for advice and reports of domestic violence and child abuse. Both public bodies are working on an advice and reporting point that is also accessible to citizens.

The figures of the public bodies and the advice and reporting centers of the islands are not yet complete because unambiguous registration is not yet developed.

Guardianship Council (Voogdijraad)
Parents are responsible for the education of their children, but this is not always possible for them due to family problems. Parents can voluntarily get help from family, friends or a professional counsellor. If voluntary assistance is not sufficient and the development of a child is endangered, the help of the Guardianship Council can be called in. The Guardianship Council's protective duties relate to situations in which the (physical) safety and development of a child are endangered.
Necessary measures can be taken, such as supervision orders and custodial placements. In an emergency, a child can be placed under acute provisional supervision and placed out of the home. A thorough investigation will then be conducted for a long(er) term solution for the child.

The table below relates to the number of requests for protection investigations received in 2020 and 2021. The Guardianship Council does not register specifically for domestic violence or child abuse; The figures below relate to situations in which the safety and development of the child are (presumably) at risk.

Police
Citizens who find themselves in an acutely unsafe situation and/or want to report domestic violence and child abuse can contact the Caribbean Netherlands Police Force (KPCN) in the Caribbean Netherlands. In 2020, the KPCN received a total of 87 reports (including reports) about domestic violence and 9 about child abuse. In 2021, the KPCN received 80 reports of domestic violence and 9 of child abuse.
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
