In safe houses in RS, based on the decision of centres / services on temporary care for victims of domestic violence, a total of 356 victims were cared for: 147 women, 130 girls and 79 boys, who spent 20,978 days in safe houses in RS. 

Number of perpetrators who have undergone psychosocial treatment is 82, of which 66 men and 16 women. 


3. Data for the Brčko District of Bosnia and Herzegovina

According to the BDBiH Centre for Mental Health, three cases of gender-based violence were recorded during 2018 and reported to the Police and prosecuted under the Law on Protection against Domestic / Family Violence in the BDBiH. In all three cases, psychological assistance was provided to all victim. 

In 2018, the BDBiH Basic Court pronounced 12 convictions for violence against women. According to the Prosecutor's Office of the Brcko District of BiH, one victim of sexual violence was placed in a safe house. During 2018, the Social Security Sub-Unit, Health and Other Services Departments of the BDBiH Government placed two juvenile victims of domestic violence, with the assistance of other protected entities (the BDBiH Prosecutor's Office and the BDBiH Police) in the Safe House.
