Examples of projects and programs targeting disadvantaged groups, including Roma, developed by the Ministry of Education
· “The National Program for parents’ education – Educate like this”, financed by Our Children Foundation and UNICEF, targeted parents of children aged 3 to 12 years old and aimed at improving the parental abilities in the benefit of children’s development and education. 
· “The National Programs for early childhood education reform”, financed by the World Bank (7.5 mil. USD), through the Social Inclusion Program, and by the European Bank of Development (105 mil. EUR), targeted children aged 0 to 6/7 years old in order to support the implementation of the Strategy for Early Childhood Education. 
· “All in kindergarten, all in the first class” project targeted children aged 5 to 8 from 420 disadvantaged communities with high risk of school dropout (Ministry of Education and RUHAMA Organization - 5 mil. EUR). 
· “The development of key-competences as premises for social inclusion” project focused on creating/testing/piloting and implementing an integrated educational program in order to increase the quality of the education system (Ministry of Education, Educating for an Open Society, 10 County School Inspectorates, Didactica Publishing House, Infomedia Pro, SC.KFB Consult SRL, ISSA Magyarország Nonprofit Kft - 18.4 mil. RON). 
· The project “Education, qualification and facilitating the transition to a working place for students and youngsters at risk or in a drop-out situation” aimed at the creation of the methodological framework of an integrated program designed for increasing school participation and initial professional training and for facilitating the transition to a working place for the target group (Ministry of Education, Educating for an Open Society, Step by Step Centre for Education and Professional Development, 10 County School Inspectorates, National College for Social Assistants, Ente Nazionale Acli Istruzione Professionale – Italy - almost 18 mil. RON). 
· “Roma Families get involved” project focused on developing a transnational methodology for working with Roma families to achieve their children’s success in education (Ministry of National Education, FSG, REF - 198,316 EUR).
