- Issue: Comfort Women (LOI No. 9)

- Recommendation: The Government of Japan must protect the honor of Japanese, 
officially declare denial of Korean girls’ enslavement 
1. Background    What is the “Comfort Women issue”?

Answer: False indictment against Japan
Currently a falsehood thrives in the international community that during the World War 2 Japanese Imperial Army enslaved over two hundred thousand (200,000) young Korean girls. Though at that time there were tens of thousands of comfort women, “enslavement” and “two hundred thousand” are factually totally baseless claims.
There are nations, organizations and individuals who insist the comfort women to be victims of sex slavery and thus demand the government of Japan to issue an apology and pay compensation. We call them hereinafter collectively “sex slaves” proponent.
What is the basis for their claims? Their answer: “Nothing other than stories told by self-proclaimed comfort women”.

Upon examination, their stories are found to be full of contradictions and none of the “sex slaves” proponent themselves had taken part in fact finding or verification.
Mr. Yoshiaki Yoshimi is a professor and a self-proclaimed leading authority on the subject. He might be the first writer in English on the issue. His book titled “Comfort Women, Sexual Slavery in the Japanese Military during World War II” was published by Columbia University Press in 2000, and might be considered one of the basic textbooks on this issue in the English speaking world. 
Mr. Yoshimi sued a parliament member for libel, because of the member’s denial of sex slaves which forms the core thesis of his book. 

His accusation was rejected by the district court on the 20th of January 2016. The delivered decision was that the sex slavery was an opinion (not a fact or truth), so not worthy of protection. 
 “Sex Slaves” is therefore not supported factually, academically or judicially, but supported only by stories of claimers themselves. If we blamed others based only on a claimer’s story, the perjury would not exist in this world.
2. Concern    Irresolute Government of Japan
People in Japan and Japanese living abroad are exposed to the dangers of physical attack and mental torment by the proponent of sex slaves, because the government has not explicitly denied the enslavement. Instead the government issued the statement that was construed to be the admission of guilt, and to be collectively and unjustly labeled child rapists, slave hunters, etc. Such false construe is a stab into the heart of every Japanese.

We concede the government did not acknowledge the enslavement, however it is egregious error for the government to continue to compromise politically and diplomatically as it has done so in the past with the government of Korea on this issue.
3. Recommendation  What we expect from the government of Japan

  The primary duty of the government is to maintain the land and protect its people’s well-being and that should include not only the body and property but also the very heart of Japanese. The government of Japan must make an official declaration to explicitly deny the enslavement.
