Background:
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Quality of Life Association originally formed as a project of World Education with three staff who had interned. In 2009, received funding to open a separate office with a visitor center in Phonsavanh, Xieng Khouang Province with the goal of registering as a non-profit association (NPA). In 2011, QLA established the membership of 50 people with disabilities, elected Board of Directors, and successfully registered that year. In 2015, QLA reviewed its strategic plan with 6 strategic objectives (inclusion, increased access to health, education and livelihoods, funding plan and QLA capacity development. Until 2020, QLA worked only in Xieng Khouang Province but in 2020, received authorization by the Ministry of Home Affairs as a national organization.
Vision:
UXO survivors, family members and people with disabilities and poorest people have access to the medical and rehabilitative treatment they need and all QLA’s target group members have a new quality of life from their full and equal social and economic inclusion in their communities.
Mission:
To advocate for the empowerment of UXO survivors, people with disabilities and poorest people to co-ordinate medical, psychosocial, rehabilitative, education and livelihood & development programs to achieve social and economic inclusion of QLA’s target group and their quality of life.
