REPORT ON BRAZIL FOR THE COMMITTEE ON THE ELIMINATION OF DISCRIMINATION AGAINST WOMEN (CEDAW) 88th SESSION

1) About the CNDH 
The National Human Rights Council (CNDH), created by Federal Law No. 12.986/2014, is a collegiate body of equal composition that aims to promote and defend human rights in Brazil through preventive, protective, reparatory and sanctioning actions of conduct to situations of threat or violation of these rights, provided for in the Federal Constitution and in international treaties and acts ratified by Brazil. 
It is a collegiate body of equal composition between public institutions and civil society entities, 11 from public institutions and 11 from civil society and social movements. Among the public institutions that integrate  its important to mention that there are representatives of the Executive Power, the legislative and the judicial system, including Public Defender and Public Prossecuter. 
The CNDH is responsible, among other duties, for supervising and monitoring public human rights policies and the national human rights program, and may suggest and recommend guidelines for their implementation. It is also up to the CNDH to give an opinion on normative, administrative and legislative acts of interest to the national human rights policy and to prepare legislative proposals and normative acts related to matters within its competence, and to monitor administrative and judicial proceedings that are directly or indirectly related to serious human rights violations. 

It acts as an advisory body to the Brazilian government and works to ensure that human rights are upheld and respected in various sectors and policies. The Council works with public institutions, NGOs and civil society groups to gather information and insights on human rights issues and to promote a broader dialogue on these issues.
In view of the legal powers established to the CNDH, that collegiate sends contributions to the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW) 88th Session. 
2) Methodology for preparing the report
The written information presented to the Committee on some of the provisions of the International Covenant were based on reports and documents that the HUman Rights Council has produced during part of the revised period and available at: https://www.gov.br/participamaisbrasil/cndh. 

Besides, the information below is also the result of a Public Hearing, held by the CNDH on 18.03.2024, to foster dialogue between different public institutions and civil society, took place after a formative moment on CEDAW aimed at social organizations and women's movements, and facilitated by UN Women, the UN High Commissioner in Brazil and CLADEM.
3) General information about women's rights and discrimination in Brazil (Articles 1 and 2)   

In a public note for International Women's Day in 2023,
 the CNDH records newspaper headlines that highlight serious data about the situation of women's rights in Brazil and then points out that
: 
Gender-based violence threatens and violates several human rights of women, as portrayed in today's newspapers, whether in the field of security, health, sexual and reproductive rights, the world of work, the right to the city, decent and adequate food, between others. We need to rebuild rights and expand guarantees, especially for black women, LBTI+, indigenous women, riverside quilombolas, women with disabilities, women from the countryside, the forest and the city.

The achievement of women's human rights is a long and continuous journey. Today, several actions for gender equality were announced by the Federal Government, among which we highlight: policies for the construction of daycare centers to facilitate the participation of women mothers in the job market; the ratification of international conventions that ensure the fight against violence that affects women in the job market; the construction of 40 new Casa da Mulher Brasileira units in municipalities with smaller populations and the resumption of the National Pact to Combat Feminicide.

The measures listed above are urgent and necessary so that Brazilian women have the full right to life, work, decent housing, the city and its territories, adequate food, education, freedom of expression, sexual, reproductive and political right.

For this reason, the CNDH urges this Committee to ask the Brazilian State during the CEDAW review process about the progress and implementation of each of the mentioned public policies.

Regarding the production of data regarding women's rights, contributions presented by the Gender Sector of the Landless Workers' Movements emphasize the absence of data on domestic violence in the countryside, as well as the absence of data on sexual violence in the countryside.
Given this reality, data collection work/diagnostic research is necessary for this survey, in addition to focusing mainly on health professionals for registration and notification. Thus, having at least some data makes it possible to broaden the view of public policies.
4) Participation in politics and public life (Articles 7 and 8)
Regarding Gender and Race Political Violence in Brazil, the CNDH warned, through CNDH Public Note no. 20/2021,
 to “the need to establish protective measures and prevent the growing processes of political violence against female candidates and parliamentarians, mostly black, cis and trans women, democratically elected, who daily harm the exercise of political rights and democracy in Brazil”. Furthermore, it brought relevant data and analyzes about the phenomenon and necessary measures to combat it: 

It is worth highlighting that the problem of political violence in the country is historical and has structural roots reflected in our society. Political rights are fundamental rights, and promoting their free exercise is the duty of the State and all other actors participating in the Brazilian political system. This violence has been used as an instrument to obtain and maintain power, barring the access of under-represented groups, mainly black and LBTI+ women, to spaces of power and decision-making, attacking the legitimacy of their demands and political agendas.

[...]

In the last elections, in 2020, we observed acts of electoral and political violence in Brazil reach alarming rates, when it was possible to record at least one episode of political violence every two days. This phenomenon is not restricted to election years, to some parties and certain states. It is widespread violence and its main objective is to prevent representatives of groups, already underrepresented in decision-making spaces, especially black women and transvestite and transsexual women, from accessing these spaces. Research carried out in 2020 by the organizations Terra de Direitos, Justiça Global and Instituto Marielle Franco, in addition to denouncing the increase in this violence in recent years, brought elements of analysis of these episodes that still do not receive due attention from the Brazilian State, representing a high degree of threat to the life, physical integrity and free exercise of political rights of political agents in Brazil, especially black women, transvestites and transsexuals.

According to a survey carried out by the Marielle Franco Institute during the 2020 elections in Brazil, 98.5%, that is, almost 100% of black candidates participating in the survey reported having suffered at least one type of political violence. The main violence highlighted in the research was virtual, representing 80% of the total attacks suffered, which is explained since the 2020 electoral campaign took place mostly in a virtual environment. The attacks involve threats and insults of a racist, sexist, sexist and transphobic nature, which also include episodes of religious racism, aimed at black candidates who practice religions of African origin, and religious hatred, aimed at transsexual women and transvestites.

The survey carried out by the National Association of Transvestites and Transsexuals (ANTRA) with transgender candidates across Brazil in the 2020 elections found that around 50% of them were direct victims of threats, including death threats, invasions of their private environment, work and political spaces. Additionally, 38% faced online attacks and 12% direct physical violence.

According to the survey, the virtual environment was marked by “transphobic insults, intimidation that inferiorizes the trans condition as disabling for political positions, transphobic racism, delegitimization of the victims’ gender identity, malicious comments about the transition and physical attributes, dissemination of fake news degrading candidates and coordinated invasions of virtual campaign activities in order to harm their progress, creating an unsafe environment and, in some cases, interruption due to virtual security issues”.

Observing that a significant proportion of black, transsexual and transvestite women candidates and parliamentarians identify themselves as human rights defenders with trajectories of struggle and social transformation is essential to think about what solutions and changes are necessary to guarantee the protection of these women's lives.

Spaces for political participation and the guarantee of human rights have been under constant attack throughout the current government, through closures of spaces and/or budget cuts, causing processes of inefficiency in the execution of protection policy. Several states do not yet have a protection program and there is no specific protection protocol for representatives of elected positions. Political parties also need to make great strides to ensure responses to this phenomenon. Training, debate, resources and serious public policies are needed to combat political violence.

It is up to the Brazilian State to provide mechanisms that guarantee the right to free political exercise for black women publicly, as these activists and human rights defenders need psychological, physical and financial conditions to maintain their trajectories in defense of human rights and political life in the national scene. 
Other CNDH statements that contain relevant data on the phenomenon, in addition to recommendations, are the following:

5) Visibility of the Convention
At the end of 2023, the CNDH received from Coletivo RPU Brasil a document called “Coletivo RPU Brasil on the 4th. Cycle: Civil Society Participation in National Human Rights Implementation and Monitoring Mechanisms”.

This is a relevant document - which is why it is brought to the attention of this Committee - which consolidates the reflections and proposals of an active and representative national collective formed by 38 organizations regarding the implementation and monitoring of recommendations and decisions made by International Mechanisms of Human Rights, just like this Committee.

Below are some excerpts from the document:

It is not enough for States to receive Special Procedures or report periodically to the Treaty Bodies, it is necessary that all actions are carried out in an organized and procedural manner. It is through the establishment of a national process/mechanism that the action of States in the international system will be guaranteed in a continuous manner - regardless of changes in government -, with an effective impact on domestic human rights policies and with the guarantee of social participation in all the steps.

Furthermore, this type of structured monitoring allows the organization to be optimized among the dozens or hundreds of recommendations received annually from UN bodies and mechanisms (Special Procedures, Treaty Bodies and Universal Periodic Review) and, also, the recommendations coming from the system region that our country is part of - the Inter-American System.

Finally, the suggestions consolidated by the RPU Brazil Collective for a National Reporting and Monitoring Mechanism for Brazil, with which this National Council agrees and subscribes as a good institutional path to expand knowledge about international human rights protection mechanisms and the degree of implementation of its recommendations. Read:

- The OHCHR recommendations for an effective Mechanism must be observed, as well as the 4 capabilities explained above must be promoted, in accordance with the country's reality and valuing existing good practices and partnership possibilities. In all the items mentioned, we suggest actions that are already underway and that we believe should be taken into consideration by the State;

- Although some States have valuable experience in building National Mechanisms, it is necessary for Brazil to structure its own taking into account its particular context and its own capabilities;

- That the National Mechanism is not restricted only to the construction of a data collection platform for preparing reports, but also serves as a starting point for the construction of public policies and indicators to monitor their implementation;

- It is essential that a future Brazilian Mechanism is formally established in order to provide it with the greatest possible security and legitimacy. In other words, a legal structure is necessary to create and maintain it, not being subject to the political will of governments to structure and maintain it. As well as having its own resources and personnel, ensuring the continuous development of its tools and continuity of work;

- Finally, for a Brazilian Mechanism to be built, broad social participation is necessary. We understand that there are several actors already involved in the topic for several years and that they should be called upon to dialogue at all stages of the Mechanism's design, as well as its continuity and maintenance. 

6) National Institution of Human Rights (Article 2º) 
a) Accordance with the Paris Principles 

In 2014, Brazil approved Law No. 12,986/14, which converted the former Council for the Defense of Human Rights (CDDPH) into the National Council for Human Rights. The law was instituted to conform the Council to the Paris Principles. 
In fact, from a legal point of view, the CNDH has prerogatives in line with the Paris Principles. Thus, in accordance with art. 2nd of the aforementioned law, the mandate of the CNDH is broad and national in scope. The CNDH has no restrictions on acting only with demands within the jurisdiction of the Federal Court. Among the responsibilities of the CNDH is precisely the issuing of recommendations and resolutions, in accordance with art. 4th, IV, of Law No. 12,986/14. CNDH recommendations always make reference to International Human Rights Law.

The CNDH cooperates in the preparation of reports that must be delivered by States to United Nations bodies and collaborates with the universal, regional and national system. The CNDH has a commission called the Permanent Commission for Monitoring and Actions in the Implementation of International Obligations in the Matter of Human Rights (art. 23, IX, of the Internal Regulations). An extraordinary meeting was even held to discuss the Brazilian State Report for this CEDAW Committee.

The CNDH has among its responsibilities the promotion of education in rights and the encouragement of training in human rights, in accordance with art. 4th, X and XI, of Law No. 12,986/14.

The CNDH publicizes human rights and work against discrimination, in addition to increasing public information through the press and awareness campaigns.

The members of the CNDH are chosen to guarantee pluralistic representation. To this end, it is recommended to have the participation of civil society organizations, experts, congressmen, among others. Its composition is quite plural with 11 representations from civil society (art. 3, II, of Law 12,986/14). It also has congressmen and experts in different areas.

Despite the CNDH's legal compliance with the Paris principles, the Brazilian government made no progress in providing the Council with a budgetary and personnel structure compatible with the exercise of an NHRI's missions.
b) UPR recommendations 

It is important to highlight that during the last Universal Periodic Review of Brazil before the UN Human Rights Council, the following recommendations were made regarding the INDH, which were accepted by the Brazilian State:

7.3 Strengthen the National Human Rights Council and align it with the Paris Principles (South Africa);

7.4 Ensure compliance of the National Human Rights Council with the Paris Principles (Iraq);

7.5 Adapt the functioning of the National Human Rights Council to the Paris Principles (Benin);

7.6 Intensify efforts to ensure that the National Human Rights Council fully complies with the Paris Principles, in particular by strengthening its administrative independence (Djibouti);

7.7 Align the National Human Rights Council with the Paris Principles (Zambia);

7.8 Take further steps to strengthen the administrative independence of the National Human Rights Council (Georgia). 

Finally, it is worth recording some notes made by the RPU Brasil Collective regarding the Brazil review process, RPU Brasil Collective Position Letter: Recommendations Taken Note during the 4th Cycle of the RPU (2022):
  

The last cycle of the RPU coincided, almost in its entirety, with the management of the federal government (2019-2022) in which public human rights policies were converted into anti-rights, anti-indigenous, anti-quilombola, anti- -women and LGBTs, anti-democratic, in addition to the blatantly refractory character to social and political participation, expressed in the narrowing of spaces for consultation on public policies and decision-making and in the closure of 650 participatory councils.

Law No. 12,986/2014 was born as a demand from social movements committed to the fight for citizenship and the affirmation of human rights, it was processed in the Brazilian Parliament for almost two decades and was included in the third National Human Rights Program (PNDH3) - a program created by a long process of dialogue and the resolutions approved at the 11th National Conference on Human Rights, established by Decree nº 7,037, of December 21, 2009, whose inaugural action established “support, together with the Legislative Power, the institution of the National Council for Human Rights , equipped with human, material and budgetary resources for its full functioning, and carry out its accreditation with the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights as a 'Brazilian National Institution', as a first step towards the full adoption of the 'Principles of Paris'”.  

In this very adverse context, the National Human Rights Council, whose operation was preserved due to its legal provision (Law nº 12,986, of June 2, 2014), represented one of the few institutional spaces within the scope of the federal executive branch committed to the promotion and protection of human rights. The CNDH was a space of resistance to the anti-rights agenda in force at the time and played a very important role in echoing rights violations during the period, being, for some segments of the Brazilian population, the only institutional space open to their demands and needs. 
7) Gender-based violence (Article 2) 
In Note nº 02/2023,
 the CNDH records the following data on gender-based violence in Brazil:

According to a survey by the Brazilian Public Security Forum, between 2019 and 2021 alone, Brazil registered 3,998 women victims of feminicide. In the year 2022, in the states monitored by the Security Observatory Network (Bahia, Ceará, Maranhão, Pernambuco, Piauí, Rio de Janeiro and São Paulo) 495 cases of femicide were catalogued, around 75% of which were committed by partners and/or or former partners of the victims. Although these are already very impressive numbers, we know that femicide is still an underreported qualifier, that is, there are countless women killed due to gender that are made invisible in official statistics. Many categories existing in the Latin American protocol model for investigating violent deaths of women for reasons of gender are not even used and, in this way, the State fails to count cases of transfeminicides, lesbicides, connectional femicides, among others. The dismantling of public policies that support the fight against violence against women, the attempt to assign blame to victims of violence, the slowness of justice and its ineffectiveness in investigating feminicides, the lack of investment to guarantee access for threatened women to a safe and continuously functioning reception network are some of the reasons why the State becomes condescending towards violence committed against women.

During the period reviewed, the CNDH received numerous reports of sexual violence against women in the context of medical care, in the workplace in public and private companies.
 Associated with this, recent information shows a 200% increase in the number of labor actions citing sexual harassment in the country.

According to the CNDH, the complaints received reveal violations of women's human rights that do not consist of isolated facts but arise from a sexist culture that still prevails in our society and that needs to be addressed with actions from public authorities and civil society.

In this sense, “one of the strategic areas for combating violence against women is education, and in this sense it is essential to strengthen initiatives in favor of gender equality, within the scope of education and culture, in accordance with the Federal Constitution, the Education Guidelines and Bases Law and the III National Human Rights Program”. (Public Note nº 30/2022)

a) Rural women - Access to health in case of violence 
In relation to women's access to health and social assistance in cases of violence, the contributions presented by the Gender Sector of the Landless Workers' Movements in a public hearing held by the CNDH show that there are obstacles and restrictions to women's access to public service facilities, making it necessary to decentralize service structures to reach rural women.
8) Women and Health (Article 12)
Below some of the position of the CNDH about the right to health of women and children: 
Recommendation No. 29, of August 5, 2021 - Recommends the adoption of measures to guarantee access for women and girls to assistance services for the legal termination of pregnancy via telehealth/telemedicine. 
 
Recommendation No. 21, of June 11, 2021 - Recommends the adoption of measures relating to Ordinance No. 13, from the Secretariat of Science, Technology, Innovation and Strategic Inputs (SCTIE) of the Ministry of Health, which made public the decision to incorporate the implant subdermal etonogestrel, in the prevention of unplanned pregnancy in specific groups of women, within the scope of the SUS.
 
CNDH Note nº 25/2022 - In defense of reproductive and sexual rights: women who depend on the state are suggested to “endure” for the sake of the happiness of others, even when they are still children.
 
Recommendation No. 40, of October 6, 2022 - Recommends the adoption of measures to guarantee the right to legal abortion and to protect against sexual and gender-based violence, especially that committed against children and adolescents.
  
9) Right to health - Impact of the COVID-19 pandemic – Insufficient information regarding COVID-19 (Articles 1 and 2)
The information provided by Brazil to Internacional Mechanisms about the pandemic is incomplete and does not portray the truth of the facts embodied in the tragedy of more than 700,000 COVID-19 deaths. The criminal administration of the pandemic operated under the presidency of Jair Bolsonaro was taken to international instances and, internally, contrary to what was informed, the successive and repeated determinations of the STF under ADPF 709
 were not satisfactorily met by the Brazilian government. In addition, the report of the “CPI of the Pandemic” indicates the set of actions taken by the then government to deny the seriousness of the health crisis and, with it, stimulate the production of mass deaths and sequelae. 

Despite the efforts of subnational entities and also the Legislative Branch and the Judiciary, the decision-making criteria for the conduct of public policies in the context of a pandemic went beyond the International Criminal Court (ICC)
. Although none of the representations have reached institutionally relevant stages in the ICC, it is important to note that there is a constant variable in the different approaches to the problem: the absence of criteria based on the parameters of International Human Rights Law for the protection of life and health. 

The pandemic in Brazil was marked by “the growth of femicides, domestic violence and the overload of domestic work and care weighs on the shoulders of women, especially black women; institutional racism in access to resources, rights and services, especially treatment and health care, reveals the disease's relentless lethality among the black population; the invisibility and lack of response from the responsible institutions regarding the seriousness of the spread of the disease among the prison population points to a silenced tragedy in the prison system; the alarming underreporting of cases, difficulties and denial of access to treatment and examinations increase the problems faced by traditional, indigenous and quilombola peoples and communities in combating the disease; The food crisis and the increase in the number of people exposed to poverty compromise the survival conditions of a significant portion of the population”.

The management of the pandemic in Brazil, as well as the social effects left behind, must be the subject of in-depth analysis by this Committee. Furthermore, considering that the pandemic unequally affected and penalized people belonging to different social groups, worsening the abysmal inequalities produced by patriarchy, racism, ethnocentrism and the capitalist exploitation of work and nature, it is essential that in the moment after the health crisis , the most affected groups are prioritized by public policies for reparation and access to rights.

10) Territorial protection and guarantee of rights for rural women (Article 14)
Both in Brazil's review of the ICCPR and the ICESCR, the CNDH has emphasized that land regularization and guaranteeing territorial rights play a fundamental role in access to other rights such as education, health, housing and basic sanitation. In the same sense, in demarcated, titled or regularized territories, rates of violence against defenders and communities are lower.

Territorial protection has, therefore, a direct impact on the protection of the lives and personal integrity of rural women – indigenous, quilombolas, peasants, etc - as well as being an instrument to overcome the unequal access to a series of economic rights. , social and cultural.
a) About the budget cut in the public land regularization policy
In 2022, the CNDH expressed, through CNDH Public Note No. 05/2022, concern about the abrupt cuts promoted by the then federal government in the budget allocated to quilombola land regularization, indigenous policy and agrarian reform policy, from which extracts the information presented below.
 

From 2016 onwards, the decrease in resources allocated to quilombola land regularization in Brazil intensified. In 2010, the budget foreseen in the Annual Budget Law was R$64 million. In 2019, the value plummeted to approximately R$3.5 million. In 2021, the value was abruptly reduced, remaining at R$240,865.00. In 2022, when sanctioning the budget, the Presidency of the Republic vetoed other resources approved for public policies aimed at quilombola communities, as well as indigenous peoples. In this sense, R$ 85,000.00 reais was vetoed from the already tight and insufficient resource, which was intended to recognize and indemnify quilombola territories. 

The recurring cuts and on alarming scales reinforce the extermination policy that had been implemented by the federal government management (2019-2022) towards traditional peoples and communities. 

Funai experienced a budgetary bottleneck, which represents a fundamental part of the stripping away of the rights guaranteed to indigenous peoples by the Federal Constitution. More than that, the logic that has prevailed in recent years in Brazil sets up the following scenario: the fewer resources the indigenous body receives to guarantee its structure, the less execution capacity it will have. Low budget execution, in turn, is used as a justification for investing less resources in the following years. Those who pay the bill are the indigenous peoples. In relation to the 2022 budget, R$ 773,000.00 were vetoed, destined for the demarcation, regularization and inspection of indigenous lands, as well as the protection of isolated peoples; and R$859,000.00, allocated to the promotion and protection of the rights of indigenous peoples.
The same setbacks can be seen in relation to the National Agrarian Reform Policy. In addition to the lack of a National Agrarian Reform Program in force by the current government, the budget cuts mainly linked to INCRA are significant. INCRA's general budget fell 16% from 2021 to 2022. 

While in 2015 the budget for “Education in the Countryside” was R$32,550.00, in 2022 it is only R$17,935,268.00; for “Land Acquisition” went from being R$800,000,000.00 in 2015 to R$2,435,000.00 in 2022; in relation to the “Consolidation of Settlements” from R$281,934,900.00 in 2015 to R$66,736,198.00 in 2022; for “Productive Inclusion” from R$ 333,132,704.00 in 2015 to R$ 25,300,000.00 in 2022. In other words, significant cuts that promote in practice the paralysis of Agrarian Reform.
11) Rural women and education (Articles 10 and 14) 
Recommendation No. 22, of June 11, 2021 - Recommends to the MEC the revocation of the changes already made in the Notices of the National Textbook Program that exclude commitments to the agenda of non-violence against women, the promotion of quilombola cultures and peoples of the field, the theme of egalitarian gender, as well as other gender and diversity approaches, and that no new changes be made to the notices in this regard.
 
12) Access to justice and family relationships (Articles 15 and 16) 
During the public hearing held by the CNDH, violations of women's rights associated with the validity and application of the Law on “parental alienation” were repeatedly denounced.

In this regard, see: Recommendation nº 06, of March 18, 2022, of the CNDH which “recommends the rejection of PL nº 7,352/2017, the repeal of Law nº 12,318/2010, which provides for “parental alienation” (alienação parental), as well as such as the adoption of measures to prohibit the use of terms without scientific recognition, such as parental alienation syndrome, among others”.
 
Said normative act brings together the foundations why the institute of “parental alienation” lacks a scientific theoretical basis, as well as how it has been used to deprive women and children of their rights, in addition to corroborating gender stereotypes.

13) Recommendations that consider gender dimensions in tackling climate change and extreme weather events (Article 2)
Since 2023, the National Human Rights Council (CNDH) has carried out three missions on climate justice, to consult authorities and civil society on the socio-environmental effects, measures adopted and potential human rights violations resulting from extreme weather events, which, fundamentally, they resulted in climate-related tragedies: in Manaus/AM, a mission carried out from November 23rd to 27th, 2023; in Eldorado do Sul and Nova Santa Rita/RS, mission carried out on December 17, 2023; and, in the state of Rio de Janeiro, a mission carried out between February 27th and March 2nd, 2024. 
Below, we list some of the recommendations that have been made by the CNDH to different Brazilian public institutions on the subject and which are thematically relevant to the rights guaranteed by CEDAW, drawn up based on observations from different regions of Brazil. Read:

That investments in works under the Growth Acceleration Program aimed at areas affected by extreme climate events guarantee the broad participation of those affected, from the investment definition phase to monitoring the application of resources; 

That the review of the National Climate Adaptation Plan guarantees broad social participation, with stages of public consultations aimed at territories most vulnerable to climate change; 

That the Climate Change Adaptation Policy reflects the different realities of the Brazilian territory, with a view to confronting climate racism and socioeconomic inequalities; 

That a public policy be implemented that guarantees effective access to a vital minimum of water for the entire Brazilian population, implementing instruments such as social tariff and social exemption from water tariffs for the vulnerable population;  

That basic sanitation planning strategies are integrated with the theme of climate change; 

That the participation of civil society in the development and monitoring of climate policies is guaranteed; 

That financing policies for social technologies to combat climate change be incorporated; 

That policies to combat climate change are carried out in conjunction with sectoral policies; 

Prioritize public housing policies focused on territorial planning and guaranteeing the right to safe housing.

14) Disadvantaged and marginalized women’s groups (Articles 12 and 14)

a) Women with disabilities

Violence against women with disabilities is expressed in the most diverse forms of denial of rights: denial of sexual and reproductive rights; lack of architectural and communicational accessibility in police stations specialized in serving women; lack of accessibility in spaces to meet the health demands of women with disabilities; invisibilization of this segment in dialogues with public policies to debate determinants of race/ethnicity and gender.

b) LGBTQIA+ population and specifically trans people

Regarding complaints of violations of the rights of the LGBTI+ population, and specifically of trans people, submitted to the CNDH in recent years, the following normative acts stand out:

Recommendation No. 48, of December 8, 2021 - Recommends to the Ministry of Justice and Public Security, the Ministry of Education, the Public Security Secretariats of the states and the Federal District, the Education Secretariats of the states and the Federal District, to National Council of the Public Prosecutor's Office, the National College of General Public Defenders and the state and district Councils for Human Rights and LGBT actions that contribute to combating human rights violations of the LGBTI+ population (lesbians, gays, bisexuals, transvestites, transsexuals and intersex ).
