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Infant mortality


To date, the driver of infant mortality in Barbados is the mortality in the neonates. To this end a National Neonatal Action Plan was developed and approved in 2016 as a road map to improving the neonatal mortality rate and hence the infant mortality rate.
 
The infant mortality rate was 11.6/1000 live births in 2014 and has not dropped below 10/1000 live births.
 

Abortion Rate

No recent research on abortions in Barbados has been undertaken to explain the rate of abortions.
 
HIV/AIDS Rate

By the end of 2013 there were 2085 people living with HIV in Barbados. To date cumulatively however there have been 3, 797 HIV cases diagnosed in Barbados with 1, 712 deaths. The Barbados HIV prevalence is around 1.2%
