Age

Where data is available, the Crime Survey for England and Wales (CSEW) indicates that younger people are more likely to be victims of VAWG as a percentage, but more adults are affected than children.

For the year ending March 2022, men aged 16 to 19 years (7.6%) and both women and men aged 20 to 24 years (14.6% and 3.2% respectively) had experienced sexual assault in the last year, more than any other age group. The 2021/22 CSEW estimated that 3.7% of people aged 16 and over had experienced stalking in the last year, with those aged 20-24 (7.9%) more likely to experience stalking than others.

Race

For the year ending March 2022, the CSEW showed that those in mixed ethnic groups were significantly more likely to experience domestic abuse within the last year (8.7%) than those in White (5%), Black (5.9%) or Asian (3.9%) ethnic groups. Women’s Aid’s Annual Audit report, highlights that almost two thirds of service users (62.8%) were white British. 8.9% of services users were from Asian/Asian British ethnic backgrounds, and 6.2% were from Black/African/Caribbean/Black British ethnic backgrounds.

Prevalence

· 27% of women have been victims of sexual assault (or attempted assault) since the age of 16 (6% of men);
· 29% of women had experienced domestic abuse since the age of 16 years old (14% of men);
· 23% of women aged 16 and over experienced stalking since the age of 16 (10% of men);
· 7% of women aged 16 and over experienced domestic abuse in the last year (3% of men);
· 5% of adults aged 16 and over experienced domestic abuse in the last year;
· 2.3% of adults aged 16 and over had experienced sexual assault (including attempted offences) in the last year. Women and girls are more likely to be victims of these types of crimes. The CSEW has also found that the proportion of women reporting feeling fairly or very safe walking home after dark has increased in recent years, rising from 57% in 2012/13 to 69% in 2019/20.

Police-recorded crime

VAWG crimes are all too often hidden, and we want to see more victims coming forward to report them to the police:
· In 2021/22, 2,887 so-called ‘Honour’ Based Abuse-related (HBA) offences were recorded by the police in England and Wales. Of these, there were 77 FGM offences and 141 forced marriage offences. Given the hidden nature of most HBA-related offences, these data are likely to only represent a small proportion of the actual HBA offences committed in 2021/22.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  https://www.gov.uk/government/statistics/statistics-on-so-called-honour-based-abuse-offences-england-and-wales-2021-to-2022] 

· Sexual offences recorded by the police rose to 189,731 in the year ending December 2022. This was a 7% increase from 177,646 from the same period in 2021. The number of recorded sexual offences were lower during periods of lockdown but there have been substantial increases since April 2021.
· Of all sexual offences recorded by the police in the year ending December 2022, 35% (67,169) were rape offences. This was a 3% increase from 64,900 in the year ending December 2021. Other sexual offences increased by 9% to 122,562 compared with 112,746 the previous year.
· Stalking and harassment offences rose by 2% to 374,762 offences, for the year ending December 2022. This continued the trend of year on year increases since the year ending March 2014. These increases are driven by a change in HO counting rules resulting in greater numbers of offences being recorded as well as improvements made by police forces in identifying and recording stalking and harassment offences together with an increased confidence in victims coming forward to report these offences.

High levels of non-reporting combined with changes in reporting trends can have a significant impact on sexual offences recorded by the police. The latest figures may reflect a number of factors, including the impact of high-profile incidents, media coverage, and campaigns on people’s willingness to report incidents to the police, as well as a potential increase in the number of victims. Part of the Tackling VAWG Strategy and Tackling Domestic Abuse Plan is to increase awareness and reporting of these crimes, so it is expected that the statistics will show more crimes being reported in the short to medium term with the ambition of decreasing prevalence in the longer-term.

NRM Statistics – child potential victims

The Home Office’s ‘Modern Slavery: National Referral Mechanism and Duty to Notify Statistics, UK, End of Year Summary, 2021’ sets out a summary of statistics of potential victims of modern slavery from 1 January to 31 December 2021 referred into the NRM.

In 2021, 43% of the individuals referred into the NRM claimed they were exploited as children. The number of referrals for child potential victims increased from 4,946 in 2020, to 5,468 in 2021. Of these NRM referrals for child potential victims in 2021:
· 79% were male and 21% were female.
· the most common exploitation for child potential victims was criminal (49%), with 93% of these cases being male.
· most child potential victim referrals for sexual exploitation were female potential victims, at 84%.
· In 2021, 2,053 county lines referrals were flagged, a 23% increase from last year, and 76% of these referrals were for male children.
· The NRM has given 92% of referrals for child potential victims a positive reasonable grounds decision and 96% a positive conclusive grounds decision.

Deaths in or following police custody includes deaths that happen while a person is being arrested or taken into detention. It includes deaths of people who have been arrested or have been detained by police under the Mental Health Act 1983. The death may have taken place on police, private or medical premises, in a public place or in a police or other vehicle.

The IOPC states in its data publications that “While comparisons to other countries and jurisdictions can be made, care needs to be taken, because the data is unlikely to be directly comparable. This is because of differences in death classifications, or how other details have been collated.”

Paragraph 15 – Immigration detention conditions

Of the 901 females leaving detention in the year ending March 2023, 47% (426) were returned. Of the 18,193 males leaving detention in the year ending March 2023, 20% (3,668) were returned.

The number of people leaving detention between 1 January 2023 and 31 March 2023 was 3,187, 10% fewer than in the same period of 2022 (3,532).

The proportion of people leaving detention who were removed to a receiving country from detention was 32% between 1 January 2023 and 31 March 2023 compared with 28% in the same period of 2022.

As the circumstances of an individual’s case change, including those resulting from flight restrictions, the suitability of detention is reviewed and release on immigration bail may become the most appropriate option.

Paragraph 17 – Complaints of torture

Scotland: Policing

Police Scotland have interpreted this statistical request as relating to complaints about the police concerning allegations of ‘Assault’ or ‘Excessive Force’ within the Custody environment which have been received within the reporting period (1 April 2019 – 30 November 2022, inclusive)[footnoteRef:11]. Between 1 April 2019 – 30 November 2022, inclusive, a total of 114 allegations were received (55 assault allegations and 59 excessive force allegations). Assault allegations are deemed to be criminal in nature, whilst excessive force allegations are deemed to be non-criminal. Therefore, all 55 assault allegations are or were subject to criminal investigation, bar 3 which were either abandoned or withdrawn by the complainer. [11:  As such, the data below has been obtained from the Professional Standards Department (PSD) Centurion database, which holds information relating to Complaints About the Police.] 


Of these 114 allegations:
· 77 were either not upheld following investigation, frontline-resolved (applicable to excessive force allegations only), abandoned, or withdrawn by the complainer.
· 1 was upheld and led to criminal proceedings, but the case was subsequently deserted at Court. The matter has been referred to Police Scotland’s People & Development Department for assessment in relation to disciplinary matters.
· 36 remain subject to ongoing enquiry and have not yet been concluded.

Following a change in process which commenced on in October 2021, all assault allegations are referred to the Police Investigations and Review Commissioner (“PIRC”) for independent assessment and potential investigation. This follows recommendations made in the Independent Review of Complaint Handling, Investigations and Misconduct Issues by Lady Elish Angiolini in relation to alleged breaches of Article 3 of the ECHR[footnoteRef:12]. Victim data is not routinely recorded on the Professional Standards Database. Rather, complainer data is recorded, but the complainer does not necessarily correspond to the victim linked to the allegation. A total of 86 complainers are linked to the 114 allegations referred to above. Each complainer may be linked to multiple allegations and each allegation may involve multiple complainers. Therefore the number of complainers may vary from the number of allegations.
