Persons with disabilities are regularly subjected to serious violations of human rights in Finland. The violations are often related to the service gap. There are not enough services/in some cases no services at all for daily needs (like nutrition, sanitation, etc.) or services given are implemented insufficiently in violation of rights. For example free movement can be prevented by the lack of assistance of personnel in the housing units, etc. Opening the window can be reported as going out by the housing unit.

In addition to this, disabled persons who are service users can become victims of human rights violations that threaten their lives and health, but are not processed as part of the criminal procedure by the state. Cases such as this one from 2021 are seen also currently in 2024 https://yle.fi/a/3-12197008 (A report by Yle's investigative journalism unit revealed serious shortcomings in the treatment of people with intellectual disabilities) in the work of human rights organization and are known by the people working with Independent living movement in Finland. 
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
