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Introduction
This report aims to assist the Committee in developing a list of issues related to the report of the occupying State of Israel, providing documented information to ensure a comprehensive and interactive discussion between the committee and representatives of the state of Israel.
Whereas, the responsibility of Israel towards the Palestinian children living in the Occupied Territories, and its responsibility as the occupying power to respect, protect and fulfill the rights of Palestinian children, as emphasized by the Committee in its concluding observations submitted to the State of Israel upon its review of its preliminary report in 2002 and its second to fourth periodic reports in 2013.

1. Torture and Abuse (Article 37):
Israel continues to commit systematic and widespread human rights violations against Palestinians, Including children and children with disabilities. Including the arbitrary detention of children, causing them to be killed and disabling them through direct targeting, indifferent to all the international conventions and treaties it has signed and ratified. Whereas, the occupying State of Israel has obligations as a state party to the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child to ensure that the freedom of children is not deprived, which contradicts with what was stated in Article (37), and contradicts with Article (6) of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, to which the State of Israel Itself states, “The right to life is an inherent right of every human being, and the law must protect this right, and no one may be arbitrarily deprived of his life.”

Ahmad Manasrah Case:
The prisoner Ahmed Manasrah was born on January 22, 2002, in Jerusalem, before his arrest in 2015, he was a student at the New Generation School in Jerusalem in the eighth grade, and he was 13 years old at the time. 
The prisoner Ahmed Manasrah was arrested on October 12, 2015 by the occupation authorities and was sentenced to 12 years under the pretext of carrying out a stabbing and killing of settlers and possession of a knife in occupied Jerusalem. Although the courts found that he did not participate in the alleged stabbing operations, he was convicted of attempted murder in 2016, although he was under the minimum legal age of criminal responsibility at the time while the public prosecutor intentionally continued to postpone his trial until he was in the age that made his trial became possible, the sentence was later reduced to 9 and a half years. This is in violation of Article 37/B: “No child shall be deprived of his or her liberty unlawfully or arbitrarily. The arrest, detention or imprisonment of a child shall be in accordance with the law and may only be used as a last resort and for the shortest appropriate period.”
Ahmed suffers from several mental illnesses and a hematoma after his skull fracture, In February 2022, Ahmed Manasrah's parents said that Ahmed was diagnosed with schizophrenia, suffers from psychotic fantasies, and suffers from severe depression accompanied by suicidal thoughts.
The lawyer for the prisoner, Khaled Zabarka, confirmed that Ahmed was thinking of committing suicide, and he asked him: Is suicide forbidden?
The Israeli occupation prisons administration has continued to isolate Ahmed Manasrah in the solitary confinement cells in “Eshel” prison, for a whole year, and he has been in solitary confinement until today 14th of November 2022 where the court renewed his isolation, which will further complicate the matter in terms of health, psychological and neurological terms, medical reports indicate that Ahmed has schizophrenia, as a result of the harsh treatment he was and is subjected to at an early age. Ahmed, who is currently in solitary confinement, remains handcuffed and feet shackled for 23 hours before being lifted for only one hour, as he is given daily sleeping pills and unknown medicines that make him feel heavy in the tongue and hands.
For decades, the Israeli General Security Service (SHABAK), the Israeli Prison Service, and the Israeli security forces have tortured or otherwise ill-treated Palestinian detainees, including children, during their arrest, transfer and interrogation. Also, The Israeli public security apparatus uses particularly harsh methods to obtain information and “confessions,” which contradict all human rights charters and treaties, the most important of which is the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which affirms in its first article that “all people are born free and equal in dignity and rights.”
"Ahmed Manasrah is one of countless Palestinians whose rights as children have been violated by the occupying state of Israel."
Recommendations:
· Holding the occupying State of Israel accountable for their crimes against children.
· The release of children detained in the prisons of the occupation without discrimination, restriction, or condition, especially those who have various diseases and disabilities.

2. Accountability for violations of the health rights of children specially children with disabilities:
Since 2007, Israel has imposed a land, sea, and air blockade on the Gaza Strip, which has affected and affects all aspects of life, especially children and children with disabilities, and which affects the most important principles of the Convention on the Rights of the Child, which is the right to life, survival, and development.

Medical referrals outside the Gaza Strip:
The Ministry of Health resorts to referring patients with disabilities to receive treatment and medical rehabilitation services outside the Gaza Strip due to the lack of treatment capabilities in the hospitals of the Gaza Strip, including the lack of qualified departments to treat some diseases. The denunciation of medicines and medical consumables in the warehouses of the Ministry of Health. According to the reports of the Ministry of Health in Gaza, the number of patients referred for treatment and rehabilitation services outside the Gaza Strip during the year 2017, reached 243 persons and children.
There are many types of diseases suffered by persons with disabilities, and they require urgent intervention from the Department of Treatment Abroad at the Ministry of Health to ensure that the patient receives a treatment referral that facilitates the procedures for receiving treatment in hospitals outside the Gaza Strip in the West Bank, the occupied territories in 1948, Egypt and Jordan.
It should be noted that patients with disabilities referred to receive treatment abroad are subject to the same conditions that apply to all patients referred to receive treatment outside the Gaza Strip, and there is no special treatment for them, Their transactions are subject to the travel conditions in force at the Beit Hanoun crossing, and in light of the procedures of the occupying Israeli authorities for transferring patients, persons with disabilities face severe and double suffering, which completely contradicts what was stated in Article (23) of the Convention, which emphasizes “the obligation to enjoy, any child with mental or physical disabilities can lead a full and dignified life in conditions that guarantee his dignity, and Article 24, which affirms “the right of the child to enjoy the highest attainable standard of health and his right to facilities for the treatment of diseases and health rehabilitation” to which the occupying State of Israel bears all responsibilities to implement Articles of the agreement.
According to the documentation of the Palestinian Center for Human Rights and the follow-up to the treatment file abroad, the forms of Israeli obstruction vary between the patient’s security refusal, the refusal to travel without giving reasons, the failure to respond to the patient’s request on the pretext that he is under study, the request to change the facilities, or the request from the patient Changing the treatment date, asking the patient to submit a new request, asking the patient to conduct a security interview, deeming his request inappropriate, or considering the patient’s condition as “life-enhancing” and not “life-saving” according to the classification of the Israeli authorities.
Recommendations:
· Removing any restrictions or sanctions imposed on the Gaza Strip, allowing the issuance of medical permits for children and children with disabilities and their parents to obtain medical treatment in the West Bank and abroad, and ensuring that children do not bear the brunt of the Israeli occupation and its arbitrary measures.
· The occupying State of Israel should take all measures that would ensure access to health services within the Gaza Strip by stopping the policy of collective punishment, especially in preventing the arrival of necessary medical devices and medicines that would save the lives of children and children with disabilities.
· Holding Israel responsible for the weakness of the health sector in the Gaza Strip, and the destruction of the infrastructure of buildings, hospitals, and medical centers in the GAZA Strip.
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
