The Ministry of Finance has developed a methodological manual titled Children’s Budget - A Methodological Manual, in order to facilitate the budgeting, i.e. drafting of the Annual Report on the Execution of the Children’s Budget for the users, while the MDFYSP, which is drafting the Children’s Budget for a three-year period and the Annual Report on the Execution of the Children’s Budget, has assumed the consolidation role in the collection and aggregation of data from all competent bodies. In the following step, the obligation for drafting the Children’s Budget, i.e. the Annual Report on the Execution, will be expanded to include the LRSU’s and their budget users. The Children’s Budget and the annual report on its execution are published on the website of the budgeting entity.

In 2018, early neonatal mortality rate was 2.4/1,000 live births, 2.0/1,000 in 2017, in 2016 2.1/1,000 live births. In 2018, late neonatal mortality rate (7-27 days) was 0.9/1,000 live births, 0.7/1,000 in 2017, 0.8/1,000 in 2016. Post neonatal mortality rate (28-364 days) was 1.0/1,000 live births, 1.4/1,000 in 2017, and 1.3/1,000 in 2016. Infant mortality by territorial distribution is shown in Table 17.

Most common causes of death for ages 1-4 are malignant tumors (8.7/100,000), followed by congenital malformations (2/100,000), and injuries and respiratory diseases in the same proportion (1.3/100,000). For a long time, the number of injury-related deaths was significantly higher, with a rate of 5-10/100,000. Since 2010, injuries do not exceed 5/100,000, with the assumption that the preventative intervention programs, which are applied on an individual (child, family) and collective level (kindergarten, school, other child care facility), are providing positive results.

[bookmark: _Toc46152555]Children’s Council Work Plan for 2018 and 2019

1. Monitoring the implementation of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child and other international instruments relating to the field of protection and promotion of children’s rights:
· collection of data in order to prepare the 5th and 6th Periodic Report of the Republic of Croatia pursuant to the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child;

2. monitoring the implementation of the National Strategy for Children’s Rights in the Republic of Croatia for the period from 2014 to 2020 and corresponding action plans of the Strategy, monitoring the implementation of existing regulations relating to children, the preparation of a draft bill and other regulations from the field of protecting and promoting the rights of children, and proposing measures to the Government of the Republic of Croatia for the improvement of work of bodies which are responsible for activities for the protection of children and the exercise of their rights;

3. coordinating and harmonizing the work of committees and other expert bodies related to achieving goals provided in the national strategic document in the field of protection and promotion of children’s rights in the Republic of Croatia;
· strengthening collaboration between the Children’s Council, Ministry for Demography, Family, Youth and Social Policy, Coordinator for the implementation of measures of the fundamental national strategic document for the field of children, local and regional self-government units, and other advisory bodies at the national level (organization of joint, field sessions, visits and similar);

4. establishing and monitoring the work of the National Ethics Committee for Research with Children;

5. sensitizing the public on children’s rights:
· commemorating the International Children’s Day and the World’s Children Day (20 November), as well as other significant dates regarding the rights of children

6. informing the public on activities of the Council:
· publication of session summaries and other information regarding the activity of the Council on the website of the Ministry for Demography, Family, Youth and Social Policy.



[bookmark: _Toc46152556]Children’s Council Rules of Procedure

On the basis of item VII of the Decision on the Establishment of the Children's Council (“Official Gazette”, number 105/17), at the session held on 7 November 2018 the Children’s Council adopted

Article 1
These Rules of Procedure govern the working method of the Children’s Council (hereinafter as Council).
Article 2
Sessions of the Council shall be convened by the President of the Council as needed, but no less than four times a year.
In the event that the President of the Council is prevented from attending, the sessions shall be convened by the Deputy President.
The work of the Council is public, unless otherwise decided by the President of the Council.

Article 3 
The President of the Council presides over the sessions of the Council, suggests the session agenda, coordinates the work of the Council, signs decisions and other acts of the Council.
During the session, the President of the Council may suggest amendments to the agenda.
The Deputy President replaces the President in the event of her absence or inability to attend.

Article 4
The Council adopts decision by majority vote, provided that the majority of members are present at the Council session. 
If the President of the Council establishes that not enough members are present at the session required for adopting a decision, the session shall be held, and the proposed conclusions shall be voted on at the next session of the Council. 
The President of the Council and Deputy of the President participate in the voting.
In the event of a split vote, the President of the Council has the casting vote.

Article 5
The Council submits a report on its work to the Government of the Republic of Croatia, pursuant to the Decision on the Establishment of the Children’s Council, at least once a year for the previous year.
Each member of the Council and Council’s working bodies participates in the preparation of the report, depending on the activities of the body before which he/she was appointed, i.e. field of his/her activity.

Article 6
The Council shall adopt a work plan no later than at the end of the current year for the following year, on the basis of a proposal by the members of the Council.

Article 7 
The Council may organize expert meetings, public events, visits and similar activities. The Council establishes the National Ethics Committee for Research with Children as an advisory body. 
Working bodies may also be established within the Council to carry out certain tasks and activities from the Council’s purview, whose members may also be experts who are not members of the Council.

Article 8
The working bodies convene as needed. Minutes shall be kept regarding their work and shall be delivered to all members of the working group and to the President of the Council.

Article 9
Working groups shall regularly report to the Council on their work.

Article 10
Press releases may be issued in order to provide the public with a more comprehensive and accurate report on the work of the Council and working groups.
Press conferences shall be held at the decision of the President of the Council.

Article 11
Members of the Council have the right and obligation to participate in the sessions of the Council, during which they can discuss and decide, submit proposals and ask questions, participate in the work of work groups, and similar.

Article 12
Members of the Council, who cannot be present at the session of the Council, are obligated, immediately upon becoming aware of the date and time of the session, to notify the competent organizational unit of the Ministry for Demography, Family, Youth and Social Policy thereof, and ensure the presence of their deputy.
If a member of the Council is twice absent from a session without justification, the Council submits to the Government of the Republic of Croatia a proposal for the dismissal of the member, and a proposal for the appointment of a new member.

Article 13
Minutes shall be kept on the Council’s sessions.
The minutes are delivered to all members of the Council.
The minutes of the session shall be signed by the President of the Council or by the Deputy President and Secretary of the Council.

Article 14
The decisions and other acts of the Council shall be certified by the stamp of the Ministry for Demography, Family, Youth and Social Policy.
The Council's office operations are managed under the file number of the Ministry for Demography, Family, Youth and Social Policy, as an internal organizational unit.

Article 15
These Rules of Procedure shall enter into force on the day they have been signed.
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
