 Appendix 3. The answer of the Republika of Srpska 
Article 145 Trafficking in human beings reads:
(1) Whoever, by force, threat or other forms of coercion, kidnapping, fraud or deception, abuse of authority or influence, relationship of trust, dependence or helplessness, difficult circumstances of another person, giving or receiving money or other benefits in order to obtain the consent of a person who has control over another person, recruits, transports, transfers, surrenders, sells, buys, mediates in the sale, hides, receives or holds another person,  and for the purpose of exploitation or exploitation of his work, committing a criminal offense, prostitution, use for pornographic purposes, or other form of sexual exploitation, forcing to beg, serve, establish a slave or other similar relationship, forced marriage, forced sterilization, for the purpose of taking organs or parts of the body, for use in the armed forces or other forms of exploitation, shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of three to twenty years.
(2) Whoever confiscates, retains, forges or destroys personal identification documents for the purpose of committing the offences referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of two to twelve years.
(3) If the work referred to in Art. 1 and 2 of this Article committed as part of an organized criminal group, the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of five to twenty years.
(4) Whoever uses or enables another to use sexual services or other forms of exploitation, and was aware that he or she is a victim of human trafficking, shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of six months to five years.
(5) If the work referred to in para. 1, 2, 3 and 4 of this Article shall be executed by an official in the performance of his or her duties, shall be punished by imprisonment for at least eight years.
(6) If the work of St. 1 and 3 of this Article, serious bodily injury, serious damage to health or death of one or more persons, the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment for at least ten years.
(7) The victim's consent to any form of exploitation referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall not affect the existence of the criminal offence of trafficking in human beings.
(8) Objects, means of transport and facilities used for the execution of the acts referred to in this Article shall be confiscated.
(9) No criminal proceedings shall be conducted against a victim of trafficking in human beings who has been forced by the perpetrator of a criminal offence to participate in the commission of another criminal offence if such treatment was a direct consequence of his or her status as a victim of trafficking in human beings.

Regarding the recommendation for the need to criminalize the sale of children, we emphasize that the aforementioned Criminal Code prescribes the criminal offense of Child Trafficking in Article 146 of the Criminal Code. Child trafficking which reads:

 (1) Whoever recruits, transports, transfers, handed over, sells, buys, mediates in the sale, hides, holds or accepts a child for the purpose of exploitation or exploitation of his or her labor, committing a criminal offense, prostitution or other forms of sexual exploitation, pornography, forcing him to beg, serve, establish a slave or similar relationship, forced marriage, forced sterilization, illegal adoption or similar relationship, for the purpose of taking away organs or parts of the body,  For use in the armed forces or other forms of exploitation, shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of five to twenty years.
(2) Whoever commits the act referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article by the use of force, serious threat or other forms of coercion, misleading, kidnapping, blackmail, abuse of his position, authority or influence, relationship of trust, dependence or helplessness, difficult circumstances of another, giving money or other benefit in order to obtain the consent of a person who has control over another person, shall be punished by imprisonment for at least eight years.
(3) Whoever uses or enables another to use sexual services or other forms of exploitation of a child, and was aware that he or she is a victim of human trafficking, shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of five to twenty years.
(4) Whoever confiscates, retains, falsifies or destroys personal identification documents for the purpose of committing the acts referred to in paragraph 4 of the Criminal Code. 1 and 2 of this Article shall be punished by imprisonment for a term of three to fifteen years.
(5) If the work referred to in St. 1, 2, 3 and 4 of this Article committed as part of an organized criminal group, the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment for at least ten years.
(6) If the work referred to in para. 1, 2, 3 and 4 of this Article shall be executed by an official in the performance of his or her duties, shall be punished by imprisonment for at least ten years.
(7) If the work of St. 1, 2 and 3 of this Article, serious bodily injury, serious damage to health or death of one or more persons, the perpetrator shall be punished by imprisonment for at least twelve years.
(8) The consent of the child to any form of exploitation referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall not affect the existence of this criminal offence.
(9) Objects, means of transport and facilities used for the execution of the acts referred to in this Article shall be confiscated.
(10) No criminal proceedings shall be conducted against a victim of child trafficking who has been forced by the perpetrator of a criminal offence to participate in the commission of another criminal offence if such treatment was a direct consequence of his or her status as a victim of trafficking in human beings.

Also, we note that Recommendation No. 62 (c), regarding the part of the training of judges and prosecutors for the application of laws for preventing and combating trafficking in human beings, is within the competence of the Center for Education of Judges and Public Prosecutors in Republika Srpska, and we are not sure whether representatives of this institution are involved in the work of the working group for the preparation of the report.

Within the framework of this recommendation, and in connection with providing support and referral, rehabilitation and social integration of victims of trafficking in human beings, such as providing shelter and legal, medical and psychosocial assistance and allocating sufficient human, technical and financial resources for the implementation of measures against trafficking in human beings, we emphasize that in the social protection system, in accordance with the Law on Social Protection ("Official Gazette of the Republika of Srpska",  Br. 37/12, 90/16, 94/19, 42/20 and 36/22) adult and juvenile victims of trafficking in human beings, i.e. children recognized as persons who may be beneficiaries of social protection (Article 17 of the aforementioned Law). 
That is according to Article 20 of the Constitution. Beneficiaries in the social welfare system who meet the legal requirements, including victims of trafficking in human beings, are: a) financial assistance, b) allowance for assistance and care of another person, v) personal disability allowance, g) support in equalizing the opportunities of children and youth with disabilities, d) placement in an institution, đ) care in a foster family, e) assistance and care at home,  (f) day care, (3) one-time financial assistance, and (i) counselling. 
Through the exercise of these rights in the form of material benefits and/or the provision of services to persons who find themselves in a state of social need, in order to provide assistance and support to these persons, the capacities of the social protection system are available
