Vocational rehabilitation, professional training is covered by LOT III.
Within Lot III for financing/co-financing of vocational rehabilitation of disabled persons, the Fund enables implementation of the following measures of vocational rehabilitation in accordance with the Law:
III.1. Vocational rehabilitation programs implemented by business companies, sheltered workshops and other legal persons in accordance with the Law: 
1. Analysis of the possibilities of engagement, employment and integration into the labour market of unemployed disabled persons, program beneficiaries;
1. Job training, maintaining and improving work capacities until employment; 
1. Informing and counselling on assistive technology for learning and working; 
1. Development of motivation and training of people with disabilities to use the selected technology.
III.2. Vocational rehabilitation programs implemented by the vocational rehabilitation institutions, secondary schools and other educational institutions: 
1. Professional learning, counselling and estimation of professional capacities; 
1. Additional education and retraining; 
1. Learning and counselling on assistive technology for learning and working; 
1. Proposals on application of various technologies and techniques in learning and working with an estimation of the potential for their application; 
1. Development of motivation and training of people with disabilities to use the selected technology; 
1. Sources of financing informing and support;
1. Preparation and professional assistance in training and education, 
1. Technical assistance, support, monitoring and evaluation of results in implementation of these measures and activities. 
III.3. Vocational rehabilitation programs implemented by the disabled persons themselves:
1. Financing/co-financing of tuition for one year of additional education and retraining. Exceptionally, the disabled may apply for financing/co-financing of tuition for two years of additional education and retraining if it is performed in a single period not longer than 12 months;
1. Financing/co-financing of tuition for full retraining within the framework of part-time secondary schooling can be planned if the educational institution organizes the supplemental examination and full retraining in the period not exceeding one school year; 
1. Financing/co-financing of tuition for undergraduate or postgraduate education.
By means of the above-mentioned vocational rehabilitation and professional training measures, 40 disabled persons were supported in 2015, 125 in 2016, 125 in 2017. The professional training is conducted in the corresponding educational institutions.
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
