Both authors, human rights activists, are participants of the public movement «Human Rights Alliance of Uzbekistan». The movement's mission – formation of the human rights defense culture of the Uzbekistan population.

The Alliance was formed on the basis of the «Center for public control of law enforcement activity».

Alliance activity is directed at solving specific human rights defense task on the basis of mutual help and mutual cooperation of separate human rights activists and independent human rights organizations.

Information used in the report is based on the reports from the citizens of Uzbekistan, victims of government power abuse and relatives of the victims of power abuse, and also witness accounts. 

2.1 Uzbekistan is a state with an authoritarian form of government and total corruptions in which torture is used on a massive scale and systematically in pretrial detention center and correctional facilities. Uzbekistan doesn't fulfill UN international requirements and particularly doesn't apply first article, clause 19 Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment in practice. 

Human rights activity and political opposition activity is systematically prosecuted in the country, independent mass media are suppressed and Uzbekistan citizens are prosecuted for their religious beliefs.

Until present time the activity of police was not regulated by the legal acts at the level of a law in Uzbekistan, therefore police act on the verbal orders of the government, massively violating the rights and freedoms of citizens. The authorities may order the police to commit any illegal actions against simple citizens of the country while the authorities themselves do not carry any responsibility and cover up police crime.

Independent judicial power is absent in Uzbekistan, and the whole authority is subject to the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan, who according the article 93 of the Constitution 

Clause 12) appoints and relieves of duty General prosecutor of the Republic of Uzbekistan and his lieutenants with the following approval by the Senate of Olii Madjils of the Republic of Uzbkistan.;

13)  Provides to the Senate of Olii Madjils of the Republic of Uzbekistan the candidacies of the chairman and judges of the Constitutional court, chairman and judges of the Supreme court, chairman and judges of the Supreme business court.;

14)  Appoints and relieves of duty the judges of the regional, inter-district, district, city, military and business courts;

The judicial practice of ignoring complaints of the defendants about the fact that torture was applied to extract confessions is widespread in Uzbekistan. 
We supply the facts of torture use on the victims of Uzbekistan law enforcement power abuse.

Mr. Talipov was given diagnosis: trauman of the soft tissues of the face, grazes on the top and lower lip.

From suffocation and electric shock the whole body of Mr. Chalyh was shaking. Such procedure continued for 15 minutes, then beating, draggin by hair continued. For the duration of 8 hours the policemen were beating confessions out of Mr. Chalyh in murdering people to which he was not related in any way.

V. took off his belt and beat him with it (leather with metal parts) when layed on the floor of the investigator room. 

Also MIA police threatened Mr. Mahkamov that they will bring his wife Mrs. Kasimova Shahnoza to MIA and in his presence she will be raped by several employees of MIA. And also Mr. Mahkamov was told that his father Mr. Mahkamov Adumazhit will be arrested for keeping drugs in the house. During one questioning an employee of MIA drank a bottle of vodka, and when became drunk he hit Mr. Mahkamov on the head with that bottle.

In the morning the police continued to beat my son with legs and nightsticks folded into newspapers.

2.2. Situation of the human rights activists.
The government of Uzbekistan uses the practice of punishment psychiatry in the form repression against citizens. 

In Uzbekistan, the country with authoritarian regime of rule, the accepted law for psychiatric help is frequently used as an instrument for suppression of those that think differently, and particularly as punishment measures for prosecution of human rights activists. 

Human Rights Activist Mrs. Urlaeva Elena Mikhailovna (born in 1957), was arrested by the police of Mirzo-Ulugbegski RUVD on 6th of April 2001, when she was walking wit her mother to the picket in the center of the city of the Tashkent. Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was illegally placed into psychiatric hospital №1 of Tashkent, in the fourth division, headed by the psychiatry doctor Mrs. Budyakova Kapitolinna Petrovna. In the psychiatric hospital Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was subjected to cruel violence and forced treatment by medical personnel. Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was given psychotropic medication such as triftazin, aminazin, sulfazin, and others for the duration of 3 months. Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was given a diagnosis of paranoid schizophrenia and paranoid syndrom. 10 06 2001 Mirabadski court judge Mrs. Shahabutdinova S. N. carried out a decision on involuntary treatment in stationary conditions for the term of one month. On the 20 of September 2001 Judge Mr. Halikov A. issued a decision to extend involuntary treatment. 

On 26.08.2002 Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was detained by the police of Junus-Abadski RUVD of Tashkent during a picket in center of the city of Tashkent. The police illegally placed her into psychiatric hospital №1 of Tashkent, in 17th division, where four month she was forcefully given psychotropic and narcoleptic medication for 4 months. During the stay at the psychiatric hospital she was visited by the special UN reporter on torture Mr. Theo Van Boven. 

On 18 March 2003 Independent Psychiatric Association of Russia in the city of Moscow determined in its conclusion that there is no basis for removal of independent function from Mrs. Elena Urlaeva.

On 17 February 2004 judge Mrs. Mahmudova F. A. made a decision to leave the request by Mirabadskii district judge to recognize Mrs. Elena Urlaeva as incapable without review.

On 27 August 2005 Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was arrested by the police of Sergilisky RUVD of Tashkent and placed into Republic psychiatric hospital RUZ into sixth division headed by Mrs. Shaihova Tavsiya Vasilievna. Also a criminal case was started, confirmed by the prosecutor of the Sergiliisky district of Tashkent investigator Mr. Djamalov T. For the duration of four months, violence and forced treatment was used. On 30. 12.2005 Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was freed. In total Mrs. Urlaeva Elena was on forced treatment for 11 months in psychiatric hospitals. As a result of punishment psychiatry physical and psychiatric health of Mrs. Elena Urlaeva suffered damage, loss of eyesight and damage to teeth. 

By decision of the judge Mirzadjanova M. of the Sergilisky district court on criminal cases made a decision to direct Mrs. Elena Urlaeva in 2006 to involuntary ambulatory treatment. 

On the 24 August 2006, Judge of the Mirabadsky court on civil cases Ms. Mahmudova F. A. made a decision on the request of the prosecutor of Mirabadsky district to recognize Mrs. Urlaeva Elena as mentally incapable and to appoint her a guardian.

At the present time, Mrs. Urlaeva Elena disputes the court's decision on mental incapacity.

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1. The purpose of the current Law
The purpose of the current Law is regulation of relations in the field of providing of psychiatric assistance to the population.
Article 2. Legislation on psychiatric assistance
Legislation on the psychiatric assistance consists of the current Law and other acts of legislation.
Rules of the international agreement are applied, unless the international agreement of Republic Uzbekistan establishes other rules, than those, which are stipulated for by the legislation of Republic Uzbekistan on psychiatric assistance. 
Article 3. Sphere of applicationof the current Law
Validity of the current Law extends to citizens of Republic Uzbekistan at providing of the psychiatric assistance by them and is applied to legal and physical persons specializing on providing of psychiatric assistance in territory of Republic Uzbekistan.
Foreign citizens and persons without the citizenship, who are in the territory of Republics Uzbekistan, at providing of the psychiatric assistance to them are exercising all rights established by the current Law, equally with citizens of Republic Uzbekistan.
Article 4. Psychiatric assistance and principles of its providing
The psychiatric assistance includes examination of mental health, prophylaxis, diagnostics, treatment, care, medico-social rehabilitation of persons, suffering mental disorders, on the bases and in the order, established by the current Law and other acts of the legislation.
Psychiatric assistance to the persons, suffering mental disorders, is guaranteed by the state and is carried out on the basis of principles of legality, mercy, humanity and observance of the rights and freedoms of the person and the citizen.
Article 5. Guarantees of providing of psychiatric assistance and social protection
The state guarantees:
Urgent psychiatric assistance;
Consultancy - diagnostic, medical, psycho-prophylaxis, rehabilitation assistance in out-patient and in-hospital conditions;
All kinds of psychiatric examination, diagnosing of temporary disability;
Social - legal assistance and assistance in employment of the persons, suffering from mental disorders;
Resolution of issues of trusteeship and guardianship;
Consultations on legal issues and other types of legal aid in psychiatric establishments;
Social – and- day-to-day maintenance of disabled persons and those of age, suffering mental disorders, as well as care after them;
Training of those disabled and the minors, suffering mental disorders;
Psychiatric assistance in extreme situations.
For maintenance of the persons, suffering mental disorders, (for their) psychiatric assistance and their social protection the state:
Creates all types of the establishments providing out-patient and in-hospital psychiatric assistance;
Organizes the receipt of general educational and vocational training of the minors, suffering mental disorders;
Creates the curative - production enterprises for labor therapy, training on new trades and employment at these enterprises of the persons, suffering mental disorders, including those disables, as well as special manufactures, shops or sites with the facilitated working conditions for such persons;
Establishes obligatory quotas of workplaces at enterprises, in establishments and organizations of various profiles for employment of disabled persons, suffering mental disorders;
Applies methods of provision of economic incentives to the enterprises, establishments and the organizations providing workplaces for disabled persons, suffering mental disorders;
Takes other measures necessary for social support of persons, suffering mental disorders.
Article 6. Voluntariness of applying for psychiatric assistance
The psychiatric assistance is provided upon a voluntary applying of the person or from his/her consent, except for the cases stipulated for by the current Law.
To the minor in the age of under fourteen years old, as well as to the person recognized as legally incompetent in the order established by the law, psychiatric assistance is provided upon the request or with the consent of their lawful representatives in the order stipulated by the current Law.
Article 7. Rights of persons suffering from mental disorders
Persons, suffering mental disorders, possess all rights and freedoms of citizens stipulated for by the Constitution of Republic Uzbekistan.
The persons, suffering mental disorders, at providing of the psychiatric assistance to them have the right to:
respectful and humane attitude, excluding humiliation of human dignity;
Obtaining of information on their rights, as well as in the accessible to them form and with taking their mental condition into account of information on the nature of their mental disorders and the applied methods of treatment;
Receiving it in the least restrictive conditions, if possible in the place of the residence;
All types of treatment (including sanatorium-resort) based on medical indications;
Receiving it in conditions corresponding to sanitary-and-hygienic requirements;
The preliminary consent and refusal at any stage from being used as object of tests of medical means and methods, scientific researches or educational process, from taking a photo of, video or films;
Invitation upon their requirement of any expert for work in the medical commission on the issues, regulated by the current Law;
Assistance of a lawyer, the lawful representative or other person in the order established by the legislation.
Persons, suffering mental disorders, at providing of the psychiatric assistance to them can have also other rights according to the legislation.
Restriction of the rights and freedoms of the persons, suffering mental disorders (only on the basis of psychiatric diagnosis, the facts of staying under dispensary supervision, in a psychiatric hospital or in psychiatric establishment for social provision or special training, etc.), is not allowed, except for the cases stipulated for by the legislation. The officials guilty of such infringements, bear the responsibility according to the law.
Article 8. Restrictions of being engaged in selected types of professional activityand the activity connected to a source of increased danger
A citizen can be temporarily (for the term of no more than five years and with the right of the subsequent re-examination) recognized unsuitable due to mental disorder to implementation of selected types of professional activities and the activity connected to a source of increased danger. Such decision is made by the medical commission authorized by the body of public health services, on the basis of an estimation of the status of mental health of the citizen according to the list of medical psychiatric contra-indications and can be appealed against in court.
The list of medical contra-indications for implementation of selected types of professional activities and the activity connected to a source of increased danger, is approved by the Cabinet of Republic Uzbekistan and is reviewed periodically (not less often than once in five years) with taking the accumulated experience and scientific achievements into account.
Article 9. Representation of the rights and legitimate interests of citizens, to whom psychiatric assistance is provided
The citizen at providing to him/her of psychiatric assistance has the right to invite upon one’s own choice a representative for protection of one’s own rights and legitimate interests. Registration of the representation is made in the order established by the legislation.
Protection of the rights and legitimate interests of the minor in the age of under fourteen years and of a person recognized legally incapable in the order established by law, at providing to them of psychiatric assistance is carried out by parents, foster parents or other lawful representatives, and in case of their absence by the administration of the psychiatric establishment for social welfare or special training.
Protection of the rights and legitimate interests of the citizen at providing to him/her of psychiatric assistance can be implemented by a lawyer. The order of the invitation of the lawyer and payment of his services is established by the legislation. Administration of the establishment providing the psychiatric assistance, provides an opportunity of invitation of a lawyer, except for the cases stipulated for by paragraph two part one of Article 21 and the paragraph two Article 27 of the current Law.
Persons, suffering mental disorders, at providing of psychiatric assistance tot hem have the right to:
Respectful and humane attitude, excluding humiliation of human dignity;
Obtaining of information on the rights, as well as in the accessible to them form and with taking their mental condition into account of the information on the nature of their mental disorders and applied methods of treatment;
Receiving it in the least restrictive conditions, if possible in the place of residence;
All types of treatment (including sanatorium-resort) according to medical indications;
Receipt of it in conditions, corresponding to sanitary-and-hygienic requirements;
Preliminary consent and refusal at any stage from being used as an object of tests of medical means and methods, scientific researches or educational process, from taking his/her photo, video or films;
Invitation upon their requirement of any expert for work in the medical commission on the issues, regulated by the current Law;
Assistance of a lawyer, a lawful representative or other person in the order, established by the legislation.
Persons, suffering mental disorders, at providing of psychiatric assistance to them, can have also other rights according to the legislation.
Restriction of the rights and freedoms of the persons, suffering mental disorders (only on the basis of the psychiatric diagnosis, the facts of staying under dispensary supervision, in a psychiatric hospital or in psychiatric establishment for social well-fare or special training, etc.), is not allowed, except for the cases stipulated for by the legislation. The officials guilty of similar infringements, bear responsibility according to the law.
Article 10. Prohibition of requirement of data on the status of mental health
At exercising by a citizen of the rights and freedoms, the requirement of providing of data on the status of his/her mental health or examinations of him/her by a doctor - psychiatrist is forbidden, except for the cases established by the legislation.
Article 11. Keeping of medical secret at providing the psychiatric assistance
Data on mental disorder availability with the citizen, the facts of applying for psychiatric assistance and treatment in the establishment providing such assistance, as well as other data on the status of mental health are medical secret protected by the law. For exercising the rights and legitimate interests of the person, suffering mental disorders, upon his/her request or upon the request of his/her lawful representative data on the status of mental health of the given person, as well as on the psychiatric assistance rendered to him in the accessible form can be provided to them and in view of the mental status of the patient.
Article 12. Diagnostics and treatment of persons, suffering mental disorders
The diagnosis of mental disorder is made according to the conventional international standards and classifications and cannot be based on disagreement of the citizen with the accepted in the society moral, cultural, political and religious values or on other reasons which directly have been not connected to the status of his/her mental health.
For diagnostics and treatment of the person, suffering mental disorders, medical means and methods, allowed in the order, established by the legislation are applied.
Medical means and methods are applied only in the diagnostic and medical purposes according to the nature of unhealthy disorders and must not be used for other purposes.
Article 13. Consent to treatment
Treatment of the person, suffering mental disorders, is carried out after receipt of his/her written approval, except for the cases stipulated for by part four of the current Article.
The doctor is obliged to give to the person, suffering mental disorders, in the form accessible to him/her and in view of his/her mental condition information on their nature of mental disorders, the purposes, methods, including alternative ones, and duration of the recommended treatment, as well as about probable risk, by-effects and the expected results. Entry about the provided information is made in the medical documentation. 
The consent to treatment of the minor in the age of under fourteen years old, as well as of the person, who was recognized legally incapable in the order established by the law, is given by their lawful representatives after informing them the data, stipulated for by part two of the current Article.
Treatment can be carried out without the consent of the person, suffering mental disorder, or without the consent of his/her lawful representative only at application of forced measures of medical nature on the bases stipulated for by the legislation, as well as in case of non voluntary hospitalization on the bases stipulated for by Article 27 of the current Law. In relation to these persons application of the surgical and other methods causing irreversible consequences for treatment of mental disorders, as well as carrying out of tests of medical means and methods is not allowed.
Article 14. Refusal from treatment
A person, suffering mental disorder, or his/her lawful representative has the right to refuse the suggested treatment or to stop it, except for the cases stipulated for by part four Article 13 of the current Law.
Possible consequences of the discontinuance of treatment must be explained to the person, who is refusing from treatment, or to his/her lawful representative. Refusal from treatment with indication of data on possible consequences must be recorded in written in medical documentation and must be signed by the signature of the person refusing from treatment, or his/her lawful representative, as well as by the doctor - psychiatrist.
Article 15. Forced measures of medical nature
Forced measures of medical nature in relation to the persons, suffering mental disorders, who committed socially dangerous acts, are applied upon the decision of court on the grounds and in the order, established by legislation.
Forced measures of medical nature are carried out in psychiatric establishments of public health services bodies, and in relation to persons suffering alcohol abuse, drugs use or glue sniffing or mental disorders which are not excluding criminal sanity, also in establishments for execution of punishment. The persons placed in a psychiatric hospital upon the decision of court about application of forced measures of medical nature, are recognized disabled for the whole period of stay in a psychiatric hospital and have the right, as well as the persons who are on out-patient compulsory supervision and treatment at the doctor - psychiatrist, for the state social insurance allowance or for a pension on a common basis.

Article 16. The right to (be engaged in) activity on providing psychiatric 
assistance

Article 19. Guarantees and privileges to doctors - psychiatrists, other

Article 16. The right to (be engaged in) activity on providing

Persons having higher specialized medical education have the right to (be engaged in) activity on providing psychiatric assistance.
A medical psychologist, other experts and medical personnel, participating in providing psychiatric assistance, must in the order established by the legislation, pass special preparation for the admission to work with persons, suffering mental disorders.
The order of issuance to legal and physical persons of licenses for activity on providing psychiatric assistance is established by legislation.
Types of the psychiatric assistance rendered by legal and physical persons, specializing on providing of psychiatric assistance, are specified in the Charter documents or license requirements and conditions. Information on them must be accessible.
Article 17. Professional rights and duties
of medical workers and other experts
at providing psychiatric assistance
Professional rights and duties of the doctor - psychiatrist, other experts and medical personnel at providing psychiatric assistance are established by legislation.
The establishment of the diagnosis of mental disease, decision-making on providing of psychiatric assistance in the non voluntary order or issuing of an opinion for consideration of this issue are the exclusive right of the doctor - psychiatrist or the commission of doctors - psychiatrists.
The opinion of the doctor of other speciality about the status of mental health of the person is of preliminary nature and is not the basis for the decision of the issue of restricting of his/her rights and legitimate interests, as well as for granting to him/her of the privileges, stipulated for by law for persons, suffering mental disorders.
Article 18. Independence of the doctor - psychiatristat providing psychiatric assistance
At providing psychiatric assistance the doctor - psychiatrist is independent in decisions and is guided only by the medical debt and the law.
The doctor - psychiatrist, whose opinion does not coincide with the decision of the medical commission, has the right to draw the opinion which is attached to the medical documentation.
Article 19. Guarantees and privileges to doctors - psychiatrists,
to other experts, medical and other personnel,
participating in providing psychiatric assistance
Doctors - psychiatrists, other experts, medical and other personnel, participating in providing psychiatric assistance, have the right to the privileges established by the legislation for persons, engaged in the activity in special working conditions, as well as are subject to obligatory state insurance for  a case of causing of harm to their health or death on duty.
In case of causing harm to health which has entailed temporary disability of the person, participating in providing psychiatric assistance, as well as at becoming disabled, a compensation for damages is paid to him/her, and in case of his/her death to his dependents in the order stipulated for by the legislation.

Article 20. Psychiatric examination
Psychiatric examination of the person is carried out for definition of presence of mental disorders, necessity of the psychiatric assistance, as well as for the resolution of an issue on the type of such assistance.
Psychiatric examination, as well as routine examinations are carried out: upon the request or with the consent of examined person; concerning the minor in the age of under fourteen years old upon the request or with the consent of his/her parents or other lawful representative; concerning the person recognized legally incapable in the order established by the law, upon the request or with the consent of his/her lawful representative. In case of objection of one of the parents or at absence of parents or other lawful representative examination of the minor is carried out upon the decision of the body of trusteeship and guardianship, which can be appealed against in court.
The doctor conducting a psychiatric examination, is obliged to introduce himself/herself to the examined and his/her lawful representative as a psychiatrist, except for the cases stipulated for by the paragraph two part one Article 21 of the current Law.
Article 21. Psychiatric examination
of a person without his/her consent or without the consent
his/her lawful representative
Psychiatric examination of the person can be carried out without his/her consent or without the consent of the lawful representative in the cases when according to available data the examined person commits actions giving the ground to suggest availability of a serious mental disorders which preconditions:
his direct danger for himself/herself or to surrounding him/her people;
His/her inability, that is the inability to satisfy the basic vital needs independently;
Essential harm to his/her health owing to deterioration of the mental condition if the person is left without psychiatric assistance.
Psychiatric examination of the person can be carried out without his/her consent or without the consent of his/her lawful representative if examined person is under a dispensary supervision on the bases stipulated for by a part one Article 25 of the current Law.
The data of the psychiatric examination and the opinion on the status of mental health of the examined person are written down in the medical documentation in which the reasons of the application to the doctor - psychiatrist and medical recommendations are also specified.
In the cases stipulated for by parts one and two of the current Article, the decision on psychiatric examination of the person without his/her consent or without the consent of his/her lawful representative is made by the doctor - psychiatrist independently or by a court  decision.
Article 22. The order of submission of the application
and decision-making on psychiatric examination
of a person without his/her consent or without the consent of his/her lawful representative
Decision on psychiatric examination of the person without his/her consent or without the consent of his/her lawful representative, except for the cases stipulated for by part one Article 25 of the current Law, is made by the doctor - psychiatrist upon the application, containing data on presence of the bases for such examination, listed in part one Article 21 of the current Law. The application can be submitted by relatives of the person subject to psychiatric examination, the doctor of any speciality.
In urgent cases when a person represents direct danger to himself/herself or surrounding him/her persons, the application can be verbal. Decision on psychiatric examination is made by the doctor - psychiatrist immediately and  an entry is made in the medical documentation.
At absence of direct danger of the person for oneself or surrounding him/her persons, the application for psychiatric examination should be in written, contain the particularies proving necessity of such examination, and the indication on refusal of the person or his/her lawful representative from reference to the doctor - psychiatrist. The doctor - psychiatrist has the right to request additional data necessary for decision-making. If in the application there are no data testifying the presence of circumstances, stipulated for by paragraphs three and four, part one Article 21 of the current Law, the doctor - psychiatrist in written form in a motivated manner refuses in psychiatric examination.
Article 23. Types of out-patient psychiatric assistance
The out-patient psychiatric assistance to the person, suffering mental disorder, depending on medical indications is provided as the consultancy - medical assistance or dispensary supervision.
Article 24. The consultancy - medical assistance
The consultancy - medical assistance is provided by the doctor - psychiatrist upon the request or with the consent of the person, suffering mental disorders, and concerning the minor in the age of under fourteen years old upon the request or with the consent of parents or other lawful representative.
Article 25. Dispensary supervision
Dispensary supervision can be established irrespective of the consent of the person, suffering chronic and long-lasting mental disorders with gross or frequently becoming aggravated unhealthy displays, as well as irrespective of the consent of his/her lawful representative.
Resolution of the issue on necessity of establishment dispensary supervision and about its discontinuance is made by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists appointed by the administration of the psychiatric establishment, providing the out-patient psychiatric assistance, or the commission of doctors - psychiatrists appointed by the body of public health services. If in the territory served by treatment-and-prophylactic establishment, the psychiatric assistance is provided by one doctor - psychiatrist such decision is made by him/her independently for the term of no more than three months. During the specified term the issue must be considered by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists.
A motivated decision of the commission of doctors - psychiatrists is made out by an entry in the medical documentation. A decision on establishment or discontinuance of dispensary supervision can be appealed against in the order stipulated for by Article 42 of the current Law.
Dispensary supervision stops at recovery or significant and stable improvement of mental condition of the person. After the discontinuance of dispensary supervision the out-patient psychiatric assistance upon the request either with the consent of the person or under the request or with the consent of his/her lawful representative is provided in a consultancy - medical form. At change of mental condition the person, suffering mental disorders, can be examined without his/her consent or without the consent of his/her lawful representative on the bases and in the order, stipulated for by Articles 21 and 22 of the current Law. Dispensary supervision can be renewed in such cases upon the decision of the commission of doctors - psychiatrists.
Article 26. The bases for hospitalization in a psychiatric hospital
The bases for hospitalization in a psychiatric hospital are presence at the person of mental disorders and a decision of the doctor - psychiatrist on carrying out of examination or treatment in in-hospital conditions or a court decision.
A necessity of carrying out of psychiatric examination in cases and in the order, established by the legislation can also be the basis for placing in a psychiatric hospital.
Placing of a person in a psychiatric hospital, except for the cases stipulated for by Article 27 of the current Law, is carried out voluntary upon his/her request or with his/her consent.
The minor in the age of under fourteen years old is placed in a psychiatric hospital upon the request or with the consent of his/her parents or other lawful representative. In case of objection of one of the parents or at absence of parents or other lawful representative placement of the minor in a psychiatric hospital is carried out upon a decision of body of trusteeship and guardianship which can be appealed against in court.
A person recognized legally incapable in the order established by the law, is placed in a psychiatric hospital upon the request or with the consent of his/her lawful representative.
The consent to hospitalization is made out by an entry in the medical documentation and with the signature of the person or his/her lawful representative, as well as the doctor - psychiatrist.
Article 27. The bases for hospitalization in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order
A person, suffering mental disorders, can be hospitalized in a psychiatric hospital without his/her consent or without the consent of his/her lawful representative until the court decision if his/her examination or treatment are possible only in stationary conditions, and mental disorders is gross and causes:
His/her direct danger to himself/herself or to surrounding persons;
His/her inability, that is the inability to satisfy the basic vital needs independently;
Essential harm to his/her health due to deterioration of mental condition if the person is left without psychiatric assistance.
Article 28. Examination of persons, placed in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order
The person placed in a psychiatric hospital on the bases, stipulated for by Article 27 of the current Law, is subject to obligatory examination within time, not exceeding 48 hours, by a commission of doctors - psychiatrists of the psychiatric establishment which makes a decision on validity of hospitalization. In cases when hospitalization is recognized unjustified and the hospitalized person does not express a desire to stay in a psychiatric hospital, he/she is subject to an immediate discharge.
If hospitalization is recognized unjustified, the opinion of the commission of doctors - psychiatrists within 24 hours goes to court according to the place of location of psychiatric establishment for resolution of the issue on the further stay of the person in it.
Article 29. Application to court regarding hospitalization in not voluntary order
The issue on hospitalization of the person in a psychiatric hospital in a not voluntary order on the bases stipulated for by Article 27 of the current Law is solved in court according to the location of the psychiatric establishment.
The application for hospitalization of the person in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order is filed at court by the psychiatric establishment in which the person is.
A motivated opinion of the commission of doctors - psychiatrists about necessity of further stay of the person in the psychiatric hospital is attached to the application, in which the bases stipulated for by the law must be specified for hospitalization in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order.
While accepting the application, the court simultaneously solves the problem of stay of the person in a psychiatric hospital for the period, necessary for consideration of the application in court.
The application for hospitalization of the person in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order is considered by court in the order established by the law.
Article 30. The judicial decision 
on the application for hospitalization
 in not voluntary order
The court decision about satisfaction of the application is the basis for hospitalization and further maintenance of the person in a psychiatric hospital.
The court decision can be appealed against by the person placed in a psychiatric hospital, by his/her lawful representative, by the head of psychiatric establishment or the public prosecutor in the order stipulated for by the legislation.
Article 31. Prolongation of hospitalization
in not voluntary order
Stay of the person in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order proceeds only during time of preservation of the grounds based on which hospitalization has been prolonged.
The person placed in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order, within first six months not less often than once per month is subject to examination by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists of the psychiatric establishment for the resolution of the issue on prolongation of hospitalization.
Upon expiration of six months from the moment of placing of the person in a psychiatric hospital in not voluntary order an opinion of the commission of doctors - psychiatrists about necessity of prolongation of such hospitalization is forwarded by the administration of the psychiatric hospital to court according to the location of the psychiatric establishment. The court can prolong hospitalization in the order stipulated for by Articles 29-30 of the current Law.
Examination by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists are carried out not less often than an once in six months at prolongation of hospitalization of the person in a psychiatric hospital over six months.
Article 32. Measures of a safety
at providing psychiatric assistance
The in-hospital psychiatric assistance is carried out in conditions, providing for safety of the hospitalized person and of other persons, with observation by the medical personnel of his/her rights and legitimate interests.
Measures of physical constraint and isolation at not voluntary hospitalization and stay in a psychiatric hospital are applied only in those cases, forms and for that period of time when, in the opinion of the doctor - psychiatrist, it is impossible to prevent by other methods actions of the person representing direct danger to him/her or other persons, and are carried out at the constant control of the medical personnel. An entry is made in the medical documentation On forms and time of application of measures of physical constraint or isolation.
Employees of law-enforcement bodies are obliged to assist medical workers at implementation of not voluntary hospitalization and to provide safe conditions for access to the hospitalized person and his/her examination. In case of necessity of prevention of the actions menacing to life and health of persons, surrounding him/her associates on behalf of the hospitalized person, as well as in case of necessity to search and detention of the person subject to hospitalization, employees of law-enforcement bodies operate in the order established by legislation.
Article 33. Examination 
of minors and persons, recognized legally incapable, 
placed in a psychiatric hospital upon the request or
with the consent of their lawful representatives
The minor in the age of under fourteen years old and the person recognized in the order established by the law legally incapable, placed in psychiatric hospital upon the request or with the consent of their lawful representatives, are subject to obligatory examination by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists of the psychiatric establishment in the order stipulated by part one Article 28 of the current Law. Within first six months these persons are subject to examination by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists not less often than once per month for the decision of a question on prolongation of the hospitalization. At prolongation of hospitalization over six months examinations by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists are carried out not less often than once in six months.
In case of detection by the commission of doctors - psychiatrists or by the administration of the psychiatric hospital of the abuses, made during hospitalization of the minor in the age of under fourteen years old or the person, recognized in the legally established order as legally incapable, the administration of the psychiatric hospital informs on it the body of trusteeship and guardianship according to the place of residence of the person of whom they take care.
Article 34. Rights of patients, placed in psychiatric hospitals
The patient must be explained the grounds and the purposes of his/her placement into a psychiatric hospital, his/her rights and the rules established in a hospital about what an entry in the medical documentation is made.
The patients who are being in-hospital for treatment or for examination in a psychiatric hospital, have the right:
To address directly to the head physician or deputy head of the department (ward) on the issues of treatment, examination, a discharge from the psychiatric hospital and observance of the rights given by the current Law;
To submit complaints and applications to bodies of the government and management;
To meet a lawyer and a cleric face-to face (alone);
To execute religious practices in case of absence of medical contra-indications;
To subscribe to newspapers and magazines;
To receive education within the program of a comprehensive school or special school for children with a disorder of intellectual development if the patient has not reached eighteen years of age;
To receive equally with other citizens compensation for work according to his/her quantity and quality if the patient participates in productive work;
To correspond, receive and send parcels, parcels post and remittances, to use telephone, to receive visitors, to have and buy staples, to use own clothes. These rights can be limited upon the recommendation of the doctor in interests of health or safety of the patient and other persons.
Individual subscription to newspapers and magazines, telephone conversations and other paid services are carried out at the expense of patients.
The patients, who are on treatment or examination in a psychiatric hospital, can have also other rights according to the legislation.
Article 35. Duties of administration and medical personnel of the psychiatric hospital
The administration and the medical personnel of a psychiatric hospital are obliged to create conditions for realization of the rights of patients and their lawful representatives stipulated for by the current Law, including:
To provide patients placed in a psychiatric hospital with necessary medical assistance;
To give access to the text of the current Law, regulations of the given psychiatric hospital, addresses and phones of the state and public bodies, establishments, the organizations and officials to which it is possible to address in case of infringement of the rights of patients;
To provide conditions for correspondence, forwarding of complaints and applications of patients to bodies of the government and management;
Within 24 hours from the moment of receipt of the patient in a psychiatric hospital in a not voluntary order to take measures on the notification of his/her lawful representative, relatives or other person under his/her instruction;
To inform the lawful representative or relatives of the patient, as well as other person upon his/her instruction on changes of the status of his/her health and emergencies, which happen to him/her;
To provide for safety of patients who are in the hospital, to supervise the contents of parcels and packages;
To carry out functions of the lawful representative concerning the patients who are recognized legally incapable in the order established by the law, but not having such representative;
To carry out other duties according to the legislation.
Article 36. An abstract from a psychiatric hospital
The extract of the patient from a psychiatric hospital is made in case of recovery or improvement of his/her mental condition at which further hospitalization is not required, as well as the end of examination or the expertise, which were the ground for placing in hospital.
Discharge of the patient who is in a psychiatric hospital voluntarily, is made upon his/her personal application, the application of his/her lawful representative or upon the decision of the attending physician.
Discharge of the patient hospitalized in a psychiatric hospital in a not voluntary order, is made based on the opinion of the commission of doctors - psychiatrists or the court decision about refusal in prolongation of such hospitalization.
Discharge of the patient to whom upon the court decision forced measures of medical nature are applied is made only upon the court decision.
The patient placed in a psychiatric hospital voluntary, can be refused in discharge if the commission of doctors - psychiatrists of the psychiatric establishment will establish the bases for hospitalization in not voluntary order, stipulated for by Article 27 of the current Law. In that case questions of stay in the psychiatric hospital, prolongations of hospitalization and discharge from a hospital are solved in the order established by Articles 28-31 of the current Law, as well as by part three of the current Article.
Article 37. The bases and the order of placing of persons in psychiatric establishments  for social maintenance
The bases for placing into a  psychiatric establishment for social maintenance are a personal application of the person, suffering mental disorders, and the opinion of the medical commission with participation of a doctor - psychiatrist, and for the person in the age of under eighteen years old or the person recognized legally incapable in the order established by the law by the decision of the body of trusteeship and guardianship, made on the basis of the opinion of the medical commission with participation of the doctor - psychiatrist. The opinion must contain data on availability with the person of the mental disorders not giving him/her an opportunity to be in unspecialized establishment for social maintenance, while concerning the capable person also on absence of the bases for filing before a court of a question on recognizing him/her legally incapable.
The body of trusteeship and guardianship is obliged to take measures for protection of property interests of the persons placed in psychiatric establishments for social maintenance.
Article 38. The bases and the order of placing persons in a psychiatric establishment
for special training
The bases for placing a person in the age of under eighteen years old, suffering mental disorders, into a psychiatric establishment for special training are the application of his/he} parents or other lawful representative and the obligatory opinion of the commission consisting of a psychologist, a teacher and a doctor - psychiatrist. The opinion must contain data on necessity of training of the minor in conditions of special school for children with disorders of intellectual development.
Article 39. Rights of persons,
living in psychiatric establishments
for social maintenance or special training,
and duties of administration of these establishments
Persons living in psychiatric establishments for social maintenance or special training, have the rights stipulated for by Article 34 of the current Law.
Duties of administration and the personnel of psychiatric establishment for social maintenance or special training on creation of conditions for implementation of the rights of the persons living in it are established by Article 35 of the current Law, (and) other legislation.
The administration of the psychiatric establishment for social maintenance or special training is obliged not less often than once in one year carry out examination of persons living in it, by the medical commission with participation of the doctor - psychiatrist with the purpose of making a decision on the issue of their further maintenance in this establishment, as well as about an opportunity of revision of the decision on their legal incapability.
Article 40. Transfer and an abstract
from a psychiatric establishment for social maintenance
or special training
The basis for transfer of the person from a psychiatric establishment for social maintenance or special training in a similar establishment of the common type is the opinion of the medical commission with participation of the doctor - psychiatrist about absence of medical indications to residing or training at the specialized psychiatric establishment.
An abstract from a psychiatric establishment for social maintenance or special training is made:
Upon a personal application of the person at presence of the opinion of the medical commission with participation of the doctor - psychiatrist that according to the state of health the person is capable to live independently;
Upon the application of parents or other lawful representative, relatives, undertaking to carry out care after the discharging person in the age of under eighteen years old or after the person recognized legally incapable in the order established by the law.
SECTION IV. FINAL PROVISIONS
Article 41. Control over activity on providing psychiatric 
assistance
Article 42. Appealing against actions on providing psychiatric 
assistance
Article 43. Responsibility for infringement of the legislation
on psychiatric assistance
Article 41. Control over activity on providing psychiatric assistance
Control over activity of psychiatric establishments and persons providing psychiatric assistance is carried out by the Ministry of Health of Republic Uzbekistan, other state bodies, as well as by bodies of the government on sites within the limits of their competences.
Public control over the activity of psychiatric establishments, as well as the persons providing psychiatric assistance, can be carried out by public associations according to their charters.
Article 42. Appealing against actions on providing psychiatric assistance
Actions of medical workers, other experts, workers of social security and education, the medical commissions and other persons, infringing rights and legitimate interests of citizens at providing of the psychiatric assistance to them, can be appealed against in higher by way of subordination body or directly in court.
Article 43. Responsibility for infringement of legislation on psychiatric assistance
The persons guilty of infringement of legislation on psychiatric assistance, bear responsibility in the established order.
