ANNEX 3b    

General Conclusions

	Human trafficking is a constantly growing phenomenon, the frequency of which is the result of numerous aspects (social, political, financial). The human trafficking for sexual exploitation is the dominant type, which is mainly affected by economic circumstances. Such fact can interpret the declining trend of such cases compared to previous years. 

	Human trafficking for begging exploitation follows next. In this particular type of human trafficking, in almost all cases, victims are ROMA (Romania, Bulgaria and Greece) and they had a kind of disability (physical, mental), while the offenders, most of the times, came from their close or wider family set-up. 

	The employment exploitation is the third human trafficking type, which is considered to be a “seasonal phenomenon”. This conclusion can be confirmed by the fact that criminal organizations, active in human trafficking for employment exploitation during the harvest period (harvest of oranges, strawberries etc.), were deconstructed.

	The fact that human trafficking shows a downward trend in the Country is probably due to four key factors: 

- Reduction in demand, which may be due to information – awareness-raising for not accepting services provided by human trafficking victims, on the one hand, and for pure economic reasons, on the other hand. 

- Deconstruction of criminal organizations, as well as arrests by the prosecution authorities of offenders who were not involved in criminal organizations. 

- Training of police officers regarding the investigation of human trafficking cases, for immediate and targeted actions concerning individual cases of offenders and systematic in depth investigations for the deconstruction of criminal organizations. 

- Change in the course of action by offenders. The use of violence, as a lever to force the victims to exploitation, has been reduced by the offenders and therefore the victims do not feel that there is a need to report their exploitation at the prosecution authorities.
