The analysis of the total accumulated contingent of persons with disabilities among adult population showed that in the dynamics for 2018-2021. (according to Federal Register of Disabled Persons as of January 1, 2019-2022, respectively), the absolute number of persons with disabilities at the age of 18 and over decreased annually from 11,277,668 to 10,601,586 people. Among them, were mostly women, the proportion ranged from 57.4 to 56.4% in different years. Among the accumulated contingent of persons with disabilities during all the years of the study there were mostly persons with disabilities of group II, however, in the dynamics for 2018-2021 their absolute number decreased from 5,356,052 to 4,744,371 people.

The total number of persons recognized as persons with disabilities for the first time (VPI), in dynamics for 2018-2021 also decreased annually from 641,182 to 535,627 people. Among the VPI, there were mostly men accounted for 53.3-52.5% of the total.

Among the VPI there were mostly persons with disabilities of group III during all the years of the study but in dynamics, their absolute number decreased – from 284,326 to 223,793 people. Persons with disabilities of group II represented slightly more than a third of the contingent of persons recognized as persons with disabilities for the first time and their number also decreased from 228,214 to 194,061 people. Least of all there were persons with disabilities of group I, their number during the study period decreased from 127,642 to 117,773 people.
Persons of retirement age predominated among VPI, their number ranged from 361,201 to 309,117 people. The number of VPI of working age in dynamics for 2018-2021 also showed a stable downward trend from 279,981 to 226,510 people.

In the structure of VPI by disease classes, the first 3 ranking places were given to malignant neoplasms, its share was very significant – from 33.5 to 35.3%; diseases of circulatory system accounted for 30.0 to 29.0%; the share of diseases of the musculoskeletal system and connective tissue was significantly less – from 5.9 to 6.1%. The consequences of industrial injuries and occupational diseases were the minimum share in the structure of disability – from 0.1 to 0.2%.

Distribution of persistent disorders of body functions corresponded to the classes of diseases that have formed disability. More than a third represented function disorders of the blood system and immune system, and in dynamics, there was a tendency to increase their share from 34.5 to 37.5%. Disorders of neuromuscular, skeletal and movement-related (statodynamic) functions ranked second – 24.4-24.1%; function disorders of the cardiovascular system ranked – third and their share decreased from 16.8 to 15.8%. Visual and hearing impairments for the period 2018-2021 were less than 1.0% (within 0.4 – 0.8%).

Analysis of the total accumulated contingent of persons with disabilities among the child population showed that in the dynamics over the indicated years, the absolute number of persons with disabilities under the age of 18 increased from 670,086 to 728,988 people. Boys prevailed in the structure of child disability, their share was 56.8-57.7% in different years. About half of the total accumulated contingent of children with disabilities were children at the age of 8-14 – 50.9% (as of January 1, 2022).

The total number of children with the newly established category "child with disabilities" in 2018 was 73,936 people and by 2019 increased to 76,464 people, a slight decrease in the indicator was noted in 2020 – up to 70,022 people, and in 2021, the number of children recognized as children with disabilities increased again to 73,818. Boys prevailed in the structure of disability by sex, and in dynamics by 2021, their share increased slightly – from 58.1 to 58.7%. Children at the age of 0-3 prevailed in the category of children recognized as children with disabilities for the first time, their share ranged from 38.2 to 31.9%.

Top three places in the structure of child disability disaggregated by the diseases classes were given to mental and behavioral disorders, their share increased from 26.3 to 29.8% (1); diseases of the nervous system, their share clearly decreased in dynamics – from 19.2 to 13.9% (2); congenital anomalies (malformations), deformities and chromosomal disorders, their share also decreased from 16.5% in 2018 to 13.9% in 2021 (3). The structure of persistent function disorders o did not fully correspond to the structure of the diseases classes formed child disability. In more than a third of cases, children were diagnosed with mental disorders and their share increased from 31.2 to 32.8% of the total. Disorders of neuromuscular, skeletal and movement-related (static-dynamic) functions accounted for 21.9%, but their share decreased significantly down to 18.4%. At the same time, the endocrine system and metabolism function disorders were in the 3rd place, and there was a clear increase in the indicator – from 9.5 to 11.6%.

Based on the order of the Ministry of Labor of the Russian Federation dated June 11, .2020 No. 327n “On Amendments to the Procedure for Monthly Cash Payments to Certain Categories of Citizens in the Russian Federation, approved by Order of the Ministry of Labor of the Russian Federation dated January 22, 2015 No. 35n”, since July 28, 2020 persons with disabilities and children with disabilities have been assigned monthly cash payment on a non-application basis, on the basis of information from the federal state information system "Federal Register of Persons with Disabilities". The number of persons with disabilities and children with disabilities who have been assigned monthly cash payment on a non-application basis for the period from July 2020 to May 2022 is 1,068,907 people, in 2021 – 602,350 people.

Maternal (family) capital

In accordance with the Federal Law No. 256-FZ dated December 29, 2006 “On additional measures of state support for families with children”, the Pension Fund of the Russian Federation provides additional support measures for families with children in order to create conditions that provide these families with a decent life including in terms of providing such families with the opportunity for social adaptation and integration into society of children with disabilities.

For the purposes of Article 11.1 of Federal Law No. 256-FZ, the Government of the Russian Federation issued the Decree No. 380 dated April 30, 2016, approving the “Rules for allocation of funds (part of funds) of maternity (family) capital for purchase of goods and services intended for social adaptation and integration into Society of Disabled Children, by Compensating the Costs of Purchasing Such Goods and Services”. In accordance with this law, persons who have received a state certificate for maternity (family) capital and have children with disabilities, including adopted ones, have the right to direct funds from maternity (family) capital to purchase goods and services approved for circulation within the Russian Federation intended for social adaptation and integration into society of children with disabilities. The list of goods and services is approved by the order of the Government of the Russian Federation No. 831-r dated April 30, 2016, in accordance with the individual rehabilitation program or habilitation of a child with disabilities.

According to the implementation practice of this measure, most often the holders of state certificates using maternity (family) capital funds purchase devices, equipment and materials for blood testing, portable computers and personal digital assistants, desktop non-portable computers, , equipment for musculoskeletal and vestibular apparatus training, lenses for vision correction, tricycles with a foot drive.

Since the implementation of this measure (starting from January 1, 2007), 394,619 families with children with disabilities have received a state certificate for maternity (family) capital, of which 167 families (0.04% of the total number of families with children with disabilities) used part of the capital to purchase goods and services intended for social adaptation and integration into society of children with disabilities. The average amount of payments is RUB 89,447.
Annex № 3 
Information on providing access to education for persons with disabilities
The regulation of the following features is aimed at ensuring access of persons with disabilities to education:

1) conducting entrance trials for persons with disabilities when applying for educational programs:

a) primary general, basic general and secondary general education (order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. 458 dated September 2, 2020); 
b) secondary vocational education (order of the Ministry of Education of Russian Federation No. 457 dated September 2, 2020);

c) higher education in:

- bachelor's degree programs, specialist's programs, master's programs (order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 1076 dated 02.08.2020);

- programs for training of scientific and scientific-pedagogical personnel in postgraduate training programs (Order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 721 dated 08/06/2021);

2) organization of educational activities for persons with disabilities:

a) basic general education programs:
- preschool education (Order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. 373 dated July 31, 2020);

- primary general, basic general and secondary general education (order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. 115 dated March 22, 2021);

b) children who are on long-term treatment and cannot attend educational institutions for health reasons (Methodological recommendations of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation dated 14.10.2019, the Ministry of Health of the Russian Federation dated 17.10.2019);

3) conducting state final examination (order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. 104, Federal Service for Supervision in Education and Science (Rosobrnadzor) No. 306 dated March 16, 2021).
Improving activities of the relevant organizational and legal formations and their employees is aimed at ensuring access to education for persons with disabilities, including:

1.1) approval of federal state educational standards (as well as their special requirements for organization of education for students with disabilities and health limitations):

- preschool education (Order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 1155 dated October 17, 2013);

- basic general education (order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 1897 dated December 17, 2010);

- secondary general education (Order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 413 dated May 17, 2012).

- secondary vocational education with the major 44.02.05 Correctional pedagogy in primary education (order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation dated 03.13.2018 No. 183);

- higher education with the major 44.03.03 Special (defectological) education (orders of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 123, No. 128 dated February 22, 2018);

1.2) approval of indicators for availability of educational activities for persons with disabilities by organizations:

- general, secondary vocational education, vocational training (order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. 114 dated March 13, 2019);

- higher education (order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 860 dated July 31, 2020),

- carrying out educational activities under supplementary vocational programs (order of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation No. 1156 dated 03.09.2020);

2.1) regulation of activities: psychological and pedagogical council of an educational institution (order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. R-93 dated 09.09.2019), Federal Methodological Center for Inclusive Education (order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. R-28 dated 01.28.2021), when providing speech therapy assistance in institutions engaged in educational activities (order of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation No. R-75 dated 06.08.2020).
Information about resource educational and methodological centers for teaching students with disabilities and health limitation based at the universities
Starting from 2016 support for universities in the implementation and development of inclusive education within the framework of the State Program of the Russian Federation "Accessible Environment" is provided by the Resource educational and methodological centers (hereinafter referred to as resource centers) network.

To date, 13 resource centers operate at the universities under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of and Science and Higher Education, 2 resource centers – under the jurisdiction of Ministry of Education and are supervised by partner universities in the subjects of the Russian Federation assigned to them, and 6 resource centers were created at the universities of the Ministry of Culture, Ministry of Transport, Ministry of Sports, Ministry of Agriculture, Ministry of Health, Ministry of Education and work with partner universities on sectoral basis. By 2022, the resource centers partner network has progressively united 583 partner universities.

The activities of the resource centers are aimed at the development, examination and testing of measures in the field of vocational guidance and comprehensive support of the educational process as well as promoting the employment of graduates with disabilities.

The organizational mechanism of the resource centers activity is the portal of inclusive higher education https://инклюзивноеобразование.рф/.
21 resource centers together with partner universities carry out systematic vocational guidance in various formats to attract persons with disabilities and health limitations to receive higher education, about 3,000 seminars and webinars on vocational guidance and higher education services have been held.

The resource centers network has developed guidelines for organization of educational activities for students with disabilities and health limitations in the context of preventing the spread of a new coronavirus infection (COVID-19) in the Russian Federation, which, in accordance with the protocol of the Commission under the President of the Russian Federation on Persons with Disabilities No. 23 dated 31.03.2021 by the letter of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education No. MN-5/4683 dated October 22, 2020 are recommended for educational organizations.

Marathon of the best practices of inclusive education is being held as part of the Decade of Childhood until 2027. The selection of successful practices recommended for dissemination across universities and work is carried out byt the Working Group on Social Integration of Young People with Disabilities of the Commission under the President of the Russian Federation on Persons with Disabilities 
(details: https://инклюзивноеобразование.рф/uploads/document/press_reliz/Collection_best_practices.pdf).

In 2020 the resource centers network prepared a vocational guidance program for persons with disabilities including a description of the content (technologies) and conditions for process of vocational motivation and vocational guidance as well as methodological recommendations for its implementation and introduction of an information and individual counseling system.

In 2021 Methodological recommendations for educational institutions of higher education on special technical and software tools for teaching persons with disabilities and people with health limitation with various nosologies were prepared and sent to 583 partner universities: https://инклюзивноеобразование.рф/types_equipment/index.
As part of the organizational support for universities – methodological materials for adaptation of educational programs of higher education (bachelor's and master's programs in the areas of "Jurisprudence", "Social work", etc.): https://инклюзивноеобразование.рф/материалы. 
The resource centers network also developed a training manual on “Organization of educational activities and support for persons with disabilities and health limitation in the context of preventing the spread of a new coronavirus infection (COVID-19)” that can be found in the scientific electronic library: eLIBRARY.RU – НАУЧНАЯ ЭЛЕКТРОННАЯБИБЛИОТЕКА.
Socio-psychological well-being monitoring of students studying in inclusive groups of universities (hereinafter referred to as well-being monitoring) is being implemented. Well-being monitoring was based on a specifically designed questionnaire containing questions aimed at registering socio-demographic characteristics of the respondents as well as clarifying their problematic experiences and attitude towards the use of social support resources, identifying their assessment of learning conditions at the university, the scale of their satisfaction and involvement in student life, to determine the specifics of their attitude to inclusive education. Approbation of the methodology with a survey of more than 130 partner universities was implemented in 2019: average statistical range of satisfaction was from 72% to 85%.

Conditions are created for students' participation in competitions and championships of professional skills for the purposes of motivational support of students with disabilities, gaining confidence in their professional abilities.
The All-Russian Network Competition of Student Projects «Vocational Tomorrow» (hereinafter referred to as the Competition) is the flagship event of the resource centers.

Competition’s goals: support and development of initiatives aimed at fostering skills in their future occupational field and sustainable motivation for work among students with disabilities receiving inclusive higher education.

Competition main objectives:

- formation of interest in the future occupation, expanding horizons of students in the field of the chosen professional activity; 
- encouraging students to further development and employment in the chosen area of training;
- increasing the role of employers in ensuring the quality of training of qualified specialists.

History of the Competition: Southern Federal University (Rostov-on-Don, 2018); Moscow State Psychological and Pedagogical University (2019); State University of Management (Moscow, 2020), Vernadskiy Crimean Federal University (Republic of Crimea, 2021). The number of participants is constantly increasing, 571 applications from 108 Russian cities were accepted in 2021. In 2022, the Competition will be held for the fifth time.
According to the modular network program based on the resource educational and methodological centers, annual training is being implemented for training supervisors from among employers. 670 people were trained in 2021.

To support graduates, resource educational and methodological centers universities implement more than 13 additional advanced training programs in the format of online courses. These programs are based on the results of a survey of 1,300 graduate students and graduates with disabilities.
«Atlas of Professions» block is constantly being updated taking into account the identification of programs implemented using distance technologies: Атлас профессий — Инклюзивное образование 
(xn--80aabdcpejeebhqo2afglbd3b9w.xn--p1ai).
Resource centers universities have formed a whole pool of inclusive practices for employment of graduates with disabilities and cooperation in this area with non-profit organizations and business community. Examples of implemented practices:

- club of students with disabilities «I want to work» (State University of Management with the participation of potential employers at master classes and vocational guidance lectures);

- digital services of the «Work in Russia» portal to support the employment of graduates with disabilities (Russian State Social University);
- support programs for employment of graduates with disabilities «Mentor of a Specialist with Disabilities» and operation of the electronic database «Human Resources of Khabarovskiy kray» (Pacific State University);

- information and analytical portal "Perspektiva-PRO" in the format of a regional electronic employment system (high-quality vocational guidance for persons with disabilities, taking into account the specifics of the regional labor market): ПЕРСПЕКТИВА-PRO — Главная страница 
(xn----7sbflasn0bbbgeifs.xn--p1ai).
Information 

on regional programs to accompany young persons with disabilities in obtaining vocational education and assistance in subsequent employment
In accordance with the joint order of the Ministry of Labor, Ministry of Science and Higher Education, Ministry of Education No. 804n / 299/1154 dated December 14, 2018 «On Approval of the Standard Program for Supporting Young Persons with Disabilities in Obtaining Vocational Education and Assistance in Subsequent Employment», the subjects of the Russian Federation were recommended to develop regional programs for accompanying young persons with disabilities when they receive vocational education and assistance in subsequent employment (hereinafter referred to as regional programs).

Within its competence, the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation conducts monitoring of regional programs twice a year with a reporting period until March 1 and until September 1 of the current year. 
The assessment of the regional programs quality in terms of content of activities for young persons with disabilities with the participation of universities is carried out in the following areas: vocational guidance and information on obtaining higher education; comprehensive support in obtaining education; accessibility analysis; employment promotion; practical training with participation of employers; professional skills competitions; cooperation with public institutions; hotlines; labor market analysis; development of an accessible route to the place of study. The indicators are assessed in the context of three age groups: 15-18 years old, 18-24 years old, 25-44 years old.

Model Regulations of interdepartmental interaction between the executive authority of subjects of the Russian Federation exercising public administration in the field of education, and local government authorities managing education, institutions engaged in activities in programs of secondary vocational and higher education, as well as public employment services for vocational guidance work with young persons with disabilities and persons with health limitations to promote their employment (joint letter of the Ministry of Education No. SK-37/07, Ministry of Education and Science No. MN-7/VF-232, Ministry of No. 13-1/10/v-1224 dated February 5, 2021) were developed as a systemic mechanism for implementation of regional programs. 

On the basis of those Regulations the state authorities of subjects of the Russian Federation have developed their own respective regulations (hereinafter referred to as regional regulations). The implementation of regional regulations is aimed at neutralizing barriers in cooperation of all subjects of regional systems of inclusive vocational education regardless of their budgetary affiliation.

Annex № 4
Information on creation of conditions necessary for involvement of persons with disabilities (including children with disabilities) and persons with health limitations in physical training and sports

The development of adaptive physical training and sports is carried out by the Ministry of Sports of the Russian Federation within the State Program of the Russian Federation «Development of Physical Training and Sports», federal project «Sport is the norm of life» of the national project «Demography» and Strategy for the development of physical training and sports in the Russian Federation for the period until 2030.

23 of the 117 activities of the Implementation plan of the Strategy for the development of physical training and sports in the Russian Federation for the period until 2030 (approved by the Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation No. 3615-r dated December 28, 2020) are directly related to adaptive physical training and sports and are conducted by the Paralympic and Deaflympic Committees of Russia as well as the All-Russian federations developing sports for persons with disabilities.

As part of the implementation of the aforementioned Strategy, the Ministry of Sports, together with the Ministry of Labor, approved an Action Plan to create conditions for physical training and sports for persons with disabilities and people with health limitations, including children with disabilities until 2030 (hereinafter referred to as the “road map”).

Key activities of the road map:

- improvement of regulatory legal documents in the field of adaptive physical training and sports;

- conducting all-Russian physical training events among persons with disabilities;

- creation of children and youth sports-adaptive schools and centers in subjects of the Russian Federation;

- implementation of the action plan to increase the level of accessibility of facilities and services in the field of physical training and sports for persons with disabilities.

The system of measures aimed at creating, functioning and stimulating the activities of adaptive sports schools and centers, as well as departments for adaptive sports in institutions providing sports training, was approved by order of the Ministry of Sports No. 1092 dated 12/30/2021.

The current system of development of adaptive physical training and sports in the Russian Federation covers all levels due to the interaction between  the Ministry of Sports of the Russian Federation and other Russian federal authorities (Ministry of Labor, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Education and Science, Ministry of Health), the Paralympic and Deaflympics Committees of Russia, Special Olympics of Russia as well as the All-Russian sports federations for sports of persons with disabilities and all-Russian public associations of persons with disabilities.

Together with the subjects of the Russian Federation the following measures are implemented annually:

1. New institutions, departments and sections organizing the work on adaptive physical training and sports are opened.

At the moment, there are 102 institutions from 60 subjects of the Russian Federation, including 67 state and municipal institutions and 35 public institutions and clubs of persons with disabilities, working to develop adaptive physical training and sports with a total number of 36,476 persons with disabilities. Also in 50 regions there are 322 departments for adaptive sports, with a total number of 14,623 persons with disabilities involved.
Work with persons with disabilities is carried out by 21.0 thousand full-time employees in the field of adaptive physical training and sports, of which 8.7 thousand people have a higher specialized education and 2.6 thousand people – secondary special education. 
2. Conditions are created to meet test standards of the All-Russian physical training and sports set «Ready for Labor and Defense» (hereinafter referred to as All-Russian physical training) for the disabled and people with disabilities. 
In total, during the period of implementation of the All-Russian physical training set from 01.09.2014 to 31.12.2021, 16,793 thousand citizens over 6 years old, or 12.33% of the total population over 6 years old, were registered on the Internet portal of the GTO set, of which 191 thousand people – persons with disabilities and persons with health limitations.
In 2021 the number of participants in the All-Russian physical training movement increased by 
2.4 million people (including participants with disabilities and persons with health limitations in the amount of 32 thousand people).

The number of persons with disabilities and persons with health limitations participating in completing the All-Russian physical training set standards increased to 3143 people from 74 subjects of the Russian Federation, which resulted in 9160 people in total (in 2020 – 6017 people from 67 subjects of the Russian Federation).

6.7 thousand participants with disabilities and persons with health limitations met the standards and received an award (compared to 2020, the number of persons who met the All-Russian physical training set standards with an award increased by 2.6 thousand people).
3. The accessibility of sports facilities is ensured.

With assistance from subjects of the Russian Federation measures are implemented to increase accessibility levels of objects and services in the field of physical training and sports for persons with disabilities (Order of the Ministry of Sports No. 373 dated April 24, 2017 «On Action plan approval (“road map”) to increase accessibility levels of objects and services in the field of physical training and sports for persons with disabilities»).

The implementation of these measures is monitored including via the form of federal statistical survey No. 3-AFK «Information on adaptive physical training and sports», which states the number of sports facilities available for persons with disabilities in the Russian Federation as 108 thousand, as of December 31, 2021, and that is 7,6 thousand objects more than in 2020. 14.3 thousand of those structures have approved accessibility certificates.

In 2021 1096 sports facilities to provide services to population were put into operation, they fully comply with the requirements for accessibility.

As a result of the overhaul/reconstruction/modernization, 2.5 thousand sports facilities fully comply with the requirements for accessibility.

Currently, 11.2 thousand workers provide services to persons with disabilities, and 14.7 thousand workers received additional instructions/training to work with persons with disabilities.
Educational institutions under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Sports, within the «road map», equip educational buildings, dormitories, sports facilities with the necessary technical means and specialized equipment to increase the accessibility of facilities and services to persons with disabilities and persons with health limitations, with sports equipment (including with the help of the center for collective use of the resource centers). Pedagogical workers and specialists working in the education system upgrade their skills regularly.
4. Training and advanced training of personnel in the field of adaptive physical training and sports is being carried out.

Personnel training in the field of adaptive physical training and sports is carried out in educational institutions under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Sports under the programs of secondary vocational education with the major «Adaptive physical training» as well as bachelor and master degrees programs with the major «Physical training for persons with disabilities (adaptive physical training)». In total 1091 specialists in the field of adaptive physical training and sports were trained in 2021, including 1073 people with higher education.

In 2021 within the state program «Accessible Environment» an event was implemented by the Moscow State University of Sports and Tourism to train 235 specialists providing the educational and training process among persons with disabilities and other low-mobility groups of population in 3 subjects of the Russian Federation (Moscow, St. Petersburg and Karachayevo-Circassian Republic).

5. Sports events with the participation of persons with disabilities are covered in media, print media, Internet portals, social networks. Press releases and photo reports about sporting achievements of athletes-members of the sports teams of persons with disabilities of the Russian Federation at competitions of various levels are posted on a regular basis on the official website of the Ministry of Sports of the Russian Federation (minsport.gov.ru), social network accounts, and websites of subordinate institutions (Federal Sports Reserve Training Center – https://fcpsr.ru/ etc.).
Sporting events are actively covered on the official website of the Federal Sports Reserve Training Center (fcpsr.ru), in the federal and regional media: Russian championships, sports days, festivals held by the Ministry of Sports of the Russian Federation, Federal Center for Training of Sports Reserves, all-The Russian sports federations of persons of disabilities sports.
6. The development of physical training and sports infrastructure for persons with disabilities and persons with health limitations is one of the key areas of the State Program of the Russian Federation «Physical Training and Sports Development» (hereinafter referred to as the Program), approved by Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation No. 1661 dated September 30, 2021.

The main goal of this Program is to increase the share of persons with disabilities and persons with health limitations systematically involved in physical training and sports in the total number of this category of population without contraindications for physical training and sports, up to 30% by 2030.

The co-financing for construction of sports facilities with positive conclusion from the project state examination with a mandatory indication of a possibility to organize physical training and sports for the relevant categories of population is carried out as part of the activities within the federal project «Sport is the norm of life», part of the national project «Demography», (hereinafter referred to as the Project) as well as the non-program part of the federal targeted investment program. 

The construction, reconstruction and overhaul of sports facilities are carried out in accordance with the requirements and standards ensuring their accessibility for persons with disabilities and other people with limited mobility. Design solutions are developed in accordance with the requirements established by the legal acts of the Russian Federation.

The decision on type of sports facility being created is taken by the subject of the Russian Federation independently, based on existing need for these facilities, as well as taking into account socio-economic situation in the region.

7. Interdepartmental interaction is carried out between competent federal and regional executive authorities on development of adaptive physical training and sports. In accordance with the Instruction of the President of the Russian Federation No. Pr-1919 dated 07.10.2021 (subparagraphs “a” and “b” of paragraph 1) by Order of the Government of the Russian Federation No. 3894-r dated December 28, 2021 the Concept for Children and Youth Sports Development in the Russian Federation until 2030 and Implementation plan (hereinafter referred to as the Implementation plan) was approved.

The Implementation plan is aimed at: «Legal regulation», «Improvement of management», «coordination of activities and methodological support», «Digital transformation», «Human resources development», «Improvement of physical training and sports events system», «Development of infrastructure and material technical support», «Improvement of sports gifted children selection system and their sports guidance for practicing a type (types) of sports including adaptive», «Improvement of scientific and methodological, biomedical, medical and anti-doping support system», «Creation of conditions for children patriotic education».

6 of the 44 activities of the Implementation plan are related to children with disabilities and children with health limitations directly.
