		Reply to paragraph 8 of the list of issues – Assessment of psychiatric hospitals 2018
As a follow up on the previous National Strategy Health 2020, the Government adopted the Strategic Framework Health 2030 in 2019. Its specific goals will be implemented by the action plans, one of them focusing on Primary and Secondary Prevention of Diseases, Raising Health Literacy and Responsibility of Citizens for their Own Health which, among others, aims to increase competences of public and some vulnerable groups including children and socially excluded persons by positively impacting behavioural health factors (nutrition, movement etc.) and prevention activities. An interdisciplinary platform will be established to combine education project and campaigns by using modern online information technologies. 
Furthermore, the Ministry of Health published a call in 2018 which among others supported the establishment of a new addictology A&E and in 2019 it supported 5 projects on addictive behaviour of children. Protection of children is also a key element of the National Strategy on Prevention and Reducing Harm Related to Addictive Behaviour 2019-2027 and the Action Plan for its realisation 2019 - 2021. One its key measures is a long-term preventive and awareness-raising campaign focused on children, adolescents and their parents on addictive substance use, gambling and other addictive behaviour. It also aims to extend the offer of support programmes for children with addiction and accessibility of outpatient addictology services for children. Prevention of addiction also falls under the scope of National Strategy on the Prevention of Risky Behaviour 2019-2027 and its action plans. 
The Police of the Czech Republic organises preventive safety events on annual basis. In 2019 three rounds were organised in cooperation with the Anti-Drug Policy Department of the Office of the Government, Ministry of Health, Customs, Czech Trade Inspection and Directorate General of Fire Brigade. These events focused on reducing the accessibility of alcohol, gambling, tobacco products and illegal drugs to youth, especially the inspection of compliance with legal requirements. These events follow up on previous nationwide activities for example the project ALCOHOL in 2015 – 2018 and are based on the National Strategy on prevention and harm reduction connected to addictive behaviour 2019 – 2027.
Results of the assessment of psychiatric hospitals 2019 – Implementation of the CRPD in Czech children psychiatric hospitals. 
The CRPD implementation was assessed using the WHO Quality Rights Toolkit. It is divided into 5 chapters focusing on the following rights:
· Theme 1: The right to an adequate standard of living (Article 28 of the CRPD)
· Theme 2: The right to enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health (Article 25 of the CRPD)
· Theme 3: The right to exercise legal capacity and the right to personal liberty and security of person (Articles 12 and 14 of the CRPD)
· Theme 4: Freedom from torture or cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment and from exploitation, violence and abuse (Articles 15 and 16 of the CRPD)
· Theme 5: The right to live independently and be included in the community (Article 19 of the CRPD)
The evaluation scale consists of 5 possible values: Achieved fully (A/F), Achieved partially (A/P), Achievement initiated (A/I), Achievement not initiated (N/I) or Not applicable (N/A).
The assessment was carried out in 18 Czech psychiatric hospitals out of which 3 were children psychiatric hospitals – in Louny, Opařany and Velká Bíteš. The evaluation teams consisted of a child psychiatrist, social worker, human rights lawyer, care user and a researcher. More information on methodology, topics and assessment can be found in the WHO Quality Rights Toolkit. It is important to note, however, that the present evaluation tool is primarily design for use of evaluation of institutions for adult patients.

CRITERION TWO - The respect of human rights in the country of final destination
Having assessed the recipient country's attitude towards relevant principles established by international human rights instruments, Member States will:
a) not issue an export licence if there is a clear risk that the proposed export might be used for internal repression.
b) exercise special caution and vigilance in issuing licences, on a case-by-case basis and taking account of the nature of the equipment, to countries where serious violations of human rights have been established by the competent bodies of the UN, the Council of Europe or by the EU;
For these purposes, equipment which might be used for internal repression will include, inter alia, equipment where there is evidence of the use of this or similar equipment for internal repression by the proposed end-user, or where there is reason to believe that the equipment will be diverted from its stated end-use or end-user and used for internal repression. In line with operative paragraph 1 of this Code, the nature of the equipment will be considered carefully, particularly if it is intended for internal security purposes.
Internal repression includes, inter alia, torture and other cruel, inhuman and degrading treatment or punishment, summary or arbitrary executions, disappearances, arbitrary detentions and other major violations of human rights and fundamental freedoms as set out in relevant international human rights instruments, including the Universal Declaration on Human Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights.

Employment of children in the formal as well as informal sector under the age of 15 years is illegal. These children may only carry out artistic, cultural, advertisement or sport activities under special conditions. Employment of adolescents between 15-18 years in the formal sector is in general possible under special conditions. Compliance with the law is monitored by the State Labour Inspection. 
From 2017 to 2019, only 8 inspections found employment of children under 15 or children who have not finished their compulsory education (3 girls, 5 boys, 14-16 years). As for violations of conditions of employment of adolescents, employers mostly do not provide for a medical exam at the beginning of the employment or at the transfer to another position, do not keep a list of adolescents employed or let adolescents work overtime or at night, or carry out inadequately dangerous work.
During the inspections in the informal economy, no cases of child work were encountered.

All children are subject to nine-year compulsory school education starting generally at the age of six. If necessary, children with disabilities may avail of supportive measures or, if these do not suffice, attend a special school. Children with severe mental disability may then be educated under a special provision. Under this provision a regional authority determines their learning pathways with consent of their parent and on the basis of recommendations of a medical specialist and school advisory centre. It also provides for a necessary assistance with the education including pedagogical and methodological. Such measures are adopted only as long as necessary. See table below for statistics on children educated under the given provision.

		Reply to paragraph 23 of the list of issues – Government priorities
As mentioned throughout the text, the current priorities of the Government include deinstitutionalisation of care and support of care of children in their own families or foster families, improving the system of childcare proceedings, protection of children against violence as well as establishing the institution of children’s ombudsman.
Another priority is the awareness-raising on human rights, including the rights of the child. The Ministry of Justice operates a database of relevant decisions of the European Court of Human Rights in Czech language which also includes annotations of all decisions against the Czech Republic and of other relevant decisions.  It also prepares a Norway Grants project which among others incorporates a website on human rights with Czech translations of relevant international human rights documents including UNCRC general comments.
