§ 2. Whoever makes preparations for the offence under § 1, shall be subject to the penalty of deprivation of liberty for a term from 3 months to 5 years.

Whoever, to obtain financial benefits, engages in the organisation of adoption of children in contravention of the law, shall be subject to the penalty of deprivation of liberty for a term from 3 months to 5 years 5.
